polltlcs; 1t 1n disagreeable work, and
you will only get hurl, If you do.”” We
oughl to nnswer: “"Whenevet nny lntér-
o8t of good goverment requires It Into
pulltics wo will go.. It 18 not enough
either for the delicately good eltizen
slmply to wet his feet ln the edge of
town politics; there are times when he
ought to take o bold header, and piunge
into the midst of the stream."

Let me lepve much that might boe sald
along this llne, and present certiain
provent and practieal problems of our
mundolpil Iife, 1. We haye on our
hands the tagk of lifting our locil poli-
tics out of the flood of our national pol-
ftica. 1 do not claim that the one can
be entlrely lsolated from the other; 1
am urging that when It Is time for us
to conslder our local Interests we ought
to put them firat, and we ought not,
then, to det our party politics swallow
up our city's welfare. We should be
first citizens, men of the city, and then,
if wo please, party politicians, To say
“T am & democrat or & republlican first
and always, and next s cltizon,” would
be as bad o beresy politionlly as It
would be rellglously to say, "1 am a
Congregallonallst, or a Methodist first
and slways, and atterwards o Christian
when I can be convenlently.”

2, Wo have upon our hands the taslk
of bullding several departments of our
clty government up ahove the greedy
reach of the political spollemen, I do
not mean to say that we can dispense
altogether with the political manager
In the affalrs of our munlolpal house-
hold, The political bogs may be an
over-fittened and Jdegenerate leader,
but leaders of some kind ths people
must always have. We may, however,
conslderably improve the breed, and the
people maiy find servants so able to lead
that they willl not have to govern by
making themselves bosa-paymisters of
pitronage to their followers, It ia not
true of our glty that we are governed
by o ring, The reason Is that no ring-
muster has happened to appear hore,
big encugh to whip In the whole line
of men who are hungry for patronage
and profit, We have rings, but not &
ring. Our clty hag thus far been for-
tunate In this respect that our rings
have succeeded with frequent profit to
the public in devouring one another,
I rend the other day that horticol-
turists in California had successfully
Introducad a colony of beetles to de-
your a colony of worms In the orchards.
One fortunate thing for ue has bpen the
auccess of our local politiclans In clean-
ing out one another. But we ¢annot al-
ways rely upon thelr abllity to eat one
another up, If thie alty is to escape the
blight of ring rule In the future, we
ought to see to it In time that our chief
departments of municipal patronage
and power are swept and oleared of
corrupting politicsl methods and
wviolops practices, It !s high time, for
{natance, that the présent bad polltieal
method of appolnting Judges In the
clty courts of K Connectlcut should be
done away with. Our higher courts
have been made as politically indepen-
dent na posiible, the judges helng nomi-
nated by the governor and confirmad
by the leglslature. But the lower
pourses of the whole structure of our
Judiclary aré Jald in the sands and the
mire of a leglsiative county caucus.
The spectacle which the gtate s now
witnesaing In the election of judges In
the courts of all our Conneetlout oltles
by caucus methods s a disgraceful
gpectacle; It J8 humillating work to
the eandidates and their friends who,
of necesaity, have to participate in it
under otir saystem of judicial slections.
The legislative cancue s a fountein of
Judleial power from which sweet waters
indeod have sometimes lssusd, but also
gome vary bitter waters, Our proposed
new oity charter with remedy this vice
of our present charter, bhut the whole
system ought f{o bs changed all over
the state.

The pollee department needs a deo-
laration of politiosl Independence. Tt s
not effectively free from politles now as
it ought to be. The prevalent method of
appolnting polidemen or In securing pro-
motions 15 essentlally viclous, If the
board of eduoation should make the ap-
pointment or promotion of teachers de-
pendent, nol upon examlination, record
or recommendition of the department,
but upon the good will or pergonal favor
of ench member of the hoard in turn,
our school system would soon become
worthless, Yot this s the bewufiful
non-partisan method by which we have
been keeping up the efMelency of our
police foree, What we ought to have—
and reform will not stop untll It aue-
cocde In seouring It—ls o pollce depart-
ment non-partienn in faet as woll is In
name, Some of our best eltizens argue
for the retention of the bi-partisan po-
Hee commisslon; the new charter re-
tains, while 1t limits 1t but, whatever
the ultimate form of the commisslion,
the objeot to he secured 1s ~ot a bl<par-
tigan police, but a non-purtisan force
through and through; and some prinel-
ples of practical clvll serviee reform
ought to be devised to secure the ap-
pointment and promotion of policemen
on competent examination as to their
fitness, and upon thelr merits as offtoers.
The proposed oharter will work im-
provémernt In this direction, perhnps nill
the Improvement now practieabls; but
in my Judgment it sught to go further
and provide room for some trial ot
least of practical clvil service methods
in the police department,

I might speak at length of, but I will
now only mantion, the urgent civio task
of putting down all lawlessness, Most
citizens shrink with horror from an-
archy; but any systematile fallure of
law, and disregard of it by a large cluss
of men In a olty, Is anarchy. It is a
plece at ledst of anarchy, If the llquor
laws are unjust, go to the legiglature
and discuss them: but a city-invites
anarchy when It cares not whether ex-
isting laws are enforced.

It Is high time for a revival of civic
patriotism In New Haven, Public
gpirit In thigr town has been too much
llke one of our local storms, without
the energy of the breeze thal has been
sweeping over the continent in It, and
affording a eritically chllly atmosphere
for any reformer o work In.  There
wre, however, some signs of possible
puble spirit In New Haven, and of a
warmer and more generous clvie life.
ur churches should help srouse L
1t is not right when i saloon counts
for more o practical politics than o
whole eliurech memberahlp. The Lord
did sot come to this earth simply to
pick out n few elect crumbs of human-

It Hps Uéen n Godsend lo Onlifornine
How It 4 Grown snd What 1t Is Good
For,

[From the Los Augeles Times)
There have of late heen many refer-
enoes tothe cucnlyptus tree in ecastern
and but white Its
growtll In Algerie and in (he Romin

Cumpagna, ar well 88 In its natlve

country, Austrilia, have been duly de-

soribed, there has been but slight rof-
erence to the important part which
this troe plays In the agricultural econ-
omy of California.

The esucnlyptus—chiefly the cueslyp-
tug globulus or Bluse gum, which is the

only variety that has yel been planted
hers on & lorge seale—has hean sel out
#0 widely during the past twenty years
that It has come to be regivded as i
diatinetively Callfornia tree, and thou-
spnds of our younger oitlzens are lgno-
rant of its trans-Pacific origin, It is
seen everywhere throughout the state,
by roadsides, around orchards and gar-
dens, and In groves, except In the cold-
er sections of northern Callfornis mnd
in  the mountwin regluns, where the
winters are too could, for In splte of Ite
remarkably robust growth, the cuos-
lyptus, whén young, Is ver'y susceptl-
ble to frost, even more so than Lhe or-
ange, For thid reasgon its Introduction
has not been attended with success In
Arlaona, In which terrltory, owling to
the digtance from the ocean, thers are
asometimes heavy frosts in winter, All
through central and southern Califor-
nin, however, the eucalypius s omnl-
present. In the timberless regions,
which comprise ninety por cent. of the
valleys, the tall, straggiing form of this
tree, like an overgrown, lanky youth, Is
the most prominent feature In the land-
soape, Thal, together with the all-per-
vading odor of its leaves, Ungers in the
miind of the tourlst after other recol-
lectlons of California have digd put,

The eucalyptus has been a godsend to
Calltornda. It Is difMicull to suy what
athet tree ¢ould have been found to re-
place . Llke maglo, within a short
yéar, It has changed the charaoter of
many a southern Callifornia landscape
from a dull, monotonous, treeless plain,
to a well-wooded streteh of country.
To the land boomer also §t8 wonderful-
ly rupid growth has brought mapy ex-
tra dollars, lending the wir of an old-
settled community lo a tract Lthiat was
& sage-brush desert twelve months be-
fore. Within a year from the tiny seed
the tree will, under fhvorabile glreum-
sthnces, reach s helght of from ten to
twalve feet, and fifty fest In threa
years. In the Australlan forests it fre
quently attaing a height of three hun-
dred feet or more. None are yet so
lnrge In California, beoause they are
not old enough, but trees half that
hedght are not uncommon.

There are over a hundred variotles of
cucalyptus, but, as stated, the blue
gum Is the only one thal has yet been
cultivated to any extenl In Callfornia.
It ls tho Jeast esteemed of the varlous
gums In Australik, belng chiefly used
for planting Around cesspools, 118 roots
readily absorbing molsture, e rapld
growth nnd the ease of iy oultivation
led to Wts wide adoption here. During
the past two or thi'ee years some at-
tention has been pald to the ved zum,
which has been fouind to grow, equally
fust and is a more graceful trec. In
Australia some varieties are found to
susoesd best in moist, others In dry
ground. Home have wood whinh resiits
the teredo, and 18 used for plles, some
yield an extra Inrge amount of all, and
are ‘speclally used foir that plrposs,
While the blué gum s by no means &
handsde tree, belng only tolerated as
a rellef to the monotony of treclvus
towns, other varfeties arp worthy of a
pinde on any Inwn.  There i5 one known
nn the encnlyptus fioifolls, which makes
a distinet forest belt in the ponst re-
glon of weatern Awstralin, This 15 n
most  gorgeous tree. Tt §s sald that
hardly anvthing more resplendent can
e imagined than foresta of this tree,
with ite brilllant trusses of red fowers.

The numerous purposes to which the
sucalyptus ean be put make (t almost
as valuible taCalifornin na the bamboo
6 to Japan I!RI’I Ching. In the valleys
it 1= extensively planted for fuel, The
ralsing of the tree for this purpose has
heen found very profitible, Desides giv.
Ing Httle trouble, The seed should be
planted ih boxes, and the trees set out
when a few Inches high. They are sst
