New Diphtheria Kemcdy Applied, But Did
Not Frove Efficacious.

Mrs. Bernard McCoe of 44 Edwards
street, whose husband is janitor of the
free public library, was last night lying
at her home in a critical condition. For
several days she had been suffering
from a diphtheretic ore throat, and on

Friday last anti-toxl- was admlnister- -

'. ed. The effect was to reduce the mem-

brane, but the patient's system was so

shocked that she sank rapidly and last
night her condition was said to be ex-

tremely critical.
Saturday the anti-toxln- e was again

administered, but she continued to grow
worse, and that evening a consultation
of physicians was held. Those present

" at the consultation were Dr. Wright,
Dr. Swayne and Dr. McNeil. Since
that time consultations have been held
dally.

Dr. Wright said last night that the
anti-toxl- had done all that could have
been expected of it in reducing the
membrane and that since it was admin-
istered symptoms of pneumonia had de-

veloped, and it was from this disease
that the woman was now suffering.
On the other hand one of the other phy-
sicians in attendance on the case stated
that he had been unable to discover
any symptoms of pneumonia, and that
the conditions were practically the same
as when the anti-toxln- e was first ad-
