Whereas, Bald lHeense or privilege
granted to sald railway corporations
is worth millions of dollars; and

Whereas, Suldl valuable privilege has
been grossly abused by sald rallway
vompanies who have violated the lows
of the state and have used the privilege
granted' to them In such a manner
as to result In vast lose and Injfury to
the Interests of the people of sald clty;
now

Resolved, That we, the undersigned
citizens of Brooklyn, do hereby respeot-
fully petition and request the honorabie
board of aldermen and mayor of Lhe
eity of Brooklyn to Immedintely revoke
and repeal the license and rranchise to
bulld and operate slectrie and other
rallways which have been granted by
vour honorable bady to the Brooklyn
Flelghts, Atlantle avenue and Brook-
Iyn, Queeng county and Suburban som-
panias.

The following reanlution was present-
od to the aldermen for adoptlon:

Resolved, That ordinance No. f
granting the privilege and license to
the Brooklyn Helghts Reilway com-
pany, the Atlantic Avenue company
and Brooklvn, Queens County and Sub-
urban Rallway company on January 11,
1892, to bulld and operate electric trol-
1oy rallroads fn the elty of Brooklyn
be and the game I8 hereby revoked.

After the regular businesa of the
beard Alderman Walsh presented s
long preamble, realting how the orlg-
inal grant to the raliroads Lo use horse
power was made and the latter one of
January 11, 1802, to change to electriclity
and ended with a resolution to revoke
both grants.

Advoeating the resolution, Aldermnan
Wilsh sald that the companles had
violated thelr franchises and the state
law. They had henped abuses upon the
heads of their employes and imposed
opon them outrageous hours of Inbor
It was time (o give the poor Inharer
& chance. The board, he said, had the
right to say whether or not a corpora-
tion conld opernte cars in the oity that
were 8 menace to Ita populace. For
two or three weeks the destiny of the
clty had beon in the hands of thrag
men And they had brought diggrices to
the faly name of Brooklyn,

Alderman Carr opposed the resblu-
tion, declaring the board had no power
to annul franchises. It waes ahsurd,
he gald, to take action that would in-
convenlence g milllon inhabitants just
to please a faw thougands. There were
20,000 unemployed non-union men and he
thought it would be more fitting for
the board to try to help them than
to legislate for a lnwless fow thous-
ands, The companies had honestly
tried to operate thelr ears, but were
prevented by union men.

The councH chamber was filled with
strikers and thelr friends, and the re-
marks of Mr. Carr were grestad with
rounds of hissea from ths rear bBenches,

Beveral other aldermen expressed the
opinfon that It was only buneombe to
wdopt the regolution as IL wis uncon-
etitutiomal mnd would not help the
Btrikors,

The board, they declared, Had no 1 dgght
to deprive these companies of the right
to operaté their cars. 1t was finally
suggested that there was no harm in
passing the ressiution and letting the
courts declide the right of the nldermen
in 'the prémises, On motion the resolu-
tion was then adopted by a vote of 10
to) 8.

The resohution now goes tn the may-
or, who, It Is expected, will voto it. Ta
pass 1t over his head will need a two-
thirds vote.

The action of the hoard, even should
it escape the maymr's veto, I8 not ex-
pected 10 have a sorious effect on the
nompanies. The power of the hoard of
aldermen to summarily revoke riglits
granted common carriers §8 questioned
and the aldermen themselves are gnme--
what hazy as to how they oan enforce
their action,

Should the proceedings Hefore the at-
torney general resull in the forfelture
of the companies’ charters the actlon
of the common councll to-day would be-
come operictive, but otherwise it will
hitve litile effect.

Justice Gavnor granted a writ of al-
ternntive mandamus to-day agalnet the
Atlantie Rallway company., A peremp-
tory writ was applied for last Friday.
The oompany Wil have twenty dayvs to
answer, The grand jury for February
was oharged by Judge Moore lo-day,
He zaid:

Trust.

Chicaga, Fab. 4—In the United States
court this morning Judge Grossoup
removed Joseph Greenhut from the re-
celverghip of the Whiskey Trust and
appolnted John' C. MeNulta and John
J. Mitchell to act with Mr. Lawrenoe,

who waes appolnted a receiver when

Mr. Greenhut was appoltited. General
MeNulta the prineipnl or di-
recting receiver, He officinted in that
capuelty during seversl years for the
Wabnsh system of railronds. In dellv-
erlhg hix opinlon Judge Grogsoup took
ateaslun 1o atore stdck-Jobbing - direc-
tors of corpovitions, He denled that
there was anything in the first appoint-
ment of recelvers or in the sécrecy that
attended the proceedings that was un-
usual or improper,

“"The uppleation,” Me Eays, “Was
necessarily miade out of court and
without notiee, otherwige 118 préasumab-
Iv Jegitimate purpose might hiave been
defeated. It was not oply the right,
hut the duty of the colerk to Keep the
provesdings unrevealed until they bad
reached their destination in the office
at Peorin. But this does noi relleve the
case of certaln considerationn, of which
I shall pow speak.'

The court then procecded: “The ad-
migslons In thig cnae disclogs that My,
Greenhut at the tlme of his appolnt-
ment was under an Agreément upon the
New TYork Stock Exchange o dellver
upon demand 15,000 shares of the stock
of the eompany and he was not the
possesgor of any Oof them, In such a
gituntlon he could have but one per-
sonil Interest: every appreclation of
the stoock amounted to a liarge cut into
hig personal fortune. As a receiver his
duty woul® be to congerve the property
And enhanee fts value: as a private
indlvidunl his interest wan to depre-
cinte ita wvanlue. Under such elreum-
stantes his acceptance of the receiver.
ship was safmply an Imposition wpon
the court.
