IS MARRIAGE A FAILURE?

Tolnts From Mr, Illﬂ'l(.crmnll'h Sormon Last
Night wt the Messinh Churoh.

“Ta Matringe a Fallure?" was the sub-
jeot of Rev. Mr. Dickerman's discourse
at the Church of the Mepsiah last even-
Ing,. The church wag crowded to the
doors and many were oblliged to seoure
room as best they could, The sermon
was one of a setles on Soglal Purlty,
which are largely attended,

Mr. Dickerman's remarks were very
Interesting and features of his lines of
thought are na follows:

Marringe, as 1 understand It, is not a
fallure; 1 have studied it closely in
mony familtes and my testimony Is that
marriage Is A suocess when followed to

the true idea, and then it {8 more than
up to the anticipation,

This Is the age of reforms In politics,
religion and morallty, and should be in
marriages, A lady friend told me the
other day that the reason of 8o fewW M-
riuges was the scavolty of men, and let
me here lmpiress upon your mind that If
I hod samething to say ahout them just
half the men would marry who wanted
{0, Nothing but pure love justifies mar-
ringe, Anything else that holds hus-
band and wife together Is bondage and
iriquity. This s/ fundamental and Im-
plies the whole thought, Love that can-
pot endure will result in disaster.

What are the Inducements offered for
marringe? In Michlgan, where I have
resided, the people sometimes marry for
ravenus only; whether they do or not
in New Haven 1 cannot say. It fills me
%with feelings of mingled horror and in-
digniation to think that a woman, edu-
cated and refined in all other rogpects,
will iImmolate herself upon the altar of
conventional vice In & marciage for rev-
enue only. Woman ls the vietim of race
educntion Her prime thought has been
that £he was made only for marriage,
hence her abject dependence, I would
guard the door of marvihge with the
eternal vigllance of love. I would make
the atigma a8 great for her who shonld
scefl her person in marriage as for her
who sells it otherwlae. 1 would have
every husband true enough to admit
that his wife is the rightful owner of
her belng.

It fills me with feellnge of mingled
horror and indignation to think that a
woman educated and refined in all other
respeocts, will immolate hevself upon the
altar of conventional vice in & marriage
for revenue only.

Woman is the vietlm of race aduca-
tlon, Her prime thought has hepn
that she was made only for marriage—
henee hep abjoct dopendences,

T women were Indepéndent Indus-
trlal mémbers of the community they
would never be foreed Into distasteful,
fll-assorted, or convenlent marriages,
which are the moat Crultful of all
sources of viea and ceime In children
and thus in the community.

1 would guard the door of marriage
with the eternal vigilanee of love, |
would have no one enter (Y precinets
gava on bended knee and with praver-
ful heart, ns if approaching the throne
of God. So strictly would T guard it
that none who should once enter could
ever wish fto retrace their steps. i
would make divorces an unknown
thing by abollshing imprudent and 111-
agzorted marriages.

I would make the etigma as great
for her who should sell her person in
marriage as for her who sells It other-
wise,

I hava gposn  husbands and wives
whote hearte affer long vears of mor-

rlange always glowed at the approach
of ench nther, whose twhole natures
geemed stimulated Into thelr highest
attribuies In each other's presence,
Sorrow and paln but drew them closer
together., Thesp Instances are excep-
tional but they prove whal the relations
of the setxes may be

pretense of marriage, where no genuine
