An Ideal Haunt In Missouri for the RlaeK

'(From the St. Louis
The present winter has been the cold

est known in thlflgectlon for many
years, and Big river has been frozen

All the minnows have
sought safety' i the spring branches,

fishing by people wl)o, under ordinary
circumstances, never go near the river.
The sight of fifteen or twenty black
ba'ss layng on' the lfte at one time Is a
Bight to please the most skillful angler,
and this is by no means an unusual
sight at Iron dale this winter. Big riv-
er is an ideal haunt for bass on account
of its banks being lined on either side
by towering bluffs! of solid rock, and
the bed is covered with big bowlders,
forming a perfect elysium for the black
beauties. In the summer time one can
see them calmly laying in the shadows
01 tnese rocKS, or eise snooting up tne
currents in pursuit bf the agile minnow,
which he is so anxlotis to secure for his
amner.

minnow, wnicn is renmrKHDie ior its
vitality, living for hhursj where a min
now of any other variety would die in
a few minutes. j nese minnows can
easily be oTTtained, in, the small creeks
which flow into the1 river, by setting a
net and driving them into' it, as many
as one hundred being caught at one
time. It is easy, even at this time of
the year, to procure-- ' them, by going
near a spring where the natural warm- -

nesg prevents its freezing. Instead of
the pole, t7ie fishers use a long line,
wlth a oorlt attached to regulata the
depth of line to be let out, and to pre
vent the minnow from getting under
rocks n the bottom'.. The other end of
the line is attached to a heavy piece of
wood, which is left lying oh the ice near
the hole. These holes are cut every few
steps, and have a baited line irt each.
The fisher stands where he can watch
his "boblrs," and it is very seldom he
has to wait long, for the fish are al-

ways hungry, and bite fast in the win-
ter. As soon as" the "bobber" disap-
pears, the fisher draws in his fish and
baits again. He sometimes has two or
three lines out at a time on account of
the numerous bites.

It is Interesting to watch the fish
etrlke the bait. The water is as clear
as crystal and one can He down on the

and see the performance very plain- -

ly. I have often noticed a school of
four or Ave bass come up to a bait and
swim slowly around it as though de-

The Decline of English Taste,
The novel is the youngest of all our

art forms, unless we except the music- -

drama, which, apparently received its
filial expression from its creator, Rich- -

aid Wagner.!, The novel Is probably
the only unexhausted art-for- m left
anB so we find that it is the bnly art In
which the writer is assisted by the nat
ural and spontaneous sympathy of the
poputece. Every one likes a good nov

el; the novel-writ- er need never feel, as
the playwrlter must always feel, that
he must truckle to other taste than his
own under penalty of failure. But if

good novels" are liked, bad novels are
liked still more; taste Is decaying in the
novel, as it has decayed In architec
ture, in sculpture and in painting, and
in another fifty years or less the novel

may be as barren of creative work as
the other arts. Beethoven exhausted
the symphony, and Wagner the tnusio
drama; the novel offered a mora stub
born resistance, for after Balzao came
Dickens, Thackeray, Flaubert, Turgre-ne- ff

and Tolstoi. Nevertheless, the
novel is showing signs of yielding, and
yield it must. But to what? To ex-

haustion tho material having been
used up or to the decline of public
taste? Enigma! That is nature' se
cret.

Nor must the decline; of, taSte5 which
we have spoken of be attributed, as is
much too frequently done, to the mid
dle classes. The taste of the middle
classes does riot stand on a lower plane I

than the taste of the aristocracy. The
aristocracy reads the novels of Mr. Ma- - I

Hon Crawford and Miss Blarie Corelli
with the same avidity as the middle
classes the .aristocracy admires the
same pictures. Leader is as popular in
a West End drawing-roo- m as in a
Peckham villa. The press is guilty of
nothing' more thoughtless ithan Its
sneers against the taste of Clapham
and Peckham. Would thatl bad taste
were confined to these districts! 'There
is no four-mil- e radius of takte. The
duchess land the wife of the suburban
shopkeeper stand side by side on the
same low plane. With unanimous Joy
they would choose the same painter, or
painters, if their husbands gave them
carte blanche for unlimited portrayal
of their charms.

We merely regret all these things and
wonder. We regret that the world is
Clearly lapsing, back Into savagery, a
sa'agery more disagreeable to our
tasto than the savagery whence it
emerged. We regret that our-aristo- c

racy, the fine ladles especially who en
tertain In the West End, a:t whose din
ner tables so much chatter about art is
indulged in, do not discover In them
selves the ability and the inclination,
and. in tneir lives, tne necessary time,
to learn the rudiments of a subject
which apparently interests them, ic
whleh certainly occupies their tongues,
and on which they waste their money.
Their husbands have no time for aes-

thetic culture; they art often politi-
cians; but for these ladles of leisure,
for these leaders ol social gossip, a se
cret class might be held in which theji
would be taught by rote what the
should like and what dislike Ira art.-- .-
