The building is three hundred and
sixteen feet long and from thirty to fif
ty feet wide, three stories in height, of
brick with terra cotta trimmings and
slUte roof. It is of the slow burning
construction plan, the partitions being
all of brick, and the floors of thick
plank, having no openings ior flues to
create a draft in case of fire.

Jumns I.arrabue's Woeful Kxperlene,
Alarms the Whole Country About,

From tho New London Day J
A Ledyard correspondent gives addl

tlonal particulars about the champion
tobacco chewer of Connecticut, who
lives In that town. At least he was

champion, fbr he has just had to retire,
knocked out below the belt by the weed.

The man's name was James Larra
bee. He Is between fifty and sixty
years old and lives in a wild and isola
ted region, is six feet tall in his cow
hide boots, lank, gaunt and sinewy, and
until a year or more ago was as robust,
vigorous and tough physically as any
whito oak of his native hills. All his
life he had been a persistent "chawer1
and smoker: at least he began the prac
tlceiof chewing when a school-bo- only
twelve years, and has chewed uninter
ruptedly ever since.

In respect of his tobacco habit he was
the bright and Bhining "horrible exam
pie" of his town. He chewed all the
time, not less than sixteen' hours each
day, and in the last year or so he fre
quently got out of bed once or twice-
sometimes oftener In the night, and,
seated on tho bedside, he took a hunk
of plug and chewed.

HE ATE TOBACCO.
He arose regularly at the first streak

of dawn, and always the first chore to

be performed, even before lighting the
kitchen fire, was to bite off a liberal
slab of tobacco. Oftener than other-

wise he swallowed the Juice. His repu-
tation as a master hand at chewing
was recognized in two or three other
adjacent towns, and while there Is no
end iof capable ehewers ootn in iNortn
Stonington and Gtoton, "hired men as
well aa farmers and teamsters, yet not
one accounted himself a rival of Larra-bee-

Mr. Larrabee used plug and fine cut
so rapidly that in the last five years he
has been purchasing hl3 tobacco supply
In wholesale quantities and at whole
sale prices, so that the grocers' of Po

quelannuck and Center Groton hamlets
were wont to make special tobacco
purchases, to meet the single Lnrrabee
demand. He bought whole caddies of

plug whenever he drove to market, and
once or twice in "hayin time," his sup
ply having fallen short, he quitted the
hay field in the face of an approaching
thunder storm and drove to the "Cen
tre" to lay In a fresh sitock.

FAIL.

Your heart
lias slowed down to thirty-tw- o beats to
the minute, and, let me.tell you, It can't
slow up much more without you going
with it."

Mr. Larrabee switched off to chewing
gum and slippery elm and Immediately
began to pick up In health with nmaz- -

ng rapidity. It was about two months
ago that he abandoned mo tnpaceo
habit and to-d- he is as strong, hale
and hearty as any man In New Lon
don county. He chews gum and slip
pery elm instead and pretty nearly all
tho time at ti nt.

It interesting In' connection wl!h
LarralTPe's refprmation-- that about hnlf
the other tobacco eaters of his town
have taken alarm on account of his
woeful experience and have forsaken the
hnbit also. At least every o'.her farmer
and hired man of the town Is 'now
rowing gum or slippery elm.
