town of Woodstock (8 a Connectleut
town, As such 1t Isendowed with
all the rights and powers which
belomg to every Connectiout town,
It is a political organism of a pecullnr
character, ~orth the careful study of
every: political philosopher, It is In
fool a llttle pepublle In itself, an In-
destructible republie, In which the prin-
alple ot demooratle government has full
play, and where the free detion of that
principle le gusranieed by the strongest
constitutionn] defenses. 1L may be
worth ottr while to look at this little re-
public for a few momenta and see how
It ls organized, what are ite powers,
and how It nots.

The people of Woodstoek number not
far from three thousand, They constl-
tute 2 town, All the powers of the town
ace exerclsgsd by the “freemen” or legal
voters, gome flve or six hundred In
number, The sulfrage 18 manhood suf-
frase, and the freemen are all aqual
in rights. They constitute the |egisln-
tive body, the town meeting, and they
ohooee all the town officers. The basis
of the town orgunisation therefore It 1s
abaolutely democratic. The town Is n
free demooracy,

1t Is Indestructible. The constitution
eonfirms it perpetual exlslence. The
government of the stale cannot destroy
it or merge It in any other town with-
out its consent.

It slects its own offfcers of locil gov-
ernment—not by permission of the gen-
ernl assembly, but by lts own right
The constitution glves it the Indefeast-
ble right of electing nnnually Its own sa.
fectmen and all I8 other numerous offi-
cers of loeil pollee, The state govern-
ment cannot take away thls right or
Interfere with It

It elects Its own fuetices ¢f the peacs,
each of whoem s vested with a limited,
but, etill considerable, jurlsdiction in
clvll and coriminnl cause. The smte
government cannot appsint them.  No-
body but the freemen of the town 1tself
ecan appoint them.

Tha ofMcers of the justice oourts—the
grand jurors, who progecute criminals
hefore them, and the constable, who
serves thelr process and executss their
Judgments—are appointed by the town.
The state govermeént cannob appoint
them, or Interefere with the actlon of
the town in appointing them, 8o long as
thelr ofMeces exlat,

It legislates In town meetings on a
great  vyariety of sublects wpeclally
snumeratéd In the statute book;— and,
finally, It possesgrs the broad senera)
powers expressedl by the statute In these
words: “Towns may make such regulin-
tlons for thelr welfare, not concerning
matters of 4. criminal naturs nor repug-
nant of the laws of the state, as they
may deem expedient, and enforee them
Ly penalties nol exceeding five dollara
for ench bredch,” Amil not right, then,
in eaying that this town of Woodstock
i# & republic, a free democratio republic,
an Indestructible republie, exerclsing
great and vavious powers of govern-
ment, many of which are heyond the
reach of Interference, even from the
government of the state itself?

This little sepubiic has another inde-
feasible richt—the right of sending two
ropresentatiyves to every session of the
goneral nssembly—anp Immemorial right
which the government of the state can-
not Infringe,

Connecticut s a small state, almost
invisible among greater states of this
Uniton, and yet within heér narrow limlts
and

cannot

are one hundded slxty-seven of
these Hitle republics. By thelr Indigsol-
phile union they constitute the state,

gnd exercise through the state governs
ment thaose governmentad powers which
it 1& practically impossibie for them to
exaroise Individunlly.
