If, as 211 admit, the money
question 1a now the guestion of supremo
importance, {t must follww that the
peopla will trust thnt party, with ita

Whal rém-
edles have the doctors of finance glven
vou in the last few years? Theay found
vou wettk, They enid: ‘'Bleed him a
Httle more.! Now what must wir reslly

do? We must ralse the purchasing
power of the produce of the great
masies.

“Honesty and juostice demand that

this country go back to the principles
In vokgue when prosperity ruled. The
demooratic purty fs under obligations
to right the wrongs of the people

“The trouble ks lately that the demn-
orate have gone Into the field of the
rapublicang and want to tiakas Che job
from them.

A plantc endoraing Altgeldt gtirred up
strife. It had been expressly agreed
before fthe convention was called 10 or-
der that there was to be no action He-
vand the approving of freo colnage and
eliéction of delegates to o nutlonal con-
ventlon.

The trouble began In the committes
room. Ten memberg voted for the Alt-
geldt plank and nine agsinst inkertinn.
The plank wae put in. The platform
was read by ex-Congressman Fithian,
chiairman of the comumittes, a friend of
the plank. gtorm of protests aross
all over the hall amd ¢ Inoked as if the
convention would end in & schism. See-
retary of Btete Helnrichson and Judge
O'Connell both requested that the Alt-
galdt plank be stricksn out, Chulrman
Fithian redd the remlutions over agiln,
letving out the sbjemtionable parngraph,
Tlhien the delegates adopled the plat.
