Athletic Sports Between the'CoIleges Are to

be Indulged In.
Boston, June 11. Harvard will en

gage In athletic sports with Cornell for
at least two years, beginning with
football game which will be played be
tween the two colleges next fall at
Cambridge. This is a result of advahc-
es made by the athletic committee, at
Harvard, which were gracefully re
ceived on part of the council on ath
letics at Cornell. Harvard will not only
play football and baseball, but will
have a chance to try conclusions on
the water with the famous Cornell
crews. The exact arrangement made
by Harvard and accepted by Cornell
are as follows:

FootbalLagame at Cambridge In 1895
at Ithaco,4n 1896. "

Baseball, a game at Ithaca in 1896
at Cambridge in 1897.

Rowing race, in 1896 and 1897, be
tween June 10 and June 30 at New Lon
don or such other place as may be
mutually agreed upon.

This is simply an alliance and not a
dual league in the sense that either
college will refuse to enter Into ath
letlc contests with any other colleges.
Professor Ames, the head of the Har
vard athletlo committee, emphasizes
this, and adds, that whether or not
Harvard will engage in any contests
with Yale depends upon the attitude
of the latter college. It is not likely
that Harvard will have much to do
with Yale for the next two years in' an
athletic way. The boat race with Yale
at least will hardly come off, as two
four mile races within a limited time Is
rather more than an average crew could
stand. Then with the football ques-
tion in such an unsettled state as it
now ic there is every reason t& believe
that Harvard does not expect to meet
Yale in any branch of athletics for a
year or two at least. The athletic situ
atlon which la causing too much feeling
between the two colleges will have
time to cool down. Still Professor Ames
says he does not see why Harvard
should not meet Yale next year.

The news of the alliance with Cor
nell caused considerable surprise" at
Harvard, as It was not even known
that negotiations were being made,
There is a feeling of satisfaction among
the students. They recQgnlze Cornell's
rapid progress in athletics of late
years and look upon her as"a worthy
rival. The crew race between the col
leges, especially, is being'-commente-

upon. Coach Watson is a great admirer
of the way training and coaching and
general crew matters are carried on.
He visited the Cornell crew recently to
to examine its methods. ......

The first bis
event of New York' yachting season of
1895 took place It was the
thirtieth annual regatta of the Atlantic
Yacht club.

AMERICAN DOLLAlt WANTED.

Views Expressed by Two Prominent Gov
ernment Officials.

Washington, June 11. Attorney Gen
eral Harmon, speaking on the financial
question to-d- said:

I want the American dollar to be
Just aS good as anybody else's dollar,
and wllth that qualification I do not care
what It is of. But In the present situa-
tion It seems merely folly to talk about
free coinage of silver. The only way
to float the silver we have Is by attach
ing an implied greenback to every all
ver dollar; In other words, because the
government promises1 to redeem It with
gold if necessary to keep the two equal,
Of course there is a very narrow limit
to the government's ability, besides I
know of no reason why it should do It.
If there were free coinage of sliver the
government could not keep the two
metals on a rarity, and the result
would be that by the law of money that
has been settled from the time that men
had money the gold would, all disappear
and there would be only a silver basis.
If the situation should change it migbt
be that silver and gold would be of
equal Bteadiness in value; so that both
might In a measure at least be used as
money. It would be impossible, as
has been the case in the history of
the world, that silver might have some
of the necessary qualities., But It has
not now, and, therefore, it cannot be
used as money without a limit and
side by side with gold. How soon the
situation may change nobody can tell.'

"Do you believe In having an inter
national conference?"

"Yes," replied Mr. Harmon, "but we
cannot tell exactly how an International
agreement might affect it. It would to

certain extent, but until governments
can control the laws of trade there Is a
limit to the effect which international
agreement have over money."

SENKT Jt. NASH HOLDS THE COL.
ZEGE MEVOltD EOJt STRENGTH,

In a Private Exhibition He Beat the Work
of tli Harvard Man by About Four II un
dred Pounds His Strength Lies l'rlncl
pally In His Back.
Boston, June 11. At Tufts college

Henry Ray Nash '97, who already holds
the college record for strength, broke
the record made by Klein of Harvard
last winter. At the time Klein made
his wonderful record he Issued a chal
lenge for an intercollegiate strength
test, but owing to some difficulty in
details the contest was declared off,
Nash, however, feeling that he could
break Klein's record, took up a pri
vate exhibition under the medical di
rector of Goddard gymnasium with the
result of securing a total of 3,047.76

pounds.
This is the "best record that has been

made. This beats Klein's record about
400 pounds. Nash's enormous strength
lies principally in the back. The great
est leg lift which Nash had made pre-
vious was 670 kilos and his total was
used in making the average, although
he undoubtedly lifted more than that
sum.

BISHOP WILLIAMS' ADDRESS,
The bishop's address was devoted en

tlrely to the statistics of the conven
tional year, with a full statement of
Jaces visited, persons ordained, changes

among the clergy, etc. The following
is a summary:

During the year the bishop made
99 visitations; preached and made ad-
dresses 116 times; and confirmed 1,438
persons. Three clergymen have died,
and 12 have been received from other
dioceses, while eight have taken let
ters dlsmlssory. Seven persons have
been ordained to the diaconate, and
six deacons have been' advanced to
the priesthood; the number of candi
dates for holy orders is 23. One church
the Church of the Transfiguration,
Norfolk, has been consecrated. Of the
clergymen deceased during the year,
the bishop said: Three names no long-
er appear on our clergy list; those of
Rev. Samuel Fuller, D. D., Rev. Wil
Ham L. Bostwick, and Rev. Ellhu T,
Sanford. Rev. Dr. Fuller went to his
rest full of years and greatly honored
and beloved, "having the testimony of
a good conscience. In the communion
of the Catholic church, in the confi
dence of a certain' faith, in the com
fort o a reasonable, religious and
holy hope, In favor with his God, and
in perfect charity with the world.'
Almost the end of his life he con
tlnued with unabated zeal in those
studies of the word of God to which he
had so long given all his mental powers,
as yell as the devotion of his heart
Long will his name be held In remem
brance by those to whom he ministered
In pastoral life as a "minister of Christ
and a steward of the mysteries of God"
and by those to whom from the pro-
fessor's chair he unfolded the scrip
tures which contain the words of eter-
nal life.

Rev. Mr. Bostwick had been long
withdrawn from active duty in paro
chial life, but his willing heart and
hand found something to be done in
various ways for the glory of God and
the good estate of the church, and such
opportunities he was always ready to

respond to.
The sudden death of Rev. Mr. San- -

fofd, In the full strength of his matur-e- r
manhood and in the midst of his

faithful labors, was a shock to us all;
and also one of those mysterious prov-
idences that task one's faith and send

to the onily refuge amid such perplex a
ities. "He doeth all things well," and in
those further words of deep import, "N of
man dietlh to himself."

At the afternoon session of the con
ventlon Is was voted to authorize the
trustees of donations and bequests,
on the petition of Christ church an
Trinity church of this city, to transfer
to Christ church the title to Its prop
erty so that the parish might again con
trol its own property.

Judge A. Heaton Robertson presented
the petition, and made a speech in favor
of jt. Attorney Charles E. Graves and
Attoiney Charles E. Fowler also spok
favoring the petition. Rev. Mr. Lin
strenuously opposed the granting of th
petition on the ground that it would be
establishing a bad precedent, whlc
might in the future lead to evil re
suits.

Other important business of the af-

ternoon was the election of a standing
committee of the diocese for the en
suln-- r year. Printed ballots were dis
tributed through the Church bearing th
names of Rev. William Tatlock, D. D
of Stamford,- Samuel Hart, D. D of
Hartford, Edwin S. Lines of New Ha
ven, Henry M. Sherman and Richard
H. Nelson.

Oro motion of Gen. W. W. Sklddy of
Stamford it was resolved that no print
ed matter of any kind, except It be au
thorlzed by the secretary of the con
tlon, be allowed, used' or recognized by
the convention. This resolution mad
all the printed ballots null and void.
The reason given for this action was
that printed ballots had not been used
In any previous conventions, and it was
not considered a desirable method of
procedure.

Various important amendments were
proposed to the constitution and canons
of the diocese. They were referred to
the committee on canons and constitu-
tion, who will report later.

The trustees of the Episcopal Acad
emy of Connecticut- ai nesnire pre
sented a very favorable report of the
work done In the school during the
past year, and commended to the fa-

Rev. Dr. Hart of Hartford reported
the sum of about $4,000 for the en
dowment fund of the academy, with

promise of $9,000 more conditional
upon the raising of a sufficient amount
to make the $28,000.

Dr. Andrews of Guilford reported in
reference to the preservation of ancient
parochial records. ' The committee will
continue its wok.
