RAISING EAT IN ANERICA,

The Plonger Plantation Is at Pinehurst in
South Carolins,

The only plantation on this eontl-
nerit where tea s grown successfully
for the market 1s at Pinghurst, 8. O,
say= o Boston Sunday Herald eorres-
pondent, Dr. Charles 17, Shepard, who
is making ten culture his 1ife work,
thinks 20 acres enpugh to lay out In gar-
dens at preszent, though eventually he
expects to double this area. And it
{s @ queer looking pateh this 20 acres,
The doetor has simply made a clearing
in the woods and ss the wvisitor am-
erges from the trees Into the open space
he sess what ls apparently a stunted
pench orghard, enly the leaves are too
small and of a very dark®green. On
a closer examination the leaves re-
semble those on currant bushes though
they grow on stalks thick enough for
tree branches. Some plants are as high
as the walet, and some nearly as high
as the head, Planted at regulnr inter-
vile and in rows with branches care-
fully pruned, they resemble an orchard
of small frult trees with the branches
forking like peaches, Dut it Is not an
orchard—it i3 a garden similar to thou-
sands In Chima, and other Asiatle coun-
tries. It is m genulne tea garden.

To those who have saen the cheap
prirte and China representatione of tea
bushes growing on mountain sides,
thege stralght rows along the flat
ground have an unfamiiiar look, but it
fs the cHmate and not so much the
“lay of the land" that fosters them.
Right in this Carolina forest the tem-
perature happens to be the best in
the country for tea growing—it is Jjust
about warm enough and just about
molst exough, and heat combined with
molsture are two epeclal requirements
to make good tea leaves, The 20 acres
of “gardens” contatn several thousand
“shrube." T'rom these the owner hopes
to secure this year ahout 1,000 pounds
of black tea, which will retail at $§1 and
$1.40 per pound. Lasgt year his crop
waa aboul 500 pounds from an area of
15 acres, This {8 ‘considerably better
than ralslng cotton at the Ppresent
prices, 20 He thinlce,

The garden contains shrubs ralsed
from tea seed imported from Japan,
Chinn, Covlon, Formpsa and Assam,
Asta; also what are called Assam- hy-
brids, which are considered the most
profitable; and Ceylon hybrids, which
are obtalned by mixing the sead of the
pure Assam or Ceylon with some other
grare.

The shrubs grow six feet apart as
they require a large amount of nour-
ishment and *‘exhaust’’ a large area of
ground. BShingles or straw is placed
over the shruhs when the first =h -

appear, and every care I taken to pro-
teet them from frost untll they have
reached a helght of two or thrae fest,
when they hecome falrly hardy, and
can withstand wusually the changes
of temperature which occur durlng the
venr, The shrubs can bhe grown hy
grafting, but are less hardy than if
grown by the seeding process. When

the shrub is about threa feet high, the
“Harvesting”™ of the tea berins, and this
{3 perhaps the most Inleresting process
of all. Armed with a sharp Knife, the
field hand cuis off in May about half of
the leaves and smaller branches, If
the growth has been healthy the shrub
throws out & new folinge at onee.
Thess are the tea leaves of commerae.
They will Tun from one to two inches
In length, @eccording to the varisty,
They are picked off as soon as they
reach a suitable size, and the aoperation
s repeated from May until October as
often as the leaves come out. It Is
termed “flushing.” The most profitable
species are naturally those that ¢an
bear the most flnshing. At Pinchru
goven is the largest number of "finshes"
during the season.—(From “America’s
Only Tea Garden.

Is this
the end and final farewell of once noble
Ollver?™

Edward Burrough concluded that it
was “a Judgment” upan Cromwell to be
thug wronged after hiz death, hecanse
he had suffered the servants of the
Lord (the Quakers) to be perseouted
and Imprisoned for erying agninst such
things as were puplsl. He says that
Cromwell himself would have beén an-
gEry atit. "I knew the man when he
was living, and had the knowledge of
hls eplrit., And I am persuaded if it
had been asked him in His life time, if
such d@n image should be made ke him,
and then set up In such a place, I he-
lieve he would have denled, I =ay, and
sald, It shall not be there for me when
I am dead."
