He would rather be blamad unjustly
than hawe Just Blame addressed to any-
one, He would rather be injured, al-
most msukted, than have others hurt.
He was considerais, kind, polite, woy
out into the tinest dstalls. He never
Intentionnlly hurt the feelings of uny-
one; and if he heard by accldent any
stord or deed, had been misunderstood
he was most unhappy till explanations
had been made and accepted, He was
polite for politeness sake. He meeded
out the game politeness to those who
wers in authority above him as to those
who were by authority under him,
The equal worth of all manhood and
womanhood he knew and respected
svhile regarding and valuelng sovlal,
legal, and religlous, orders and ranks.
At the same time he was absolute In
hie conviotions, keen In detecting error,
méreylegs In expoging 1llogiceal conelu-
slon, outraged by the discovery of par-
aling lgnorance. He had the highest
ideal of his position as a teacher of
sclence and would bave brought to it
every pogglble attainment of heart and
mind.. In some reepects he waa old
fashloned, He thought, as was thought
A generation or two ago, that every &cl-
entific man should be & Latin gcholar,
andl, that eclentific correspondence
ghould ba conducted In Latin. Hs was
always pleased to recelve a Latin letter
from one of his forelgn contemporaries
and took the pleasure of a jolly school
oy in answering In Cleeroman sgen-
ftences. He enjoyed delightfully turn-
Ing off a phrase that had the true ring
and bulld of the best Latin, At the
same tlme to French he would return
French; and tp German, German, de-
ploring all the while the use of the mod-
ern tonguee. Some accused him of lag-
ging In the procession of scientiflc ad-
wvance; but he was moat consgervative,
He wWould aceept no theory on suppo-
sitlen. He demanded the aclentifie
proof of every sclentific propasition pre-
gented before he would alter an es-
tablishd notlion. The plausibility of
the Darwinfan theory he admitted, but
he would not touch the theory till Its
lecunes had been hetter filled, (ts linls
better connected. He was satisfled to
follow in the pnths established by his
yredecessors. He would not look be-
yond the gleaming réach of authorita-
1‘rve headlights, satisfied with the finds

" y discovery, finding most sat-
isfa.clory ‘objects of thought and re-
gefroh within the lines ladd down by
predacesgors. He might have apread
his name over more territory had he
Jolned the band ofs sclentiflc theorists
who are but another body of the im-
presslonist achool of the day.  DBut his
quiet and oconsciantlous work in estab-
llghing more strongly the foundatlons
of authoritative solence will live long
efter ostentatious bubbles have heen
priciked; catoh penny theorles exploded,
Of late he was becoming Interested in
geneglogy and wie applying to human
familles the keen detectlve powsre of
research which had made him authori.
ity in all those plant falllles to which he
had directed hisattention. To exposze o
bogus ancestor afforded him as much
satisfaction as the discovery of a new
family of fungolds,

But let those speak of his works who
know them. To me tha man was ave-
rything, the dellghtful companion, the
falthful friend, the gentle monitor, the
wisa advisor, the étrong rock of falth
and trust againat sorrow, distress, eru-
el accusation, unjust persecution, the
far more than cousin, the revered and
loved elder brother. His 1ife from ear-
Hest youth had been so absolutely pure
fthat the leateful jester was silent In hie
presence. No oath, even the most ordl-
nary, ever came from his lips. His
greatest oy was nbaolute devotion to
his wife and chlldren. Oh! How they
avill misg him. The terrible ghock when
his eldest son was taken away loft an
fmpress that was never remaved. Home
of hia thonghts were ever away In the
epirit land with his darling 20n, His
own great 1oss gave him the keenest
sympathy with the losses of others.
That such s man in hls prime physlcals
1y, and In the joy of Intellectual devel-
opment, showld be stricken down and
ftortured to death by unknown horrors
beyvond the reach, or the ken, of the
best therapautle dlagnosis of the centu-
ry, shows how far away man still s
from any knowledge of life, its prinel-
ples or its powers, 1man s to work
out his own salvation from death, he
has hardly taken a step yet In the right
direstion.

He
sald that his wife and family went on
a church plenie last Thursday and while
they werp away a friend indueced him
to drink o Httle beer, It made him act
very strungely and he was placed In
the lockup for & short time. This made
him so ashamed that when he wase re-
leased he wanted to get as far away
from Norwleh as he could. So he had
walked nll the way to New Haven. He
gtnted that He hed ‘3230 in the savings
bank and had written to the bank to
et his wife have what money she need-
ed, and had aleo written to his wife.

Mr. Mossman tried to get
hm to take the first train back to Nor-
wich and he agreed that if he did not go
he wotld ecome bhack to the evening
meetitig at English hall.
