The contempt of law and low tone of
publie morals In the state of Californla,
and partienlarly the clty of San
Franclsco, has passed Into a national
proverb, Nobody 1s hanged for murder
in California. Durant probably will be
acquitted for want of conclusive evi-
dence, and it is  just as well that he

should be. Were the evidanoe ever so
complete he would esciipe exacution by
gome legalytrick, and seoure . pardon
through political influence after a brief
imprisonment.

California does not take erime gerious-
ly. Publie law fg held In n& great ¢on-
tempt as private morals. The lax so0-
cial oustoms that winked at making n
church an assignation house before |t
was made a slaughter house have the
same root ag the diseased public sentl
ment that makes heroes of traln rohb
bers and murderers, and the Intellectu-
al degeneration which makes that com.
munity a prey of every fantastie delu-
slon, from Christian selence to fiat mon-
ey. In spite of many Individual in-
stances of high Intelligence and moral
vigor. the communlity as a whole lacks
the sound fibre of law-abiding, crime.
repressing, order-loving and  self-re-
spacting comymunities,

The reason 18 pialn enongh, Califor-
nla 'Is under the hereditary eurse of a
pendl colony. Like Virginla In the soev.
enteenth, and Australla In the nine-
teenth century, It was propled with per-
sons of lonss morale and small respect
for law, whore capacities and tenden-
¢les are inherited by thelr descendants,
California, in the fifties, wag & volunta-
ry penal colony—a place of welecome ref.
uge and willing exile for men and wo-
men for whom exlatence In orderly and
moral communities had become impos-
slble or uncomfortable,

Convicts and loose women were
shipped from England and France to
Virginia and Louislana, Criminals
were turned Joose In Australia after
completing thelr terms of Aransporta-
tion. Thege lainted those new coun-
tries with corruption that generations
of mare regular living and wholesome
admixture conld not cure. It took near-
ly two hundred yvears to purify Virginia
The taint still ellngs ahout Louigiana
in - the shape of a tendeney to lawless
outbreak and reckless private Hving; to
politlenl tumult and a low estimate of
human life, Sheridan's banditti ave the
linea]l descendants of the Franch scum
dumped into Loulsiana one hundred
and fifty yveare ago, The destructive
socinlism And political folly that rin
riot In Australia engendered in the mor-
bid ‘human strata deposited there In
pennl colony times to become the hagls
of a new civilization.

What selfish and brutal state pollcy
did for these unfortunate communlties
the chanoe of gold dlgecoverles In Call-
fornia did for that state. It was a fer-
tile, pastoral country, thinly peopled
with inferior races. The bhait of gold
drew to it such a horde of reckless ad-
venturers as has never fallen upon n
region in maodern times. The sgoclal
chacs that rezult=d from this sudden oc-
cupation Invited other hordes of men
and women who sought wealth legs
than obscurity. All manner of ecoclal
outcasts jostled each other in a fevered
atmaogphere that foster=2d In them the
gorme of moral decay. The California
of the ‘60 contained more unpromising
human materlal than ever was found
in avowad penal colonles, because {t
drew not the scum of a single state, but
the refuss of the world.

These people increased and multiplied
after the manner of their kind, and
their phyeicel and spiritual Inheritors
fill California to-day., There has been a
vast moral galn with substitution of a
sattled urban and pastoral population
far the roving gold hunters of the '60s.
There has been wholesome admixture of
blood, too, the evil often mating with
the sound inetead of with each other
But one generation 42 not enough to re-
move the moral taint. It will probably
be a century from the date of its settle-
ment before Californla will be free in
public standarde and private morals
from the hereditary corruption of

1 saw a
great big leviathan of a thing, a jagged
hopked, long-toothed monster, treach
over and pick up a log, a log that was
half as big as the atec! arch bridge, and
pat it and caress It and turn it over as
a woman would a baby, tuck it in, and
then—rip! It was all over with Mr.
Log, It made me think of when the
wolf unmasked himself to Little Red
Riding Hood. He had been good, and
Kind and: loving, and all that,you know,
but finally he showed his cruel teeth,
That's the way this human monster,
this machine that thought, did with the
log: the poor log that it had pretended
to be so foud of, and had coddled and

Down in this mill where T was there
were three saws running. This lsn't
technical, and 1 don't know for sure
