H. Maltland
Kersey, Lord Dunraven's representa-
tive In this country, was present ti
watch the docking, and to sec that no
harm befell the craft, for which he is
responsible until the owner arrives.

It was about 6 o'clock this morning
when Valkyrie III. was warped Into the
dock and taken far up to the front
where Vigilant lay when last out. Then
the big pumps were started and the
water crept slowly away from her hull
until at 10 o'clock she was high and
dry. Mr. Kersey said that he was very
well satisfied with her condition; as
far as he could see she had not been
strained at all on her voyage across
the Atlantic. He said she would not
be coppered, but would be painted with
a patent composition after being thor-
oughly cleaned. It Is expected that she
will be floated before Monday, and as
soon as the sails can be bent she will
take her first trial. This will give her
eleven sailing days before the race
should it take place on September 7.

In Whtuh to Spend mi uteruoon I'lonnantly
mill Profitably.

It ia one of the most aston,shlng
things that there are j.fople who have
lived within a etone's throw of Yale
and yet have never had the glimmering
of a desire to sea other than the outside
of this Institution.

Into the Inner precincts of the univer-
sity the great majority of people canaot
enter, but such buildings a Peabody
Museum, the gymnasium, the Yale
School of Fine Arts, and others, are
thrown open soma on certain days,
others any time and all times between
the hours of 8 a. m. and 5 p. m.

Such a one Is the Yale School of
Fine Arts. For the small sum of twen.
ty-fl- cents a person may be admitted
to the Art school, spend a morning or
an afternoon-pleasantl- and profitably
examining the treasures of ancient and
modern art with which this school Is
so well equipped One of the finest col-
lections of plaster casts of masterpieces
Is seen here, and one is not obliged to
go to New York, the Mecca of New Ha
veners, to see a perfect model of the
Laaeoon, or of the Venus of Melos, or
others equally noted. It Is another
case of the old. saying, "Familiarity
breeds contempt." A person says in
answer to a question, "Have I been Into
the Art school lately?" "No! They are
all fossilized there." If by keeping up
with the times and providing an equip
ment, often not owned by larger schools
they are fossilized, then let us have more
of that kind here In New Haven but
"chacun a son gout."

Among the paintings the Jarves gal-
lery of Italian art Is worthy of note,
Here again the aristocrat or pleblan
nose Is Inclined to become tip-tilt-

"Because those horrid old pictures are
perfectly ridiculous; where is the draw-
ins or the coloring, I should like to
know! They are perfect caricatures."

When these same people think that
those "horrid pictures" represent a pic
torial bible, and! there was no other
for the mass of people at the time
when these pictures were painted, per
haps their noses will come down to the
normal condition,

Among the modern paintings is one
which has recently been added to the
collection called "The Wise and Foolish
Virgins," by Franz Von Pilot. This
picture Is Oriental in design and color-
ing, and alone is well worth the price
of admission. .Prof. John F. Weir's
"Forging the Shaft" is a picture well
known to the art loving world, Is in the
gallery. The Trumbull collection of
miniatures and colonial pictures is ex-

quisite. Two of his pictures are "Wash-
ington Resigning His Commission" and
"Washington Signing the Declaration
of Independence," have been copied he-
roic size, and the copies placed In the
capitol at Washington.

Very few people know that the re-
mains of the artist and patriot, to-

gether with those of his wife, lie under
the Art school, and whose memory Is
commemorated by two tablets, one In
the basement wall of the school inside
and the other In the outer wall.

For the lover of the bruised (black
and blue, with the usual accompani
ment of yellow and green) style "of

painting, there are one or two examples
as rainbowy as one could desire.

In the cabinets of a room near the
entrance is S. Wells Williams' collec-
tion of Japanese bronzes and porce-
lains, well worth the visitor's close at-
tention. Another room Is devoted to
the Alden wood carvings, confessionals
of the fifteenth century, from Ghent,
Belgium. From the first of June until
the middle of September, the work of
the students of the school Is on exhibi-
tion in three of the rooms on the first
floor. Let us try to enjoy and profit
by the pleasures which come within
our reach even at our very doors.

line her bottom slopes away more
gradually, and underneath the mast
she has a good bit more draught than
Defender. The curve from that point
to the fore foot :s not as sharp as De-

fender's, and the keel is of entirely
different shape. In Defender the keel
is rocker-shape- with the greatest
draught In the middle, while the keel
of Valkyrie III. runs back at an easy
incline to the stern post where the
draught Is greatest. There the yacht
resembles Defender with the great over-
hang and the powerful rudder:

When the yacht is viewed from the
bow and stern, there is little or no re-
semblance to Defender. The American
yacht looks like a, round-bottome- d

canoe, with a fixed centre-boar- d and a
bulb keel. Valkyrie, III. Is a keel boat
pure and simple with no bulb keel, no
round bottom, and nothing resembling
the Herreshoff model. At the bow she
has a graceful curve to the harplns,
where the curve from amidships meets
It. The entrance to the water is excel-
lent and not the slightest sign can be
seen of a hollow "dow which will hold
the water, or of a bulging snouider
to drag water along. The broad beam
Is noticeable on deck, lut not so much
below. The lines aft are just as grace
ful as those forward; 'and it looks as if
her exit from the water would be fully
as good as her entrance. The bilge is
carried well down, much more so than
In Defender, and the curve to the keel
Is gradual. The depth of hold is hot so
great as with her predecessors.although
she has an inreased draught, and her
under body Is trifle, like Vlgilant's,
with the lines extended to make a boat
of twenty feet draught. The last eight
feet of draught consists of about three
feeet of lead keel which Is coppered,
while the other five feet of the boat
is about three feet in thickness, begin-
ning to flare out to form the body of
the yacht about eight feet from the low
est point. Her great power Is evident
from the beam and depth, while the
heavy lead keel and the low bilge give
her ability to carry a great amount of
sail.

The spars are all In place with the
exception of the topmast. Her galvan-
ized steel boom, which will accommo-
date an immense sail, was observed
with much interest y. It looks
light, but is evidently strong. It ex
tends very far outboard. The general
effect upon the observer Is of a boat
with somewhat less load waterllne
length than Defender, but with bigger
spars.
