Franklin,' which arrived from Baracoa
y, had such a rough voyage that

she was seven and a half days making
the trip, which usually occupies only
five and a half days. Strong gales were.
experienced all the way up the coast.

On October 4, In latitude 36.S4, long!
tude 73.20, during a heavy northeast
gale, a dismasted vessel was sighted and
on a nearer apprdach signals of distress
were seen. The Franklin bore down
upon the wreck, and found her to be
what was left of the William Frederick
of Belfast, Me. The sea was running
mountain high and It was very hazard-ou- s

to lower a boat, but there seemed
to be no prospect of the weather mod
eratlng, so Captain Rasmussen directed
the lifeboat to be manned and lowered
This was done and First Mate John
Hansen, Second Mate Henick Anderson
and Seaman Vasender took their places
at the oars. ,

After a hard pull the brawny Norse
men forced her through the huge seas
until the schooner s side was reached
Then the distressed schooner's crew of
seven jumped overboard one by one and
were picked up by the Franklin's crew
In the boat. Then came a hard fight to
get back to the Franklin's side.
