On the
findings in the Cullen and Werle cases
an appeal was taken to the supreme
court, which resulted in a victory for
the plaintiffs. Then the cases of Ma
Cabe and Talmadge were settled. The
plaintiff claimed $1,100 and costs, but
settled for a slight reduction.

The suit of William A. Beers vs. Bos-
ton and Albany Railroad company was
also heard. Mr. Beers shipped some
trunks over the Boston and Albany, but
did not' ride on the train. Instead he
came home by way of New York. The
baggage was lost in a railroad accl
dent. He obtained checks for the
trunks on the stipulation that he was
to travel himself over the same line.
The company set up the defense that
he did not so travel, but came via New
York by boat, and had obtained the
checks and transportation for his trunks
by a false and fraudulent statement
To this the defense filed a demurrer.
