agree. Painting is advocated by many,
but the matter of a suitable material
for paint Is also an open and an impor-
tant question. One engineer of long
experience doubts if any paint will evsr
be discovered which will prove a per-
manent protection to iron. He advocat-
ed, therefore, that buildings be so con-

structed that all the vital parts can be
got at for inspection and treatment.
Under present methods the steel struc-
ture is encased in stone, brick or terra
cotta, where it is apt to become damp
and to rust, and where it is impossible
to protect it from the corrosive action
of the elements.

Living in Knghuid.
Notwithstanding the cockneys, who

are not content to stay in London, but

the summer season. If I were asked,
however, to say what is one of its dis-

tinctions, I should say, seriously, that
it is a place where the traveler can
have his boots Iblacked. I do not man
daubed over with a sticky compound,
and uncleaned and dim in an hour, but
permanently polished. In the smallest
and most, inn in Eng-
land (and I am glad to say that unpre-
tending inns can still be found that
preserve the old traditions of comfort
and civility) boots are polished, highly
polished. This may seem a very low
and unimportant matter to mention.
It Is, however, a note of good service,
and one of the characteristics of the
high civilization of our British friends,
as much so as their habit of traveling
about with trees for their boots. It
means a determination to be comforta-
ble and well cared for throughout.

The whole of society Is built upon
this idea; the servants are servants for
the sake of making society comforta-
ble; and I am not sure but well-brush-

clothes and polished boots are
as much a part of the English constitu-
tion as the five o'clock cup of tea. No-

body knows exactly what the constitu-
tion is; but Mr. Balfour, when he rises
in the House of Commons and sayj
that such and such a proceeding vio-

lates it, is not surer he Is right than the
humblest subject is when he appeals to
it In a matter of his individual comfort.
The idea of the average Britisher is to
get the .most satisfaction possible out
of his dally life, in little things as well
as In large, and he will not put up with
slack service, among other annoy-
ances; and the servants, who are in
turn served iby other servants, feel in
the same way. This means, I take it,
subordination and order, or, in other
words, civilization. And a sense of
some leisure goes with this enjoyment
of the small things. I have never
heard the English accused of lack cf
enterprise or lack of sturdiness and a
disposition to have their own way, but
they certainly have come to the idea
that life is too valuable to be frittered
away in perpetual uneasiness. And I
am pleased to bear my testimony ;o
one thing, at least among the class who
travel for business or pleasure, and
some who travel rarely, that they
know enough to lie abed in the morn-
ing. We got the raw idea from the
English that "early to bed and early to
rise makes a man happy, healthy and
wise;" but they seem to have given up
this notion pretty generally; and if
they are wise and obviously healthy
and tolerably happy, they evidently
now owe this blessing to plenty of sleep
in the most delicious time for sleep.

Its 1S30 yoke Is cov-
ered with deep cream lace and is bor-
dered in front and back with narrow
black ostrich feather galoon and lace
frills. The galoon also borders the
hem, the edges of the front and the beil
cuffs of the huge balloon sleeves, which
are also covered with applique. A
number of tiny ostrich tips gives the
collar.

Such elegant wraps are frequently
worn over low-neck- dresses for
which the present rule of cut is that
they may be and straight
across the chest, or the same cut is
made to dip in front a little.

board. The heavier the armor, the
more need of a low center of gravity
and a deep draught. The ship of the
free-ocea- n navy, needing only a mode-
rate armament, could be planned so as
to secure the perfection of speed and
seaworthiness. She could combine the
largest capacity for stores and fuel
with the ibest accommodation for of-
ficers and crew. She would, no doubt,
discard the tugboat pattern now in
vogue, and return to the old use of
sails and spars; and last, but not least,
the brutal and suicidal ram would dis-
appear.

A federated naval service would of-
fer, It seems to me, a higher profession-
al advantage. Being international, it
would be taken out of politics and into
the category of civil service. By econ-
omizing the number of ships necessaryto sea supervision under the plan of co-

operative responsibility, and by savingthe enormous expenses of armor and
ordnance now weighing so heavily
upon naval estimates, it would be quUe
possible to offer higher pay and to pro-
vide retiring-pension- s on a liberal
scale.

SIX EllOZEX FACTS.

It will soon be appropriate weather
for "frozen facts," and the New York

Morning Advertiser furnishes six of

them for the benefit of all who can make
use of them:

During the four years that Benjamin
Harrison occupied the presidency feder-

al revenues exceeded expenditures near-

ly $210,000,000. During the last two fis-

cal years, under Grover Cleveland, fed-

eral receipts have fallen $112,628,309.57

ibehind expenditures.
When Benjamin. Harrison stepped

down from the chief magistracy of the
nation in 1S93 the interest-bearin- g debt
of the federal government was substan-

tially $585,000,000. On June 30 last, after
a little over two years of Cleveland

"financiering" and free-trad-e tariff tin-

kering, the interest-bearin- g debt has
swelled to $716,202,060.

During the fiscal year which closed on

June 30, 1893, most of which year a Re-

publican president tenanted the White
House, this country built 4,897 miles of
railroad. In the following year, under
the withering blight of Clevelandism,
it built less-tha- n half that number, or,
to be exact, 2,247 miles.

In 1892, the first year that the benefi-

cent effects of the MeKlnley tariff law
began to manifest themselves, the peo-

ple of the United States sold' goods
amounting to $1,015,732,011 to people
abroad. During the last fiscal year, ten
months of which the iniquitous Wilson-Oorma- n

tariff law was in operation, the
exports from this country had shrunk
to $793,553,018.

According to the census of 1890, the
total amount of wages paid in the Unit-

ed States that year, a year when the
Republican party controlled the execu-

tive and lawmaking departments of the
nation, Tcached the magnificent sum of
$2,282,823,265. In 1894, under Grover
Cleveland and a Democratic congress,
only the beggarly sum of about $1,200,-000,0-

was paid in wages.
In 1890 the value of the manufactured

products of this country was $9,370,107,-62- 4.

(Four years later, thanks to the
malign influence of a Democratic pres-
ident' and a Democratic assault upon
the factories, shops, mines and farms
of this republic, the value of these prod-
ucts had dwindled to a little over

A new way wf collecting money from

poses has stiruck New Haven, and being
based on: some well-know- n and deep-seat-

prinoiplfts of woman nature is
likely to be quite effective.
