the moon are Indeed suggestive of
change types, they may be called, of
tne tirst stag, tne middle ana me tust
that matter passes through In the Ions
process of the evolution of worlds. And
qf all changes, that change has most in
terest for us which anects our own
planet, the earth; It has reached a later
stage than Kuturn, though not so late a
stage as the moon, but only In Ions
ages and by minute effects will further
changes be noticed.

"Ages hence it may ha discovered
that there 1b ome slight change In the
earth's orbit; or Mercury, yet nearer to
the sun than we, may be seen to pursue
a yet smaller orbit than now, and the
terrible fact may come home to man
that we are drawing nearer to the sun.
Time goes on, and the tropics become
too hot for existence, and colder regions
find a welcome change to warmth.

'Age by ago goes by, and the end is
visibly nearer; but the figures of as-

tronomers only too surely tell their
tale.

'Now the tropics are an Impassable
desert, wnd all the life on the globe con
gregates around the poles. Spain has
lost her vineyards and the Alps their
snow; England is a burning desert and
Greenland teems with the vegetation
of the tropics; In smaller and smaller
circles the inhabitants gather around
the poles. 'But,' 'the narrowed limits
of the habitable earth can no longer
support this vast increase of popula
tion, and famine ibeglns to mow down
its victims by millions."

'The heat and drought become more
and more Insupportable; rain and snow
fall no longer. All springs of water fail
and the rivers dwindle down to stream
lets and trickle over their stony beds;
and now scarcity of water is added to

scarcity of food. Those who escape
from the famina perish by the drought.
and those who escape from the drought
are reserved for a fate more awful yet.
For a time the. few remaining inhabi
tants are partially screened from the
overwhelming power of the sun by a
dense canopy of clouds formed by the
evaporation of every lake and sea. But
soon the sun scorches up these vapor
banks and dissipates them into space
as fast as they can form. Then the
fiery orb shines out in unutterable
splendor without the slightest cloud- -

wreath to interpose between himself
and his victims. Then the last deni
zens of the world are stricken down
and consumed; the last traces of organic

life are blotted from Its face."
There you have side by side the final

dicta of the natural human soul, of the
Bible and of .modern science. Scrutinize
them. Compare them. And then tell
me, Is there any real disagreement be
tween them as to the general prospect
of this earth? And are there not very
few matters, indeed, about which we
have such strong and independent, yet
converging, lines of evidence?

So, then, it may be fairly said that all
and intelligent men know

that this earth is doomed. But do we
(believe it? We all know that we are
going to die, but few of us believe it;
for belief is knowledge converted into
moral and intellectual motive-powe- r,

and there are few whose lives indicate
that their knowledge of death has been
transmuted into belief that they are
going to die. pven so, though a vast
many men know that this earth is
doomed, few men believe it. Why,
more than half of the immoral people
of our society, and two-thir- of the
religious skeptics, are Immoral or skep
tical chiefly for the reason that they do
not believe this earth is coming to an
end, although they know this perfectly
well. ' -

Nevertheless, my friends,
' we shall

never look this matter through and
through, we shall never wring from it
its only helpful lesson, unless we go
further and ask ourselves, what differ-
ence will a vital belief that this world
is doomed to pass away make in the
actual lives of those Who both know
this and 'believe it?

Let us acknowledge straightway that
to casual observation the difference, so
far as what we call respectable people
or common,' will be small. So far as
the exterior complexion of life goes
there will be little difference, between
the man who is devoted to this world
for its own sake, and ithe man who Is
devoted to this World' for the sake of
the world to come; and this for one
single reason: that both this world and
the. next are God's worlds, and God Is
all In aH. Here we- pass, my brethren,'
from1 the realm of outward doings to the
realm whose very existence the devil
wishes us to. Ignore the realm of moral
motives, "the kingdom that cometh not
with observation." Yet even in our
courts of secular justicethedlstinctionls
constantly drawn that the very same
deed may foe either righteous or crim-
inal, and that mo man can tell which
it is until the motive of it be discerned.
Now the devil dislikes even secular
courts of justice, for he prefers that
men should not examine into their mo-

tives, since to examine motives is to
test things material and temporal and
seen by things, spiritual, unseen and
eternal. And just because It is possi
ble for men to do identical acts from
different motives, it Is the natural ten-

dency of human society to disguise and
confuse what the courts must disclose
tad separate. But secular courts have
to-d- with this world only. With
man's eternal life religion has to do.
And in the case before us the task of
religion Is, to Insist that while men
who do, and men' who don't, believe
that this earth is doomed to destruc.
tion', may in most ways act alike, their
lifference of motive makes all the dif- -

rence in the world. Good citizens of
e earth will look very much like those

vhose citizenship is in heaven; but the
recording angel at the great whitf
throne will justify his firral assize upon
the basis not of the appearance of the
things done, but of the moral motive
of the doer.

After St Paul in his first opistle to
the Thessalonians had foretold Christ's
second coming and the ending of this
world, the Thessalonians jumped to the
conclusion that this fact ought to bring
this present lire s machinery to a stand
still. So St. Paul in his second epis
tie corrects their error. He warns them
that belief in Christ's coming, whether
neir or far, should not in tha least
unfit men for their daily duties, nor
even alter the nature of those duties;
for present duties do not cease be
-- ause of future prospects. The soul
tbh is conscious of God, the I Am
the ever-prese- nt bond between past,
present, and future that soul, no mat
ter what it knows of the future, will
be collected and vigorous In the pres

Remember, it Is the arranflest affair of its

ages, by all people. Secondly, there Is
the express statement of the Bible,
echoed and attested by Jesus Christ.
Thirdly, there Is the eclentifln proof of
the geologists and astronomers. I have
stated these In their chronological
order. f

There is the 'natural foreboding of
the human mind. Go where you will
In the monuments and the literatures
of the nations; everywhere you find the
same prevision of men's minds and
hearts that this earth will not abide.
This idea, seems to have been first sug-
gested by the everyday phenomena of
the earth by the evident transitoriness
of all things. The falling leaf, the fad-

ing flower, the setting sun, the dwind-

ling stream; the encroachments of the
ocean, the ravages of the earthquake
and cyclone; the alteration! of the whole
taoe of nature of some quarters of this
globe, with corresponding changes in
the climate; the total disappearance of
certain types of1 plant life; the parallel
dissolution of entire nations that once
played great parts In history; the flux
and flow of every phase of human
learning and enterprise and specula-
tion and achievement, and last of all,
but 'nearest of all, the stealthy work-

ings of disease and age perceived by
each individual in his own form and
frame-i-a- ll these symptoms taken' tor
gether have built up in the human soul
an Irrefragable conviction that nothing
whatsoever on this earth can surely
stay. Very few mem and women have
reached middle age without having this
conviction.' brought home to them, in a
maiivnsr direct and personal. By a great
trouble, by a loss of ln6ome, or 6f rep
utation; by the death of a beloved re-

lation, or the breaking of one's own
health. And 'the man who has under-
gone such experience Insensibly but
naturally transfers his consciousness of
Insecurity from the interior world of
his personal being to the exterior earth
on which he lives and moves. He is
ready to see signs everywhere that here
we 'have no abiding place, for the fash
ion of this world passeth away. And
again and again' in human history this
private conviction in individuals has
been manifested4 as the general comvlc.
tion. Whenever there has been a par-
tial catyclasm or upheaval of the globe

such as the destruction of Sodom and
Gomorrha, of Pompeii, of Lisbon, or
seventeen years ago at Bengal, when a
tidal wave swept 215,000 human beings
into eternity; or again Into the more
strictly human convulsions, such as
the destruction of Jerusalem by the
Romans, or of the "Roman empire by the
barbarians, "oP as the French Revolu-
tion the instinctive (disposition) of the
people to anticipate ,ln these limited
catastrophes the final and complete
collapse of the whole earth has re-

peatedly home witness to the universal
apprehension that sooner or later such
collapse is bound to come.

Secondly, the Blhle contains repeated
and explicit statements to the same
effect. To be brief I will mow quote but
two: The prophet Isaiah appeals to
the people of Israel in Jehovah's name:
''Hearken unto me, O my people, and
give ear unto me, O my nation.
Lift up your eyes to the heavens and
look upon the earth beneath; for the
heavens shall vanish away like smoke,
and the earth shall wax old like a gar
ttient, and they that dwell thereto!
ehall die In like manner."

Once again, taking a long step for-

ward, we find almost at the end of the
New Testament the passage in the sec
ond epistle of St. Peter, from which my
text is taken, ending with the striking
words, , 'Seeing then that all these
things shall be dissolved, what manner
of persons ought ye to be in all holy
living and godliness, looking for and
hasting unto the coming of the day of
God." "One flay is "With the Lord as a
thousand years, and a thousand years
as one day." '

So much for what the Bible prophets
of the Old and IJew Testaments have
said. Now see what He said of whom
the prophets spake. Jesus Christ Him
self set to His seal that their prediction
will come true. "Behold, I have told
you- before," He said. " Heaven and
earth shall pass away, hut .My word
shall not pass away. As the days of
Noe were, so shall also the coming of
the Son of Man be. Watch therefore,
for ye know not what hour your Lord
doth come."
; 'But in the latest centuries wise men
have been accumulating a third sort of
proof to the same effect the sort of
proof that to some minds in our day is
the most convincing of all scientific
proof. When the Hebrew prophets were
uttering their screed thousands of years
ago when Jesus Christ was proclaim
ing His message and exhibiting His life
1,900 years ago there was little of sci- -
pntiflc-metho- in our modern accepta
tion of the term. But now for a good
while true men of science keen, perse
verlng and difficult to convince have
been steadily and Inevitably aiming at
the same conclusion as that of the his
torians and the moralists and the poets
of Christ and the prophets. To-da- y th

its doom; for out of these fleeting forms
and fashions of the hour; these pic
tures that fade upon our walls; these
fortunes that we keep up not knowing
who shall gather them; these iaws and
Institutions and governments that pass
as mankind passes out of 'all the
things that perish in the using these
human hearts and minds md wills of
ours, our Imperishable personalities,
are making ready for enternlty the
creature Is In touch with the Creator.

In that-awf- ul chapter of St. Mat
thew's gospel where the Saviour of the
world Is telling of the end of the world,
He speaks expressly of the apparent
sameness of occupation of those over-
taken by that end. "There shall two
be in the field; tha one shall be taken,
and the other left. Two women shall
be grinding at 'the mill; the one shall
be takeni, and the other left:" There
you have in parable the whole history
of human soul-lif- e on this earth. Iden
tity of 'outward occupation, similarity
of manners, along with a complete

of spiritual view and motive.
The men and wonieni who not only
know but believe that this earth Is a
passing scene are doing the same things
as those who do not believe It But
God judgeth their hearts, and the in
terval between them is the whole wide
interval between heaven and hell.

Ordinary history is full of this differ
ence in the Ideas actuating the lives
of men that to outward views seemed
similar of tha trivial sound and the
common task transfigured by the
higher soul-lif- e which they veiled to
every eye but God's. Doubtless the
real power of such ideas varies with
their quality. An Idea to be powerful
for long must have truth in it; and to
be fruitful lt .niust. be accepted with
tenacity. It must stand at the door
of the soul ever ready to claim an audi.
ence, and the sotll must be ever ready
to open to it when not otherwise en.
gaged. But history is full of the ac
tuality of such Ideas, of their strange
compelling power. Von Stein, the great
North German patriot, was a man of
one idea; how to retrieve the humilia
tion inflicted on his country by the first
Napoleon, and to make her once more
strong against the French aggression.
For years and years Von Stein lived
outwardly like the other Germans of his
time. Yet underneath that semblance
of similarity there Was an entire dif
ference of motive. His acts, his words,
his letters betray in his biography how
thoroughly that one idea mastered hlmj
and how at last other men caught
contagion of his enthusiasm and per
ceived the truth of his idea, until the
endeavor after German' unity became
a national endeavor, taken up by Von
Sbeln's successors and achieved after
he had died. i

And the power of the Inner motive
and Idea has been equally great in re
ligion,. It is to this that the author of
the Epistle to the Hebrews refers in
his striking chapter on faith: It was this
that differentiated Abel and Enoch and
Noah and Abraham and Moses ond
David and all the other Hebrew wor-
thies. "For they that do such things
declare plainly that they seek a bet-
ter country, i. e., a heavenly." "They
endured as seeing Him who is invisi-
ble." And even so with ourselves to-

day, my brothers.
"There are in this loud stunning tide

Of human care and crime,
With whom the melodies abide '

Of the everlasting chime."
In society and business and politics,

in science and literature, they meet
and mingle with the rest wearing like
garments, speaking the same language,
doing identical tasks. Nay, these are
the most devotedly practical and busy
of all. These shirk no difficulties, dream
no Idle dreams, make friends of the
mammon of unrighteousness. Only
their consciousness of this world's tran-sttorine-

of its steady hastening to the
end, imparts to their dem'Mior a cer--

tain independence and aloofness. Their1

tolling and their loving is just as in-
tense as, other men's, but God sees
that it is other worldly. They use this
world as not abusing it
