Boston, Dec. 17. Letters have been
received In Boston showing that the

Turkish government is becoming zeal-

ous for the expulsion of American mis-

sionaries. The following letter is from
an American' in Constantinople:

One great aim of the Ottoman gov
ernment is to drive the missionaries
from the country. But if that is the
case, why did the officials at Marsovan,
Marash and Aintab protect the mis-

sionaries? The dual system of govern-
ment explains it. The palace ordered
destruction and the porte, under pres-
sure, ordered protection. This series of
massacres has been ordered from the
palace, not openly, but through the re-

ligious hierarchy. According 'to Mo-
hammedan theory such work Is an act
of religious worship, to be superin-terde- d

by religious leaders. In some
cases the civil functionaries were at a
loss to understand .what was expected
of them. They were under orders which
made it impossible for them to use mil-

itary force to stop the movement with-
out the Sultan's consent. In doubt as
to the real wish of the Sultan respecting
the people of Marsovan and Aintab the
civil authorities gave them the benefit of
the doubt.

At Marash the civilgovernor was
evidently hampered by some lingering
respect for the capitulations. He pro-
tected the missionary resldenoes and
the girlis' college, because Americans
were living there. But he allow-e- the
central block, containing the seminary,
to be pillaged 'because no American was
living in that enclosure (which ifi sepa-
rated from both the others by streets).
The result is disappointing to the gov-
ernment. They are sorry and surpris-
ed to see that the missionaries show
signs of intention to remain in the
country, instead of fleeing on the out-

break of massacre. They are determin-
ed to be rid of the missionaries at any
cost of humiliating knavery.

The government is now moving
t'he expulsion of the missionaries.

It has placed guards around the mis-

sionary residences. But at Harpoot,
Bltlis and Marash the missionaries are
practically prisoners in their premises,
and the people are sure to get the
impression that they are really so. It
has caused a paper to be drawn up
charging the missionaries there as in-

triguers, who have been giving seditious
Instruction in the college which, caused
t'ha outbreak of Armenians. It has
charged one missionary with having
conspired with Armenians to prevent the
success of the reform scheme by in-

ducing Armenians to refuse service un-

der the government; with having or-

ganized Armenians Into revolutionary
bands, arming them with revolvers and
killing 'those who refused to join; with
inducing the Armenians to attack'the
mosques and giving the signal for at-

tacks. It 'has permitted, under the
most rigid system of censorship, the
sale of hundreds of copies of a Turkish
paper in Constantinople, in which it
was stated that the missionaries, under
pretence of aid to the poor, have been
stirring and aiding sedition among the
Armenians, and that the Ottoman gov-

ernment, has now full proof of this,
and is at last, about to expel them from
the country. '

Foreign powers are dealing with peo-

ple whose system of statesmenship
is founded on the idea that force which
makes peace expedient is the only pos-
sible reason for treating Christians,
native or foreign, on any other ground
than that, of the drawn sword. Truth
and equity are unknown to Moslem
ethics as regards "unbelievers. "

Even commentaries on the most holy
Koran declare lying to .be always per-
missible for a good end and to be most
praiseworthy when used to the advant-
age of the 'Moslem' state. 'The present
ministers at the Porte are mere pup-

pets set up to araufe the ambassadors,
while the real power is in the hands of
a parcel of low-live- d rascals who have
been elevated without education or ex-

perience, to the position of chief advis-
ers to the Sultan, and the controllers of
the ministry. The proletariat govern-
ment of the French revolution was wise
and able as compared with the present
proletariat government of Turkey. The
missionaries in this country can easily
be defended without violence, if there
is such a show of force as will convince
these cowardly wretches that they will
not be permitted to crush out the
missions. There must be immediate in-

vestigation of those infamous calum-
nies on the missionaries by a competent
United States commission sent to Bitlis
and to Harpoot. These calumnies can-
not be met in any other wajr.

There is no court to which they an
be taken. If not instantly refuted and
punished in the persons of the origina-
tors of them, they will be repeated from
mouth to mouth by the Turkish officials
as proven. The moment that the Unit-
ed States government demands to make
such an investigation, the Turks will
step down and apologize. There is
nothing they dread so much as light
on the real facts of the .crimes that
they have committed. These steps
should be taken, by the United States
government, not as favors to mission-

aries, but as rights, to American citi-

zens entitled to so much protection."
The preceding letter was shown to

the Rev. Judson- Smith, D. D., secre-

tary of the foreign department of the
American Board, w"ho said that no such
allegations as are said to proceed from
Turkish sources can be substantiated.
When a missionary starts for his field
he is instructed not to interfere in the
political affairs of the nation and peo-

ple among whom his lot is to be cast.
These 'instructions have never been ig-

nored or violated to our knowledge by
a single missionary in Turkey or any
other country.

The American Board, its missionaries,
and its executive officers hive never
attempted to revolutionize or reform
tha form of government or 'the methods

MEN IN PLAIN CLOTtTES.

Many Women Assaulted in Various Paita
of tho City llillhouse Avenue rni'tJcu-larl- y

Inl''Bted--lolic- o Alert lint I'liil to

Detect Ilio Ititfllaiw Kxtra I'rccantloD
for the Holidays.
The epidemic of crime now prevailing

in this city has in no wise abated and
the number of complaints received by
the police of assaults, thefts and rob-

beries has now reached alarming pro-

portions. T'he assault :cases are almdst

entirely upon women and while they
are reported from various parts of the
town, the neighborhood of Hillhouso
avenue and Orange street sec-m- s to be
particularly Infested by the ruffians. '

Within two days there have been no
less than four cases of assaults on wo-

men reported from Hillhouso avenue
alone. There have also been several
cases on the. dark cross streets running
from Orange to State streets. These
sweets are In .most cases poorly 'lighted
at night, quiet and wit'h trees growing
directly In the sidewalks, admirably
adapted to conceal a thief ready to
pounce upon a passer-b- y and grab
pocketbook or other property.

The exposed manner in which most
women carry their purses is a great
temptation to a tramp with an empty
stomach or a bum with a craving for
a drink. He sses a lady approaching
holding a well filled purse extended 'be-

fore her In an inviting position and
with a quick motion the desperate
wretch has the purse in 'his hand and
is away safe from pursuit. The people
robbed are often averse to reporting the
fact, as 'they dislike the publicity at-

tendant.
Some of the assault cases reported

are not so innocent, however, and in

many cases the women attacked have
suffered various indignities and have
only avoided serious harm by cries or
struggling. Nor are the cries of rob-

bery confined to dark streets as in two
known instances purses ;have been
snatched on Chapel street in the early
evening.

It has been a matter of muc'h com-

ment that the uniformed police have
little success in detecting the perpetra-
tors of these outrages, but last night

order of things was inaugurated
and some of the thugs may be appre-
hended. As the desperadoes can de-

tect the approach of an officer by the
glitter of his buttons or shield long be-

fore he can see them an experiment
will be tried of Qiaving the city patrol- -

ed by policemen in citizen's clothing in
addition to the regular force. Last
night there were twenty men out in
plain clothes, their places .being filled
by supernumeraries in uniform. This
arrangement will be kept up during the
holidays.

It is the opinion of the police and oth-

ers familiar with crime that the pres-
ent Influx of crime is due to the pres-
ence of bums and tramps and not pro-

fessional criminal.-- . This is of course
very gratifying to the person robbed,
but as no one has as yet been appre-
hended as being connected with the
assaults it is of little moment, except
as showing that the city is now reaping
the benefit of the swarms of tramps
that flocked here upon the approach of
cold weather and have been harbored
in various quarters since.

Mr. Brlce, dem., of Ohio: The idea

of appointing a commission suggests a
long continuance of the discussion.
Commissions drawing a per diem do
not conclude 'their labors speedily, and
no one can. tell when this commission
would cease to draw its per diem.

Mr. Gorman, dem., of Maryland: It
is a very thorough, emphatio and
strong American, message. It looks

very much as if the president intended
to enforce the Monroe doctrine.

Ur. Cafferey, dem., of Louisiana:
I have not thoroughly dige.sted the
message, but so far as I was able to
hear it I am compelled to say that I
look upon it as a most extraordinary
message.

'Mr. Bacon, dem., of Georgia: I agree
with every word of it.

Mr. Pugh, dem., of Alabama: On this
matter democrats and republicans come
together with one accord. I am for
war and free coinage. The message
certainly indicates that there will be
war unless England back.? down.

Mr. Call, dem., of Florida: It is ex-

cellent; splendid. The matter is still
' open to arbitration, and I am sure Eng-
land will finally consent.

Mr. Vilas, dem., of Wisconsin: I look
upon it as a strong and able state paper,
one that will rank with any state
paper issued by any administration.

"Mr. Gray, dem., of Delaware: I mu.st
decline to be interviewed on the sub-
ject.
' Mr. Chilton, dem., of Texas: It is an
able and timely, declaration of the true
American principle.

Mr. Faulkner, dem., of West Virginia:
,The message may effect the Salisbury
ministry before the English prime min-
ister gets through with it. He must
stand up now or go under. There can
be no such thing as a back down on
the part of the United States. Congress
will endorse and support the president
in the stand he has taken.

Mr. Voorhees, dem., of Indiana: I en-

dorse every word of the message. It
strikes the right. key and will meet with
a sympathetic response in the heart of
every American.

Mr. Russell, rep., of Connecticut, said
the message is good. Anything less
would e unpatriotic and cowardly in
a president. A commission will delay
the settlement of the controversy and
furnish co information not already
known. Its suggestion is prudent,
perhaps, and allows England a. chance
to retract. It is not .necessary, and we
don't "want to dally any in these con-

troversies. What a pity Mr. Cleveland
cannot apply his patriotic instincts to
the benefit of our home industries as
well as :to the defence of our rights
under the Monroe doctrine.

Mr. Call, rep., of Massachusetts, said
the reply of Lord Salisbury attempts in
effect to do away with the Monroe doc-

trine. 'Since Great 'Britain declines to
submit the Venezuelan boundary to ar-

bitration we must ascertain that boun-

dary for ourselves and then restart any
encroachment upon it. The message of
the president is a spirited and noble
document and should receive the united
support of both parties.

The diplomatic representatives of
American republics in Washington
were highly elated over the president'?
message and nearly all of them cabled
copious extracts of the document ,to
their representative governments. Ever
since the Corinto affair they had been
somewhat despondent over the suppos-
ed indisposition of the United States
to resist foreign aggression on the
American continent, but y they
could not find language adequate to

forcible utterances, parti-
cularly regarding the possible resort to
other competitions than those "in the
arts of peace."

None of the American ministers of
charges d'affaires, 'however, consented
to speak authoritatively for their gov-

ernments, nor would any be led into a
public interview on the subject. One
nvho has had perhaps .more experience
in the international affairs than most
of his colleagues in the diplomatic corps
said that while he was gratified to see
that the United States had finally taken
a firm stand on the Monroe doctrine
it would be unwise to consider estab-
lished in the code of nations and al-

though he believed European nations
would be compelled to recognize its
force hereafter it was not by any means
sure that its effect could be made retro-
active as its application to the Venezu-

It is American in sentiment
and at the same time humanitarian in
principle. It is timely. It goes just far
enough and stops at precisely t'he right
point. It contains 'no threats, merely
announcements. It lays down no new
propositions, simply sets forth in the
president's English, which is likewise
(in this Instance) the queen's English,
the ancient and unalterable Monroe
doctrine, which the American people
will give up when they offer to sell
Plymouth Rock at auction not before.
The message does not mean war, it
means peace. By manly firmness at
t'he critical moment a halt is called
while yet Great Britain can stay her
hand without 'Compromising her pres-

tige. She was waiting to see whether
or not the people of the United States
really meant What was said. She was
ready to go on if she might or to pause
If she must. She knows now' that she
must, Hi ere fore she will."

The Post, dem., says: "The message
will be read by every American with
pride. It speaks the true American
spirit and this is not the spirit of jingo-
ism. It is thes pirit of nationality. It
is not bluster. It is patriotism. Presi-

dent Cleveland's first term was distin-
guished by the great tariff message
which pointed the way to the reform
in which the country now rejoices. ' His
second term will be marked in history
by this message.

"The president's communication is a
remarkable document, though its con-

sequences are not likely to be serious.
Neither Mr. Olney nor the president
seems to realize that th Monroe doc-

trine cannot be quoted as authoritative
in negotiations with a foreign pswer.
Both of t'hem are certainly as far as
possible from suspecting that the real
author of the doctrine- was Canning, not
Monroe. Great Britain in 1S23 was jeal-
ous of the Spanish encroachments in
South America and induced Monroe to
protest against aggression on
American soil. The seventy-tw- o years
that have elapsed have entirely chang-
ed the situtation. The Monroe doctrine
is now purely of historical interest.
There can be no doubt that the theory
enunciated in 1823 dealt with the acqui-
sition of fresh territory and had noth-

ing to do with disputes regarding the
boundaries of territories already appro-
priated. The definition of the doctrine,
however, is a matter for the Americans
themselves. It binds nobody else. The
Venezuelan difficulty must be consider-
ed on its own merits. This is what
Lord Salisbury has done in a masterly
dispatch. As he has refused general
unrestricted arbitration, upon which
the Monroe doctrine is silent, it must
be assumed that he would not assent
to the mode of ascertaining the rights
of the parties that Mr. Cleveland sug-
gests. The president in his account
of the doctrine surrenders the whole
case. It follows from the message that
Guiana, and, indeed, Canada, have no

right of independent existence on Amer-
ican soil. Mr. Cleveland begs the whole
question and misrepresents it besides
when he says that this country is seek-

ing to extend the limits of British Gui-
ana. Venezuela claims territory that
is now British. If to 'resist this claim
be a breach of the Monroe doctrine that
doctrine is an intolerable pretence. We
believe that Lord Salisbury's firm and
moderate statement of the case will ap-

peal to the justice and common sense of
the American people."

The concluding portions of Mr. Cleve-
land's message are not expressed in
the language employed by one friendly
power to another. They are aggressive,
even menacing. England is threatened
wit'h war unless she permits Mr. Cleve-
land to adjust the boundaries of Vene-
zuela. Regarded as a party move the
message is not unskilful. It puts the
republicans in a hole."

The Chronicle says: "The message
will be read in 'this country with blank
astonishment. An American commis-
sion to determine what territory a Brit-
ish territory can call its own and fail-

ing compliance, war by land and sea
with - Great Britain. Can these be
serious words addressed 'to us
by the descendants of the little shipload
of English folks who sailed in the May-
flower? AVe will not take things too
seriously. We will suppose that the
president is engaged in the familiar
w'ork of twisting 'the lion's tail. We can
only express genuine regret at the tone
of the document which meets no ar-

gument made by Lord Salisbury, and
which applies a threat of force from a
daughter state to the motherlamWover
an obscure, trumpery dispute in which
the United States has no real interest,
but the message cannot obscure or de-

feat the affection which subsists be-

tween the countries or break the ties
of blood that must needs bind t'hem in
indissoluble union." t

The Morning Post says: "President
Cleveland has outdone the republican
party in his efforts to show dislike for
this country, yet he has not committed
himself to anything. The message does
not make the slightest attempt to grap-

ple with Lord Salisbury's argument
that the United States cannot find any
excuse in the language of fhe Monroe
doctrine for their appearance on the
scene or that if they could give the old
president's words any such extension
his declaration has no authority."

The Standard says: "Most English-
men will read the message with un-

feigned astonishment. The position
taken up by Mr. Cleveland is preposter-
ous. 'No citizen of the United States
would for a moment dream of admitting
its soundness in any analoguos case
in hich wthe interest or honor of his
own country was concerned. We de-

cline to humiliate ourselves, and refuse
to accept the decision of the United
States executive in matters altogether
outside of its jurisdiction. Lord Salis-

bury has effectively disposed of the de-

lusion that the Monroe doctrine is in
any way pertinent to the question of
the Guiana-Venezuel- frontier. As
regards the precise cause of the differ-
ence with Venezuela we believe we
have a stainless record. Venezuela sets
up retentions which, ,if found valid,
would involve the absorption of half
our colony, if not territory of our Dutch,
and French neghb rs.
