Panama, Colombia, Dec. 24. The Star

and Herald publishes an extended re
port of a grand public demonstration
which was held here last night in honor
of the United States and of Consul- -

General Vlfquain as the representative
of the American nation. The demon
stration was intended to express the
gratitude of Colombia for the action of
the United States In defence of the
Monroe doctrine. More than 5,000 per-

sons were present and speeches were
made by several leading citizens.

Consul-Gener- al Vifquain made si

speech in answer to a 'Complimentary
address. He said that the Monroe doc
trine was not a declaration of war,
but a declaration of peace and justice.
Its object, he said, was the preserva-
tion of the integrity of tAmerica, noth
ing more, and nothing less.

The meeting was orderly, but the
greatest enthusiasm prevailed over the
action of the United States, which is in
accord with the sentiment of all classes.

Seventeen Drowned.
London, Dec. 24. The British steam-

ship Moresby, Captain Coomber, bound

for Pisagua, Chili, went ashore in the
Bay of Dungarvan, on the south coast
of Ireland, last night.

'Her crew, numbering thirty-si- x men,
Were lashed' to the rigging, and life-

boat crews attempted to rescue them.
The Morseby broke up this afternoon.

Seventeen of the persons who were on
board of her have been drowned.
Among those lost were Captain Coom-ber'- s

wife and son. The remainder of
the ship's company have been saved,
but some of themare in such condition,
as the result of their exposure to the
storm and injuries received after the
vessel stranded, that no 'hope is enter-

tained of their recovery. (

The Morseby was an iron vessel of
1,259 tons. She was built at Whiteha-
ven in 1882. ,
