Haven sireet railroad from Montowese
ti North Haven (which has been signed
by about 150 of the land owners along
the proposed line, and by those who
would be the natural patrons of the
road) shall he presented to the officers
of =ald company, we trust a favorable
pnswer sghall 'be given.
