PRIDE OF THE COAST

IRONCLAD STEAMER SAN
FRANCISCO SUCCESSFUL.

She Won the $100,000 Promiun for Mak-
Ing the Goood Time of Nineteen and
Seven-Tenths Knotes per Hour,

Saxta Bamnary,  August 27.—The
trinl trip of the new cruiser San Fran-
ciseo, took place here today and re-
sulted in & successful run of
vver four consecutive bours dur-
ing which time the curiser made
an average speed of nineteen snd fifty
one hundredths knots per hour and won
the premium of one hundred thousand
dollars for her builders, the Union Iron
Works, of San Francisco,

The cruiser left her anchorage at an
early hour this morning and steamed
about ten mi'es south of the southern
limit of the trial course, She then
turned and steamed toward the course
and gradually incrensed her speed. Bhe
crossed the southern boundary line of
the course at 7:41 and at that time her
engines were making 124 revolutions per
minute.

The first four miles of the run was
made in little over twelve minutes, and
this rate of speed was maintained until
the end of the forty-ninth mile was
reached.

I'he time consumed in running the
forty miles wag two hours, one minute
and thirteen seconds, making an a
isle of speed of nineteen and al;ht-wn:g:

nots,

The cruiser then made a o
turn without slacking nr:
at  all, and in about fifteen

minutes she entered the course again,
During the return trip the water got
into the ducts which supply the current
of air used in the lurves. draft and fans,
and consequently commenced to foree
water into the furnaces. It was there-
fore necessary to stop the fana for sev-
eral minutes until the water could be
tvumped out of the duets, and by doing
his the steam ran down for a time,

Irving M. Beott, Manager of the
Union Iron Works, and other repre-
sentatives of the builders claim that a
lle'aﬁ of fully four minutes was caused
by this accident.
