Yice-President Webb Called on to

Niew Yok, September 3.—The Btate
Board of Arbitration began an investiga-
tion of the difficultics between the New
York Centrul Railrond and the Knights
of Labor todav. Viee-President Webb
say# his company had no controversy
with ita employés. They leit for the
alleged canse that seventy-eight mem-
bers out of 20,000 had been discharged,
Webb said that he discharged the lntter
on reports from the seerot service offi-
cers of bis company, showing unsatis-
factory service from those men.

Continning, Webb said, “Several ol
the men know the eanse for which they
were discharged, Their relations with
the Knights of Labor had nothing to do
with their discharge.”

Mr. I'ryvor endeavored to find out if
the l{nighta of Labor question had been
discussed by the Hutml of Directors but
the Board of Arbitration declined to

He Says it Has Done Good
Work.

A Lurge Audience Assembles at
Fauueil Hall to Hear the Dis-
