HIGH WTB AGAIN

Heavy Rains Cause a liaise

in the River

Precautions Taken to Prevent
Another Overflow

Koports from Down tho Gila Show

Terrible Floods in All That
Country

A light ruin began falling agnin abbut
4 oclock Sunday morning and continued
until iio uiitldlo ol tho afternoon hcltin
a portion of tho tlmo but littlomoro
than a mist Tho clouds broko in tho
afternoon and thero were Indications of n
clearing up but about 7 oclock the rain
started anew and Us patter could bo
heard all night long This continued
until noon Monday whoi tho wind
shifted and began to blow cold giving
an tntiicatlon that the storm was over

So much water falling peoplo becran to
crow apprenen8ivo lost tho river would
again rcacli its enormous height of
Thursday

The Improvement company began
sending men and teams out to the heads
of tho consolidated Maricopa nnd Salt
River Valley canals Saturday and nil
day Sunday a large forco was at Avork
building bulkheads in each sons to shut
off tho wntcr in caro of another rEse in
tho rivor

The precaution was well taken ns the
steady rain began to tell nnd tho water
which had fallen to but two feet and
sight inches over tho Arizona dam at 4
oclock Sundaynfternoon began to show
nn increase At 8 pm it was up to four
feet and at 9 oclock yesterday morning
tho register indicated eight feet At 12
it had increased to ten and one half feet
thus showing a raiso of nearly one foot
nn hour

The raise to 8 feet at 0 oclock anil rain
still falling seemed indicative of another
rise equal to that of last week and men
were secured from all quarters to jro out
to throw up n leveo along the bank
where the river had overflowed north of
the Maricopa canal Thursday A largo
number of men who had been at work
on the bulkheads were also put at work
on tho leveo nnd yesterday afternoon
when a IIkiublican reporter visited tho
spot T W Hino waa in charge with
nearly 200 men at work The dirt was
very soft nnd of rather a quicksand na-

ture

to Mr Iline sent to town for 1003
sacks and with these expected to have
a leveo by 9 oclock that would turn tho
overflow at that point in case tho water
came over the bunks At 4 oclock
tho river was still about three feet from
the top of tho bank and rising slow ly

solidated canal tho water was fully two
feet over the top of tho headgato This
headgato was supposed to bo built in
solid rock but tho water sweeping over
tho top ol tho gato and bank next to tho
river swept away the loose rock and dirt
on top and tho underlying rock bosng
shaly it washed away leaving tho abut
ments of the headgato unprotected
when of course tho wholo thing wnt
out At this tho water swept down the
canal bank full and breaking over in
soveral places somedUtanco below whero
the banks wero low Tho only way Jn
which any protection could havo been
aflorded would havo been by n second
headgato n half a milo or more below
the first

To say that from tho breaks in the
canals camoallthowaterihat poured into
town or to blamo the canal companies
for negligcnceas an evening paper doesis
simply preposterous Tho bulkheads
that were erected in the abandoned
canals were largo and amply sufficient
to Iiavo withstood any ordinary freshet
but as it proves could not withstand the
terrible flood of Thursday Tho head
gate of the consolidated was thought to
bo built in solid rock but when the
water poured over it it swept the river
side with such force that it carried away
everything beforo it Even then tho
volumo of water that escaped from the
canals would havo done but little if any
Hooding as far down ns tho city if it had
not been augmented Dy tho great stream
that swept over the rivers bank from
just below the old Toltcc ditch to tho old
Wilson ditch nearly a half a mile
below In tho slough where tho cscap
ing water was deepest whole trees were

is located in a swale leading up to the
Gila river several miles above There
had been a levee put in but it would
seem to lnvo been impotent against the
flood which must haxa been that which
did such damago near Phcenix Now
that tho Gila has gotten up to tho high
water level and tho Salt at last accounts
wns booming up toward ft renewed flood
surely affairs in tho lower Gila valley
will bo in a most pitiable state

The stoiy about tho washing away of
the Colorado river bridgo had best ba

The rain storm which set in Mondity

forenoon keptup withotit cessation until
early this morning During Mondiy
and Tuesday the rainfall was gentle bat
on Wednesday it increased and about
3 oclock it commenced to descend s
torrents continuing until about 10
oclock when it moderated and son
alter thotcmperataio fell and tho pre¬

cipitation was tnrnid into snow whiiih
continued to fall during the remainder
of the night The waters of Granite
creek which was tilready much swollen
at noon on Wedntsday commenced to
rise rapidly and continued rising until
10 oclock nt night when the highest It
was ever known aos reached being
within n few inches of the foot bridze
over tho stream nnd running over ibo
approach to it on tho west side and
coursing down Granito street nrouiid
Martin MaiersEircliange saloon

Tho water inlho stream was from one
foot and a half to Swo feet higher tlutn
during tho big flocd ol a year ago whtm
tho walnut Grove dam disaster occurred
Considerable damage to property oc¬

curred along tho creek Tho incoming
train reached a point just beyond the
Granito creek bridge below Whipple
when it was discovered that two bents
of tho bridge wero gone nnd the train
remained there all night the paesengeis
however being torought to town
Streams near Whipple Mere so hiih
that it was found impossible to get out
with the wagons to iring the mail in
No attempt was made today to send the
train out as such in undertaking would
havo been impossible

About 8 oclock the creek overflowed
its banks at Williti street and a large
stream of water ojmmenced pouring
down Granite street when tho resi ¬

dences of 0 F Fishur Paul Johns and
Mr Selsor being furrounded by the
surging waters tlio families moved oat
to higher ground tao water being no
deep that carriaeu had to be used to
get them out

About 7 oclock tho kitchen of tllo
Chineso wash house near the ice factory
started on a voynija down stream and
the remainder of tho building was no
badly undermined that it now stands at
