KILRAIN THE VICTOR

But Godfrey Makes a Game
Fight
Forty-four Sharp Rounds
Are Fought.

Rough Punishment Taken by the
Negro—Exhaustion Termi-
nates the Mill.

Sax Fuaxcisco, March 13.—Jake Kil-
rain, of Baltimore, and George Godfrey,
of Boston, met ina finish fight at the
Californin Athletic Club tonight for
§5000 and a trophy.

Kilrain, who has been trained by
Muldoon, was in fine form. Godlrey
had also trained mssiduously for the
meeting, and much of the difference in
the odds placed on the men was due to
the fact that Kilrain's backers were more
numerous,

At 9:28 Kilrain entered the ring, fol-
lowed by Godfrey., Kilrain was sec-
onded by Muldoon and Jim Hall, with
Ernest Rober ns bottle-hoider,

Godfrey's second was Frank Steele,

Kilrain weighed about 192, to God-
frey's 174,

Rovxp 1—Time was called ut 9:33. The
men came together with their rights on
the ribs. A couple of clinches followed.
Kilrain led his left for the ear, bot was
countered by Godfrey.,  Kilrain got in
both hands on the fuce, but the force of
the blows were broken by Godfrey, The
men came together and again exchanged

& number of blows.

Rovxo 2—Kilrain landed his left light
on Godfrey's shoulder, Kilmain got in
his right on the ear and closed the round
by a rush. which was cross-contended
by Godlrey.

Rovsp 8—Kilrain landed a good left

on Godlrey's cheek. The latter rushed,

falling short, Bome feinting followed,

and the round closed with a stop by each

man. Kilrain had a light bruise under
the left eye.

Rouxp 4—Kilruin swung his left, buat
fell short and the men eclinched. G
frey plunged for the ribs, while Kilrai

guarded. Godirey dodged & wicked left,

but soon after got a punch in the chest
that made him groan.

Rovxn G—Godfrey lead, falling short,
A clinch followed, Godfrey taking the
Kilrain for the second time

but cries of “foul”’ caused him to let go,

Rovsp 4—Godfrey again dodged a
wicked left, but Kilrain caught him
with the left on the check, Godfrey

counitering on the ribs, Godfrey's left
| temple was slightly cut,

Rovsp 7—Godfrey essayed several

straight two-hand drivers, Kilrain took
his time, but eventually scored a left-

hander,

From the eighth to the thirteenth
round the fight progressed slowly,
through there were several shmp ex-

changes, in one of which Godfrey re-
ceived . blow which seemed to daze
him. There was some sharp fighting
during the next hall hour, Godfrey re-
ce

iving most of the punishment,
Rovsp 16—Kilrain started in to slug
his man, and though Godfrey gamely

endeavored to return his blows he was

powerless. He continued to smile and
hung on bravely.
Rovxp 17—Godfrey essayed to rush

matters, but hisstrength wasapparently

gone,
right eye.

He had a large lump over his

Rouvsp 18—Godirey rushed Kilrain

into hin corner, but did no damage.

Rousp 19—Kilrain again started to
rain blows on the negro, but except
when he succeeded on the cheek or
jaw, he did little damage. Godlrey im-
proved each oportunity to get in a blow

over the heart,

Rouvsp 20—Kilrain  seemed more
powerful and forced Godirey to give
ground.

Rouxp 21—Godirey slipped to the
floor during a rapid exchange of blows
near the close of the round. He re-
ceived three sluggers on the jaw, but
came up smiling in the next round,

Rovsp 23—Godfrey up to this time
had taken sufficient to wear ovt any
pugilist, but he continued to receive
punches on the mouth, jaw anl ears
with perfect equanimity,

Rousp 24—No damage.

Rousp 26—Godlrey secured bu' two
good blows to his eredit in this round,
while Kilrain put his left glove on the
negro's jaw and hammered him repeat-
edly with his right,

Rouxp 26—0nly a little skirmishing,

Rouvxn 27—Godlrey caught a sound-
ing left on the ear, a couple of short
leads on the jaw and a hard rght
in the ribs, for which he wade
little return. The contest was preimi-
nently one of endurance, in which the
more powerful build of Kilrain wad
gradually deciding the contest in his
favor.

Rovsp 28—The exchange of blows was
more even, Godfrey getting his left in-
side Kilrain's guard several times.

Rousn 20—Barring a chance blow,
Godfrey’s chance of winning seemed
hopeless, but the manner in which he
took punch after punch precluded Kil-
rain’s winning in s canter,

After the twenty-ninth round Kilrain
contined to hammer the colored man
around the ring, but without effect.

In the thirty-sixth round Kilrain
started in to force matters, and encour-
aged by the cheers of the spectators
proceeded to rush matters, hammering

Godlrey against the ropes in his corner,
where he fell on the floor but rose agaln
So great was Kilrain’s exhaustion that
he could not touch the man who needed
but a touch to send him to the floor.

The forty-first and forty-second rounds
passed without any special offorts,
but in the forty-fourth round Kilrain
woke up and began his long two-
handed drives for the head, speed-
ily rendering Godfrey groggy. The
latter stood feebly against the ropes, un-
able to do anything, taking whatever
punishment Kilrain had strength to ad-
minister, Godfrey wenl through the
ropes, landing with his head in a box of
sawdust. He gamely struggled to get
in the 1ing, but only succeeded  in get-
ting partly back, and hung, head duwn-
ward, over the ropes,

He was counted out and carried to his
chair amid cheers of the spectators, who
admired his gameéness. Little or no
blood was drawn during the fight,

. A large proportion of the correspond-
ence of the American Legation is de-
voted to the subject of unclaimed estates
in England. Secretary McCormick states
that over 200 American claims to large
estates in Great Dritain have been re-
ceived, None ol the cases have shown
even the evidence of probability, and
there is reason to believe they are de-
ceived by English sharpers,

The position of American insurance
companies in England was brought up
in the Commons tonight by Fry, asking
Gioschen, Chanceller, of the Exchequer,
to rebate taxes on the policies on those
companies, Goschen replied that foreign
companies had an advantage of home
companies by having no income tax to
pay, therefore should not have a rebate.

IRISH RELIEF WORKS.

Danger of Starvation Existsa on the Out-
Iying Ialands.

Loxpox, March 13.—In the Commons
this evening in the Committee of Supply
Balfour asked a credit of £65,831
for the relief of distress in Ireland.

He explained that the Government
has adopted every possible means to
expedite relief works, which otherwise
could not have been begun before April
or May. He spoke highly of the assist-
ance the farmers, priests and Jland-
lords had rendered, which saved the
Government much expense, There has
been no case of starvation on the main
land, but great risk of starvation on
the islands and therefore special steam-
ers have been chartered to investigate
the condition of the inhabitants and
convey supplies to them.

The number of persons engaged in the
relief works on February 28, was 7307,
The total amount of wages paid was
£21,159. The Government wae at
at  present spending £3000 weekly
in wages. The credit asked was adopted,

A MANIFESTO BY PFARNELL.

He Sollcits the Further Assistance of the
Irish In Amerion.

Loxnox, March 13.—Parvell has issned
n lengthy manifesto to the Irish people
of America in which, after referring to
their moral and financial support in the
past, says it becomes his task to restore
the unity of the Irish parliamentary
forces, which was temporarily destroyed
by the hasty and meddlesome interfere-
ences of English politiciane, and sudden
panic among the young recruits repre-
sented by a few malcontents,

He asked that delegates whom he ie
sending to America, to more [ully ex-
plain his position, be extended a favor-
able reception and hearing, and that aud
be extended as in the past.

Comments of o Canndian Diplomat on the

tween Canada and the United States,
will be very soon made. My confidence
arises from the fact that Mr, Blaine was
know to be opposed to the MeKinley
tarifl act and he has sought to relieve
that measure ot the natural consequences
which must follow by proposals for re-
ciprocal arrangements with other coun-
tries. So far from making anything but
unrestricted reciprocity, the treaty he
has made with Brazil simply embraces
the articles that both countries agreed
conld be exchanged to the mutual bene-
tit of each, the free or reduced duty leay-
ing many other articles at existing rates
of duty.

A TEEKIBLE SITUATION,

which was reported yesterday disabled
in the Channel has not yet been found.
Her chief officer, who reached Plymoath
Wednesday night, says the low pressure
mndennin‘; engine valve was found to be
broken when the Suevia was off the
southernmost point of Devonshire, Mon-
day. A strong east gale was blowing
and a heavy sea running,

The Suevia drifted down the Chaunel
and experienced terrible weather all
Monday night and Toesday. Late on
Tuesday her signals of distress were re-
sponded to by & small London steamer,
which, however, would not attempt to
tow the large steamship to Plymouth or
Dartmonth for fear of disaster.

A powerful ocean-going tug was sent
out to search for the Suevia, but re-
turned last night without finding any
trace of the big liner. Another power-
ful tug was sent out from Southampton
this morning.
