There is nothing in European luatory

to compare to the magnanimity witli
which tlio Japaueau Princes surreudeiea
their ancient leudul rights litlavoroi
modern progi ess and the prosperity ol
the empire They were older Hum the
Jiusura the ilapsburgs or the liarous
ot England auu yet with an unanimit
surpriaiug to lun igners the entile
leudal system of Japan was abolished In
the Princes themselves lor the beneiil oi
progress and civilization The workings
ot constitutional government in Japan
will bo watched Willi much intere t hi
statesmen in tho Western hemisphere
as well as hurope us tho lever which
may make or mar luture governments
in Asiatic countries the Japanese
have uiuuilesled little or no desire lor
emigration but seem to have a patriotic
desire for tho improvement and adorn ¬

ment of their own beautiful islands
One peculiar form ol ornamentation u
tho urtilicial construction m every vil
lago garden and public place of a model
ot iusi yanu and another is the erec
tion of templed on every prominent
eminence Their skill in landscape
ornamentation excels that of any other
peoule und with a country prolific in
verdure nature assists art m tho orna ¬

mentation of tho country
Tlio strength of every government may

bo fairly estimated by the slate ot its
social compact Just as well as the
stability of uu edifice may be Estimated
by the solidity of its foundation The
extreme solidity of tho social system is
in China where women have been ex ¬

cluded from any equality with men for

but littlo iiillueuco in covernuieiital

From Yokohama to Shanghai the pas ¬

surprised upon coining on board to find
800 Japanese passengers the best state ¬

rooms having been sold out at tlio
higliest price without regard to through
tickets My room was occupied by two
Japanese officials carrying two swords
sharp us razors and inspiring the most
profound politeness The inconvoiiienco
of being temporarily deprived of it state ¬

room is amply repaid by tho opportu ¬

nity to study tho Japanese passengers
who at least present a now pliaso of
humanity Among tho passengers was
a daimio or native prince with his
wives concubines retainers and house ¬

hold goods returning from Yeddo to his
native place oil tho inland tea No
wonder it impoverished a princo to live
in Yeddo with such a retinue J lis pas ¬

sage and freight was toOjO The ladies
w ere evidently of gentle blood fair as
Europeans witli luxuriant black hair
sinail hands nnd feet very graceful in
uianncru clad in tho loose flowing cos ¬

tumes of tho country with folds of light
irauzo silk slightly concealing their
busts

It was difficult to get into conversa-
tion

¬

with ladies of their rank especially
when ono coultl speak very few words of
Japanese and thoso not classic but
womens curiosity proved too much for
them and tho mysteries of a repeating
watcli overcamo their timidity and they
were nover weary of having the timo of
day ring in their ears by the clear sil-
very

¬

bell of a Jurgensen repeater Kings
and personal ornaments wero examined
with a naturalness most refreshing and
finally a derringer projecting from
tho pocket was discovered and fingeed
amidst tho merriment of tlio ladies and
the confusionof tho wearer Our ideas
of modesty aro continually shocked by
Japanese customs such as bathing iu
public and unveiling nature Willi
married ladies in Japan infidelity is

iiainteil cheeks was nleaslliL Tlio so
cial evil iu Japan is under direction of

tho Government nnu is reuueeu to a
most perfect system

An investigation of this system proved
novel und interesting In every city
town village and district a compound is
laid out according to tho needs of the
population nnd enclosed by a high wall
twenty or thirty feet high Insido of
tliu enclosure a miniature town is built
with a theater shop bath houses tea
gardens cafes restaurants lading houses
and all tho comforts of a home At
tho gate which is strictly guaided by
nrmed officers female infants and fe ¬

males of anj ugo ure received nnd taken
caro of at Government expense and have
a home such as it is from tlio crndlo to
the grave The Institution isattunded
by a physician and tho Jnpaneso police
insure perfect order It is even con
tended that tlio manners of tho inmates
servo as a model to visitors

A hospital is attached to each institu-
tion

wliero tho yellow flag notifies the
visitor of danger Any ono becoming
fascinated with an inmato can take her
out of the institution by paying her
debit to tho Government but neither
the inmates nor any of their class aro
allowed in tlio public streets of Japan

to the rectitude of Japanese women after
ihev assume tho duties of mated life

LtSDIKQ AT TAMO

Our daimio fellow passenger with the
beautiful ladies invited us to land at
fnmo and partake of tho hospitalities
of his native province and as this was a
Japanese town in its pruniive simplic¬

ity wo gladly availed ouroles of tlio
opportunity and went ashore Wo wero
soon surrounded by a rabble of tho com ¬

mon people eager to see foreigners lor
the lust lime hut tlio officers appointed
to take charge of us easily kept them
away so that we could havo a pathway
thiough tho middle of the street In
tho rear of tho villaco wo entered a wide
avenue leading to tho temple and pass ¬

ing under tho shade of grand old trees
up several granite stairways on the hill-
side

¬

uuder archways ot stone and
through a lilo of heathen statuary in
stone and bronze we at last stood in tlio
presence of tho august Buddha The
location of their temples is worthy of
all admiration nnd the laush expendi-
ture

of labor und money upon their
erection evidences both devotion und
wealth After viewing tho mysteries of
tho temple wo were conducted to the
house ol entertainment connected with
the establishment as seems to be the
custom in Japan This was immedi ¬

ately over the bay and from the stone

The entertainment was commenced
by a kind of fish soup and followed up by
about a dozen courses of fish with a cut
of cake between each course I muTi- -
aged all the finny tribe pretty well until
it camo to a dish ot raw lisu cut in
strings something like sliced eels which
proved unpalatable It was a little diffi-

cult

to uso chopsticks with grace and the
positjon at a Japanese dinner is not en-
tirely

on vour Knees keeninir vour extremities
carefully out of sight but having en
dured this agonizing position until both
legs were asleep politeness finally suc- -
cuuiued to buttering nature and 1

stretched out my legs at the imminent
danger of kicking over my neighbors
dish of chow chow

ten we wero entertained b7 n troop ol
singing girls who accompanied nn in-

strument

songs which wero no doubt very musi
cal in Japanese ears Afterwards the
dancing beauties treated us to some feats
of legs which wero well adapted to tho
summer season and a light costume
Then wo had tea and a few dishes of
sweetmeats and more cake and a littlo
more boisterous music and then as il
was past midnight wo rowed off to our
ship and went to bed and dreamed that
wu had undertaken to revenge Jonah
and swallowed a Whale nnd wero
stranded on tho coast of Japan and that
thousands ol Japanese urchins and sing-
ing

girls and daucihg girls wero laugh ¬

ing at our sonorous slumbers und at
every snoro cried out There she blows

The next day by sunrise wo were
again Moating through tho fairy like is¬

lands which gem thu inland sea nnd all
day long we whirled and turned nmong
the green islands sometimes within a
stones throw of tho bold shore and
sometimes only the bluo outline of a dis ¬

tant mountain was visible Tho same
lmpjiy looking villages tho same highly
cultivated terraces on the hillsides tho
a mo templed in tho groves All day

long wo floated iu this enchanted sea
and the sun went down nnd left purple
clouds to ilhlmino the beautiful scenery
When tho harvest moon envious seem-
ingly
