OKGANl.i: THE 1WKTY.
Thero is no denying tho fact that tho

Republican party in Arizona needs or-

ganizing. Thero aro too many factions
and too many cliques (or tho good of
tho party too much jealousy, too runny
plotters and too many midnight cau-
cuses for Republican success.

Tho party in Arizona lias been sadly
neglected by both the National ami terri-
torial committees, and with neither head
nor tail, it is going to the dogs as fast as
it can, to tho infinito delight of tho
enemy, tho Democrats.

It is to bo regretted that a party rep-
resenting tho grand principles of Repub-
licanism should thus ho left to shift for
itself in what ia destined to bo one of
tho most important commonwealths in
tho Union, and all because of ttio machi-
nations of malcoutcuts, disreputable
schemers and disorganizes.

Tho dilemma oueht to have been
taken by tho horns long ago, and the
mugwumps, discontents and Demo-
cratic wolves in Republican sheep's
clothing should have bcon fired from
tho ranks of tho party bodily.

Boforo tho Republican party can
