Brewer, Says One Wounld Pay.

IDELIGHTED WITH THE VALLEY,

Aud He Will Probably Conelude to
Cast His Lot Among us.

He Tells Why a Brewery Would be
a Profitable Investment and
May Engage in Business.

Conrad Wagner, who came in a few
day#s ago from Jefferson City, Missouri,
is loud in his praises of Salt River
valley elimate,

Mr. Wagner is & wealthy brewer, and
spends his winters in sunny climes,
having, like ** Ponce de Leon,” rambled
| through the intricacies of Florida lorests
insearch of the fabled fountaing which
restored old age to youth, but his labors
were in vain.

“Not till you cross the sandy border
and reach the fertile valleys nestling
ander the protecting brow of the stately
Rockies” suid Mr, Wagner, “do you
find the climate so equable as Lo satisfy
the most fastidious.”

After looking over the valley, he
prononnces it the finest place he ever
waw, and wondered why Arizoninns did
not advertise more extensively. ' Why,”
said he, “if the people of my state, and
throughout the east, knew of the hot
springs of the mountaine and the
delighinl valleys of Balt River and its
tributaries, there wounld scarcely be
standing room in Maricops county for
the people who would immediately
flock here (v enjoy the delightiul spring-
like winter, and inhale the invigorating
ozone of the morning stmosphere,”
