Kansas City, May 27. Tho wtlo of
Iv. 0. W. & N. W. railway to Jnv Gould
was completed today, tho road runs
from Kansas Citv to Reatrico, Neb., u
distance of 176 nilles, with 11 spur from
Tonganoxio, Kan., to Carbondale Kan.,
a di8tnnco of torty-liv- o miles. The
road was never n paying 0110 and about
two years ngo it wont into tho hands of
a receiver. It was then bon.fed at 3.- -
750,000 of which $1 400,000 wero held
in England and the romaindor by the
Northwestern Construction company.
The latter agreed to sell their securities
to Jay Gould for $2,000.00J and Gould
took all but $400,000 of them, claiming
that that amount of bonds appeared on
their face to have been cancelled. Tho
eonsti notion company o.alimed to tho
contiary and brought suit to compel
Hould to comply to tho transaction. ' A
compromise of tho suit lias been ef-

fected and Gould takes the remaining
securitiee. The road will bo used as a
Missouri Pacific feeder and may ex-
tend north from Beatrice to tho Union
I'acillc, making n connecting link be-
tween that point and Gould's south-
west system.

Thirty Men unit Women Tnril on CIinrRu
or Sytteinntlo Inrantlclilo in Itn- -

Associated Press Dispatches.
Nkw Yokk, May 27. A dispatch

from London says: The trials at Bilna,
Russia, of over thirty men and women
on charges of wholesale systematic in-

fanticide have beon concluded. All of
tho prisonets have been convicted and
sentenced to imprfsonment in a fortrcea
for terms ranging from six to thirty
years.

Tho number ot victims has not beon
positively ascertained, but tho bodies
of sixty-liv- e children, mostly new-bor-

havo been traced. Tho evidence
loomed with blood-curdlin- g disclo-
sures as to tho methods employed in
getting rid of tho unlortunnto children.
Many wero allowed to die of cold nnd
hunger nnd neglect, and others were
poisoned with n decoction of poppy
seed, and a largo number wero violent-
ly nut to death, being suffocated with
pillows, or packages of wadding or
linon, while others woro strangled by
tho accused or drowned in cesspools.

Tho bodies of the murdered children
wero wrapped up in rags nnd concealed
in tlio woods at tho firHt convenient op-
portunity. In some instances tliev
wero kept for dayc, both before nnd af-

ter tholr death, in chests of drawers,
baskets, boxes, barrels, and other re-
ceptacles filled with lllthy rags, and
concealed in dark and sometimes o

underground cellars.
To the ring leader of ftlio gang, Nos-kin- a,

tho murders of twenty-fou- r in-

fants wero attributed. Two other wo-

men wero "charged with tho murder of
eighteen children each, and' another
was nlleged to havo made away with
fifteen.

Ho ordered the adjutant general of
tho state militia to hold himself in read-
iness to move. Marshal Pink 1mm
starta today. Word liaa been received
from Ullen to theeffect that the miners
will not allow non-unio- n men to go to
work in tlio mines. If they attempt it
blood shed will follow.

Some time ngo Blackburn,
who is a steady but poor man, left his
wife nnd went to the opening of tho
Cheyenne and Arapahoe country. Mra.
Blackburn sued her absent loid for a
divorce on the grounds of abandonment
and Tho decree was
granted tlio day before Jackson, whom
she had notified, put in nn appearance.
Mrs. Rlnckburn the next day married
Jackson.

Blackburn returned home and found
his wifo divorced nnd married to an-

other. Not being n wrathful man ho
talked mattera over and it was devel-
oped that Rlackburn in an early day
had gone west, changed his name and
was the long lost brother of Jackson.

Rome, May 27. Cardinal Ledocliow-sk- i,

prefect of tlio congregation of tlio
propaganda lido, has written an open
letter to tiie Catholics of tho United
States in which he says that tho letter
sent by Cardinal Rampolla to Cardinal
Gibbons does not appear to havo whol-
ly extinguished the Cahensly movement
which has for its object tho appoint-
ment of bishops of the same nationality
ns tlio people over whom they preside.
Rival National factions, ho adds, seek
by every means to advanco their own
favorites whenever a bishop's seo is va-

cant. Tho Vatican, he further says, is
immovably resolved to adhere strictly
to the rules oi tho Rnltimoio conference.
European immigrants in tlie United
States must coalesce as ono peoplo nnd
form ono nation.

Pauis, May 27. Tho Anarchists, it

was announced, have decided to hold a
demonstration in front of the residenco
of M. Beaurepaire, tlio public prosecu-
tor, and nlso in front of the ministry of
tho interior of tlio Talais De Rourbon.

curotho roleaso of M. Pouga, tlie editor
of tho Anarchist paper "Pero Poinnrd,"
who was arrested htst month and whose
paper was suppressed.

WILL RE READY TO GRIND SOON.

J. J. Gardiner is tho Entcrprisinc
Man Who is Ruildine;.

Relief for the Griiin-Growin- e; Far-

merSecond Mill for Pliujiiix
Tlio Rest in Arizona.

J. J. Gardiner lias begun the erection
of a flouring mill in this city on the site
of the planing mill which now stands in
that locality.

Tlio mill proposed will bo fifty feet
square nnd three stories high, and when
completed will be tlie finest in the ter-
ritory.

The south wall ia already up and the
work will bo pushed rapidly until the
building is completed.

Tlio material u-- in tlie construction
is brick, and the mill, when completed,
will htand uithout a peer in tlie south-wes- t.

There lins long been n desire among
the farmers to havo n permanent and
reliable market for their grain, and the
election of this mill is a step toward
that guarantee.

The farmers havo justly been reluc-
tant about raising wheat aa tho mil-
ling capacity ia limited and freights are
intolerable but with tho erection of this
new mill the grinding capacity will be
more than .doubled while a competition
will havo been established for tlie sale
of grain.

There will also be two warehouses
one on cither side of the mill for the
storage of grain. The machine shop al-

ready built on tho weat side will an-sw-

for ono while the two-stor- y brick
will help to form the walls of the g

nnd the other warehouse will
bo placed on the east Bide of the mill.

This venture is in the right direction,
and wliild it may not be remunerative
with tlio present crop will givo confi
dence to the farmer who sows in tho
coming autumn.

Improi Ised Machinery Which Turns Out
liullloii In 1'uylng Quantities.

A. T. Marsh, of Minnehaha Flat, has
just completed a test on his mine there
which was made by a temporary mill of
his own construction,

Tlie test has been satisfactory and a
mill will bo erected soon. The ledge is
about twenty-fiv- e feet wide, carry-
ing gold all tlio way acros, the
character of the oro bi'ing much the
Bnmo as that in tho Yarnell mine.
Plenty of water and wood nre on tho
ground and the ore can bo worked at a
very slight cost.

The exact value of the ore was not
learned, but it is of a grade that will
pay handsomely to work under tho ad-
vantages that present themselves. This
mine Is in tlio pame mining district
with tho Crowned King, Ora Bella,
Tiger, Del Pasco and Roaz, all of which
aro well known ns good bullion pro-
ducers.

VALUARLE CONCESSIONS IN HEX.

The North End to Refill Work at an
Early Day.

The Immense Forests of Northern
Arizona to Re Tapped A

Scenic Route.

"There's another Richmond in the
field," says the Salt Lake Tribune, in
speaking of tho proposed intermountain
railroad, mention of which was made in
The Republican last w eck. The article
continues: "Samuel Ramberger has
teturned from tho east with money to
build tho Deep Creek road, so lie tells
his friends. He won't talk to news-
paper men about the matter stall; he
doesn't eeek notoriety, doesn't want to
create any furor, but he proposes to
just go right nhead and build the road."

Railroads are great developers of new
countries and the more we have, the
sooner our latent wealth will be brought
to light and men who are now compara-
tively poor be made wealthy citizens.

Of all tho railroad projects now talked
of in Arizona, with probably tho excep- -

iiun ui me caiiwv i'o extension, me
Southern is perhaps tho

most feasible and would be of most
value to the citizens of the territory.
There nre no serious difficulties to be
overcome, and when once actual work
is begun dirt will doubtless continue to
fly until ita completion.

xne immense loreste 01 the northern
part of tlio territory would alone yield a
large revenue for a railroad, and though
this is only ono of the sources of income
to tlie road, it will open up these forests
nnd place the desert land within arm's
length of vast quantities of valuable
timber.

The road would nlso possess striking
featured as a scenic route. Passing
through the Grand Canyon and along
the banks of the Colorado river, through
southern Utah, nre scenes tho grandeur
of which was never surpassed even by
the famous Denver oi Rio Grande, or
Colorado Midland. The Mormon tem-
ple at Manti is alone worth traveling
hundreds of miles to look upon. Built
of solid white, polished marble, with
terraced lawn surrounding it, no moro
beautiful building is found in tho
United States.

Good nowa also comes fiom the lower
end of the line. It is learned that tho
Mexican government has made many
valuable concessions to the company
and that all encouragement possible
will be given its projectors.

The outcome of these concessions and
the preliminary work will be looked for
with much interest by the citizens of
Arizona.

Tho Salt River Valley Gold Mining
company have decided to commenco
operations on their property, the Union
mine. Four large tanks were Bent out
Thursday to be used in the cyanide
process ot extraction.
