NEAR THE CLOSE

Evidence all in in the
Rhodes Case.

The Arguments Already
in Progress.

Rhodes Openly Denounced asS
a Cowardly Assassin.

The Justice will Probably Pass

Upoen the Prisoner's Case
This Afternoon.

The begioning of the end of the
Rhodes examination became apparent
vesterday morning after conrt convened.
The prosecation’s intention of puttiug
on witnesses to establish the identity
of the man seen riding away from the
place of murder was ubandoned st the
Inst moment and the only witness ex-
amined was Los Harmon by whom it
was intended to impeseh Bobert Bowen
and 8. W. Finley. {

The defehse objocted to the adnissdin
of this evidence ss no grounde embrac-
ing time, place or person had been  laid
for such iwpeachment.

Tho prosecation at the examination
of thess witnesses had asked Bowen i
he had not heard the report two months
nggo that Grahaw had been killed and if
om beariug it had not expressed gratifi-
eation. Finley had been asked in the
course of his cross-exmmination if at
the time he heard the ruomor of Gra-
ham’s death he had noveaid, *“1've got
good news for you; Graham's killed,”
whereupon Howen replied **Good; ['in
glad of it,” and il Bowen had not
furthor siguified his gratification by
clapping his hands,

'lr;:in was denied by both the witnesses
but the prosecution urged that inas-
much as the question had boen brought
up in the course of the cross-examini-
tion a further prosecution of the io-
quiry was net irrelevant, did not relate
1o & collateral circumstance and & good
ground ns to time, place and person had
bsen laid for the impeschment of thoee
withesses, This view was sustained by
the court and the testimony of Harmon
was sdmitted.

Notes From the Hallroad.

Major Vaoghn, chief enginecer of the
Santa Fé, Prescott & Phaenix railroad,
states that track Iaying could com-
mence at the Phonix end st present,
only for the expense of transportation
of the ties and rails. e says that the
mere item of extra freight alone, to lay
twenty miles of track at this end wounld
cost the company over §20,000, and only
for the extra expense we could have
now twenty milesof track laid and a
locomotive ronning on it.

Girading gang No 6, with some sixty
men and sighty horses, are now near
Bemhardt, a railroad station oun the
Arizona  Central, (Bullock’s line)
twenty-five miles from [I'rescott. Pas-
sengers going to or from Prescott can
see those graders only 300 yards off,
catting into a side hill, and, with the
dirt thereirom, filling up an arroyo and
making & high embankment.

From Bemhart the two roads will run
nearly parallel, within 500 to 600 yards
of each other,

Grading gang No. 7, on the advance
goard, is now within sevenleen miles of
Prescott throwing up dirt at a lively
rate.
