Ono can engage an ordinary
sleeping car for $10, a sleeping car with
buffet for fid, or dining and observation
car combined for $10. A bunting car,
provided with kennels for dogs, racks for
pros, fishing tackle, etc., costs only $35
a day Service and all incidentals are
a every case thrown in.

Bat one can do better than this if ho
has plenty of money to spare. Ho can
hire a complete traveling hotel for 310
a day, in tho shapo of an entire train,
consisting of fonr sleeping cars, a dining
car and a buffet smoker. An observ-

ation car may be added at an expense
of 110 more. Tho buffet smoker repres-

ents in some respects the highest de-

velopment of the modern parlor car. It
iaclndes a bar, a barber shop, a bathr-
oom and a library, wherein can bo
found books, writing materials and the
newest magazines and pictorial and
daily papers.

In short, it is a Email club on wheels.
There is no other country in tho world
where luxury in traveling is so highly
appreciated as it is in the United States.
Abroad it is said that tho only people
who go by rail "first class" are the
nobility and the Americans. Of course
the person who charters a whole train
bust pay the railways for transportat-
ion at least eighteen fares per car,
though west of tho Mississippi tho
minimum rate is usually fifteen fares.
No car can be rented for the prices
above given for less than three days.

Nowa-
days a conspicuous star usually insists
on beinjr. provided with such a conveya-
nce as part of tho contract for tho tonr
which she signs with her manager.

Theatrical companies very com-
monly hire ono or more cars while trave-
ling, that being a convenient and
agreeable method of transportation.

Dming cars are usually owned by the
railways and aio managed by the palace
car companies. Ordinarily they are run
at a considerable loss, being attached to
trams merely as nn attraction to pass-
engers. The expense of conducting

eia is enormous.
Arrangements mado between the pal-

ace car companies and the railways re-
garding sleeping cars vary very much.
Soinetiinwi the latter pay as much as two

three cents a mile for the use of each
peeper, where, as is particularly apt to

case in the south, tho passenger
traffic is not sufficient to repay the car
companies In snch cases a railroad is
w'en obliged to provido tho necessary
convenience at a loss to itself.
