the Seventh Tenvessee cavalry, wonld ar
range the details. It 8o happened that the
partisen was compossd of the Seventh
Tennessee Union cavalry, and whether the
Union colonel, ina fit of enthusinsm over
the unigue meeting, determined o let the
rivals Indulge in & handehake, or whether
pervousness over that Quaker gun, which
the telograph operator in town magnified
into two cunnon, clinched the raider's ar
gument, has never boen explained, but st
any rate the perturbed commandant
promptly holsted the white flag. Thus
after un ahsence of two years the old ran
gers agaln owned the town of Union Ciry.

It was while taking the back track from
this raid that Forrest stormed Fort Pillow,
but the Seventh bhad po share in that in
glorions exploit.
