The Case of the Ap-

pointed Senators.

The Committee on Priv-
ileges and Elections

Makes a Formal Report In
Favor of SeatingThom.

The Price of Sllvor Yostorday
Reached the Lower Figure In

Nearly Twenty Years.

Washington, March 21. Associated
Frosa.J The eenate committeo on priv-

ileges and elections held a meeting this
afternoon in regard to tho credentials of

the appointed, senators from the now
states. Senator Allen appointed by the
governor of Washington, appeared be-

fore the committeo and recited tho facte
connected with tho appointments, and
gave tho committee the benefit of his
opinion as to the legal question invoved.
Mantlo of Montana, and Beckwith of
Wyoming, also appeared and told the
history of tho contests that resulted in
their appointments.

After looking np precedcuts tho com-

mitteo took a vote which resulted for
giving tho senators seats, Turpie and
Pugh, Democrats, and Chandler, Hoar
and Higgins, Republicans, against
seating, Vance, Palmer and Grey. Dem-
ocrats, and Mitchell, Republican.
Chandler in order to prevent a tio and
secure a report to the senate voted in
favor of seatim; tho senators, but ed

the right to take such action as
he thought best on the report to the
senate.

It
was declared a draw at the end of the
twelfth round.

The Rush Sails with Commis-
sioner Blount.

Ho Refusos to TalkJConcornlng His
Mission to tho Islands More

Instructions Recolved.

San Fiiancisco, March2l. Associated
Press. Blount, com-

missioner to Hawaii, arrived here today
on his way to Honolulu. Ho did not
go to a hotel, but nccompanied by his
wife and secretary boarded tho United
States revenue cutter Rush immediate-
ly.

Commissioner Blount arrived at 11:45
o'clock and at :15 the Rush sailed for
Honolulu. Commissioner Blount said
his instructions were secret and accord-
ingly refused to talk. He said ho ex-
pected to remain in Hawaii about threo
months. Just before tho Rush sailed a
largo bundle of dispatches were received
by Blount which are supposed to con-
tain additional instructions.

A HOMICIDE.

Tho Murderer Gives Himself Up to
Officers.

Lakei-oht- , Col., March 21. Asboci-ate- d

Press. Particulars havo been re-
ceived of a homicide in Scott's Valley in
which Willie Stevens shot and instantlv
killed Jim Ferrill. Tho latter nnd Ste-
vens had mot in a road near Soudam
Afro's house. Ferrill started homo in a
cart with his wifo and was met in the
samo place by Stevens, who was armed
with a rifle. The quarrel was
renewed, and Stevens invited Ferrill
out of tho cart to fight. Ferrill complied
and Slovens shot three times, all of tho
shots taking effect and causing instant
death. Stevens came to Lakeport and

surrendered to tho officers. Tho re-

volver found on Ferrill's body had one
chamber discharged, but where is not
known.

Awarded Damages.
San Fiiancisco, March 21. The jury

in the Superior court today awarded F.
D. Johnston $1014 damages against the
Southern Pacific Company. Johnston
had bought a round trip ticket from Los
Angeles to Denver. On leaving tho lat-
ter city tho conductor becamo suspi-
cious that the signature which Johnston
affixed lo tho ticket in his presence was
not the same as tho oricinal signature
and he ejected him from the train.
Johnston sued for $10,000.

A Famous Doctor Dead.
San Francisco, March 21. Po Tal,

the famous Chinese doctor, died hero
today of asthma. lie was 76 years old
and came to San Francisco forty years
ago. Ho was widely known all over
tho Pacific const and 'numbered among
his patients hundreds! of white people
as well as Chinese, lie had amassed a
large fortune through his practice.

Luncheon for tho Princess.
New Yokk, March 21. Tho Princess

Kaiulaini, of Honolulu, was tho guest
of the Sorosis today. That society gave
her a luncheon at the hotel Savoy at

o'clock. Tlio princess announced this
morning that she would give a farewell
address to tho public beforo she Bailed.

A Judge Gots Into Serious
Trouble.

ture and Cots the Worst of
the Deal.

Tho calling out of tho military is being
advocated to enforce tho orders of the
legislature.

CALIFORNIA STORMS.

Rain and Snow Causes an 'Over-
flow.

Stockton, Cal., March 21. Associ-
ated Press. High water in the river
caused by the heavy rain and snow in
the mountains has caused an overflow
of tho river this morning. A consider-
able portion of Stockton is under water,
but tho damage is very slight, if any.
Tho water kept rising till noon, when
it appeared to bo at a standstill It
came i n a rush from tlio mountains,
running through the town from tho
eaBt, Hooding all the streets except
Mtiin, Market and Washington streets,
in tlio business portion of the town.
Water is running through the streets
at a depth of two feet, but seems to
havo coached its greatest height. It is
running away fast, going westerly on
the trend of the land. Many base-
ments are flooded in tho business part
of the town and merchants will culler
some loss from damaged goods. Breaks
inthoiBland loveea will carry off tho
flood very fast. Tho present high water
is tho hiuhest since 1802.

San Du:ao, March 21. Last night
the rising streams washed out tho Santa
Fe track hero, and damaged tho bridgo
at Capistrano and washed out the aoad.

Mkkced, Cal., March 21. Tho water
has gone down a little, but is still from
ono to threo feet deep in portions of tho
city. Tho only damage reported was
caused by tho filling up of cellars. Tho
indications aro for more rain and more
damage is feared.

Gentle Spring.
Washington, March 21. Spring is

ushered in today, but according to tho
reports and prognostications of tho
signal service it is not a very balmy
kind of spring. Raw unpleasant
weather prevails in tho cast, west and
northwest, although the extremo south
is revelling in warm sunshine, and the
air is filled with the grateful flowers in
bloom. All tho signs havo pointed,
howcyor, to nn early spring throughout
tho country, and tlio weather man's
Erognostication gives hope that eastern

spring fashions may
be worn with impunity a couplo of
weeks hence.

A Terrible Storm.
Sydney, March 11. A destructive

hurricane swept on the Bixth of March
over tho New Hebrides islands and New
Caledonia, destroying many villages
and causing a great loss of life. A
number of natives aro said to havo per-
ished. Tho hurricane was the worst
ono ever experienced there. It raged
incessantly for three days and
tho rain-fal- l was enormous.
Half of now Caledonia is flood- -

edandin Tchlo alone ton ' persons wero
drowned. Tho loss of property was at
least $000,000. Most ot tuo settlers aro
ruined.

A WATCH THAT TALKS.

It Is So Mado That It Spcnks the Hours
Instead or Striking Them.

It is said a watchmaker of Geneva,
Switzerland, has just completed a watch
which, instead of striking the hoiirsund
quarters, unnounccs them by spealdng
like the phonograph. The mechanism
of the watch is based on phonographic
conditions, tho bottom of the case con-
taining a phonographic sensitivo plate
which has received the impression of tho
human voice beforo being inserted in
tho watch.

Tho disk, according to the Jewelers'
Circular, has fQrty-eig- ht concentric
grooves, of which twelve repeat tho
Hours, twelvo those of the hours and
quarters, and twelvo more those of tho
hours and second nnd third quarters.
If the hand on the dial shows the time
to be 12:15 o'clock, ono of tho fine
needle points of tho mechanism crosses
the corresponding groove and tho disk,
which turns simultaneously, calls out
tho time, just as tho phonographic cyl-
inder. The lower lid of the case is pro-
vided with a tiny mouthpiece, and when
tho watch is held to tho ear the sound
is all the more plain.
