excellent corps of teachers in charge.
The present enrollment of pupils is 103,

having fallen oil some during the la&t

month.
The flrtt grado, controlled by Miss

Anna I'rice, contains ninety-tw- o little
ones, and would be uiurp than a credit
to any echool on account of tho wonder-
ful advancement made during the past
sir months. Hy far tho greater num-

ber in this grade consists of Mexicans,
who, when they firstentered tho bciwoI,
could not talk or understand a word of

English, but cannon undetttand every-

thing said to them by their teachers.
They sing well and march like veterans,
while their recitations show that the
coming generation will bo brighter in
intellect than the last.

Miss Lulu Sampson, who has charge
of the teeond and third grades, has an
enrollment of 51, uiih an attendance of
over 90 per cent. Here the planes of

etudy are a little higher but the progress
wade by the two grades denoted the
painstaking methods of tho teacher. In
then grades the Mexicans are almost
un to their American neighbors as fur
as inteliigenre is cnnierned but they
outnumber their white schoolmates.
All me eager to lenrn but as in all

Prof. Fulton's clas consisting of the

sixth and seventh grades, is in the
outh wing of thesecond story. Twenty-fou- r

bright scholars are under hia im-

mediate command, but no student of
Spanish extracthn npoears among
them. Here the hitrher branchei are
taught and the student fitted for an en-

try into college. The system which
Prof. Fulton employs in the discipline
and teaching of his words would be
hard to unprovo upon. Everything
tauuhl is donu in a thorough nnd fini-

shed manner. There will be quite a
number of uradnates this year who will
always refer b.uk to Tempo's first year
of advanced schooling a a crit;rion.
