We have previously al-

luded to the excellent judgment dis-

played by Goernor Hughes in naming
Mr. Fleming for this place. It was a
recognition ol tho fact that the office is

too important to permit political con-

siderations to be taken. The highest
financial business talent should be em-

ployed in its management. The of-

ficial should alno bo a perron of great
personal integrity. Thtre U no doubt
that Mr. Fleming po"fe-ee- both of

these essential qualifications in tho
highest degree anil thcefore it may be

confidently expected that the treasury
of Arizona will be managed just as Mr.

Fleming w ill manage tho Hue nix Na-

tional bank.
