The atrociousness of tho deed
so shocked his fellow conspirators that
they refused to carry out tho scheme
further, and tho captain was warned.
St. Clair and his companions were put
in irons and brought to this port for
trial.

Scott commenced action
in the superior court for recovery of his
property, but failed. The court decided
that Mo'bcb was dead. The case was ap-

pealed and the supremo court decided
tLnt Moses was still dead.

The cate wns carried to the supreme
court of the United Stataa, where Judges
N. S. Porter and M. A. Root nrgucd it
in May. A decision haB not been
readied. But now an enterprising lit
erary woman of Sn Francisco hn8
prized upon tho brilliant opportunity
furnished by this case to write a ro-

mance, the manuscript now befog ready
for thepnblishpr. A startling climnx
in tho book is where the judge bays:
"In the meaning of tho law Moses II.
Scott is dead." However, Mr. Scott is
met every day on tho streets of Olympia
alive and apparently well.

At Midnicht Night Before
Last.

He Had Boon III, But His Disease
was nor Regarded as

Serious.

Ml.nl" Pack. 'al., June 21. Ahpoci-ate- d

Prrm. limit d States Senator
Lelxnd Stanford, died at his residence
laFt ui,!ht a bo'' midnight.

He passed away peacefully in hii
sleep at hie reeidcuie at Palo Alto.
Senator Stanford wua in the best of big
spirits yesterday. He took a drive
around his etock farm and fiemed as
well aB ever.

He retired ehortly after, and about
midnight his valet going into the sen-
ator's bed room, discovered that he was
dead. The senator looks perfectly na-
tural as ho lies in his bed, looking from
all appearance ro oo in a deep sleep.
His body will b ea'jaltncd.

For several weeks Senator fittvnford
has been very ill. His hearing: was very
much affected and a week ago he was
hardly able to movo about without as-

sistance. He tlron faid ho was victim
of gout and that by taking the hot
water cure he would scon be all right.

Tho senator felt jovial and told how
he cnioved his diunerf, and his utter
ances were endorsed by his wife, lis
said he did not intend to return to
Wablnueton. uiiIcsb tho Republican
party needed him in congress, nna no
doubt he would have re-if- hia
United States cecntorsbip beforo very
long.

lie expressed a desire to live at least
ten years longer, so that ho would bo
able to bring bis universityat Palo Alto
into prominence among the educational
institutions of tho country.

The first tidings of Senutor Stanford's
death which reached the outside world
were sent by the Associated Press cor-

respondent "from the little town of Men-l- o,

but n few minute after it was dis-

covered that the senator bad breathed
his last.

A friend of Senator Stanford's family
received the sad news through thopreta
this morning and nt 4:24 o'clock
special train, benring Charleii Lathropp,
Mrs. Stanford's brother, left Sau Fran-
cisco nnd arrived here nt 5:30.

From an enrly hour thin morning
telegraphic messages of Fymoathv
poured in upon Mrs. Stanford, and each

tiaiu was filled with personal
friends, Southern Pacific railway of3-cia- ls

nnd those who had been intimately
aseociatcd with the senator in his many
affaire.

Five Southern Pacific officials rere
among those who arrived on the 'IOj-1-

train from San Francisco Manuger A.
N. Towne, J. A. Fillmore, IL E. Hunt-
ington, Auditor an Controller Lansing,
and Mr. Schwerin.

Mr. Huntington said in reply to an

'attack in Washington his death had
been among tho probabilities of each
day, although it was thought uyau nn
friends that ho migit furvive lorjeatB,
still it was known that he would novnr
again resume his activity in rauro.ni
affairs, and it wns known thnt ho would
resign his sect in United States senate
unless the Republican party needed
him.
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
