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meeting the enthusiasm among the
royalists has been fluctnating and their
clearest headed leaders admit that the
sucecess of the restoration depends on
the armed protection of the monarchy |
by the United States,

The following resolutions were adop-
ted by the mass meeting, |

Regolved; That weread with surprise
and regret the recommendation of the
secretary of state, of the United Siates
to thePresident to restore the monarchy
lately existing in Hawaii. We con-
demn the sssumption of the secretary
that the right of the provisional govern-
ment to exint terminated by his refuse
to resubmit to the senate, the treaty of
onion pending between the two coun-|
tries and also his assumption that the
provisional government submitted the |
question of ita continaed existence to
the arbitration of the president or an¥
other power. We will support to the
best of our ability the provisional gov-
ernment in resisting any attack npon it
which may be contrary to the uszge of
nations,

The adoption of the resolutions was
preceeded by epeeches by many leading
citizens chief of which was that of
President Hatch of the aopnexation
¢lub. He said:

“Fellow citizens, you have besn in-
vited tonight to discuss our political
sitnation. We are confronted by the
declaration of Secretary Gresham that
royalty must be restored and our gov-
ernmentdestroyed, Hisrepresentation
has given ns an opportanity to be heard
before final action 18 taken, At present
we are proceeding merely upon news-
paper reports received here and which
we cerlainly have a right to discuss.

“We do not know what action will be
taken nor how. Certainly any sction
taken by the congress of the United
States cannot be resisted by anybody of
this community., We do not meet here
tonight to deny the power of the
United States nor to villify those at
pregent in charge of the United States
government. [Apvolause.] But we mest
with the hope that ounr words will be
heard by congress.

“*There are certain featnres in
Gresham’s letter to the president which
show he is proceeding upon a falee as-
snmption, Let us hope the dis-
tinguished secretary has been mis-
informed. Tt is certainly our prerog-
ative to stamp out the falee assamp-
tion and challenge them. Now, chief
among these false assumptions is one
which seems to underlie the whole let-
ter that there has been submitten to
the President of the United States for
arbitratign the question whetlier or not
we have B right to establish a govern-
ment in this country. Gentlemen, I
chalenge that assumption. [Cheers and
crieaof you are right.] The assumption
is false in every respect. Let me point
out that two parties can msake a con-
tract but it reguires the consent of
three to make & valid arbitration, both
of the parties in the interest and the
arbitrators,

It is absurd to contend this could be
an arbitration by inference or imputa-
tion. Firet, has the provisional
government enbmitted to the de-
cigion of anybody its rights
to exist? No. Not ome word
or action conld be produced in support
of that contention. From the very
nature of things the government which
started in revolutior though now &
government de jure and de facto could
not submit the question of the legality
of its existence throngh any arbitration
becanse its right lay in its might.
Having eatigfied our conciences as to
the jusiness of our cause we depend
upon our might and are. snswerable to
no other power. I brand as false the
claim that we put in issue the qnestion
whether or not we are proceeding
legally in overturning a corrupt and
rotten monarchy.

“‘Becond, has the president of the
United State up to this point pretend-
ed to have been acting in a judicial ca-

pacity? Isay his acts do not justify

and it was determined to meet the pro-

The notice
apnlied to the Japanese cruiser Naniwa
which arrived yeaterday and the Japan-
ese Consul General Fujii has privately
annonnced that Japan wonld not inter-
fere shonld war break out belween the
provisional government aod other na-
tions, The Naniwa will be neuatral for
the protection of the lives and property
of Japanese residents,

Active preparations, both for defense
and aggression il necessary, were bogun
the day aiter the arrival of the stesmer
China,

Two hundred and filty men were put
to work fortifying the execative baild-
ing.

have no power to protect the integrity
of its own memberehip. In the course
of his remarks Cullom sattacked the
New York machine and Maynard, and
was interrupted with & reminder from
Hill that the election referred to would
not have controlled New York in the
senate and that whether or not there
was anything criminal in that election
it was pot relevant td the present ques-
tion.

Cullom reported that the election of
Maynard wounid have inaugurated a
scheme which would have resulted in
changing the chareeter of the legisla-
tare. Hill desired to inform the sena- |
tor and the country that his statement |
waz not a correct one. Further col-
lnquy ensued Cullom maintaining, and |
Hill denving that the result of the re-|
cent election was an indication in favor
of the Repuoblican propective policy.

A New Chinese Treaty.

It is probable the State department
will scon enter npon negotiations look-
ing to the adjustment of onr relstions
with China. The enactment of the
Geary law will be regarded as an in-
fraction of the existing treaty, necessi-
tating a new treaty. [t is understood
Gresham desires to make an extension
of onr trade relations and privileges
with China the principsl feature of his
administration. Secretary Gresham is
known to have little faith in the inture
of onr trade relations with the Spanish
American republics.

Yung Yu, the recently arriyed Chi-
nese envoy, is expressly charged with
the negotiation of a new treaty. The
Chinese government is satisfied with
the amendment to the Geary sct and is
not anxions to extend the privilege of
immigration for ita people, but is soliei-
tous for their protection and privileges.
Chinese statesmen are said to regard
with favor the extension of trade 'rala-
tions with the TUnited States in
preference toa government having a
more aggressive foreign policy. The
coming negatiations will embrace a set-
tlement of the questions of jmmigration
the treatment of the Chinese already
here or who may come legally, and the
protection of American citizens residing
in China,
