The production for 184 secms likeiy |
not to be less than 2LT.000.000. or o
gain of nearly 220,000,000 over e g
ures of 1883, The principal galns have
been in the United States, the Witwa-
tersrandt region of South Africa, in
Australin and Hussia.

It was evident lust summer, suys a
Washington authority, that mining ac-
tivity in Colorado and other western
states would carry the product of this
country for the year from $35.955,000 in
1808 to 242,000,000, It now looks as
thongh the total would reasch £45.000.

Director Preston anil
pruned the estimates from the great
minmg states, but even with large re-
duoctions they indicate an iner of
£4.750,000 in Colorado, 2,000,000 in Cal-
ifornia. £1.000,000 in Montana, and|
£500,000 in Idaho. Large gains are also |
reported in Oregon and Washington, |
for which exact figures have not been |
obtained.

The inerease in the prodnction of the
Witwatersrandt region has been stead-
ily maintained for five years. The pro-
duction of 1500 was 404,869 ounces, at
about $17.50 an ounce; the production
of 1801 was 729,988 ounces; of 1802,
1,210,568 ounees; of 1803, 1,475,475 ounces,
and the estimated prodoction for 1804

2,200,000 ounces. The complete fig-
ures have been received up to the close
of November, and every month shows
an enormous increase over the corre-
sponding month of 1898, with an ad-
vance during the present year from
140,214 ounces in January to 175,500
ouncesin November. The value of this
product was about £26,000/000 in 1803, and
will be about §38,000,000 in 1804, Other
portions of America are expected to
show slight gains, but they produced in
the aggregate only about &5,000,000
worth.

The Russian empire was credited in
the last mint report with the same pro-
duction in 1393 asin 1H02, which was
F24500,200,  Offiefal fionres since re-
ceived OW an increase in 180G of
ahout §1.500.000; and it is thought thut
this will rise to £2.000.000 for the pres-
ent year.

These gains alone will swell the
waorld's production hy &26.000,000, and
would make an aggregate of more
than 281,000,000, if no losses were in-
dicated in other countries. It is ex-
pected that sneh a loss may ocwur in
China, where the produet in 1503 was
§5,426,000, on aeccount of the war with
Japun. Even alarvge loss there would
leave the waorld’s production above
F175.000,000, and wonld exeved the most
sanguine estimates made by Director
Preston in his last report on the pro-
duetion of the precions metals.

Mr. Preston is endeavoring to keep
his estimates withmn
bounds; for he does not wish to malké
a larger claim than the facts will
finally warrant; but it would seem
that his estimate for this year of 8170,-
000,000 was certain to be larpely ex-
ceeded.
