the posse, gave themselves up for trial
on the charge of killing the Indian.
Seaives the impression 'that the officers
had committed a criminal aoi, which
ds wholly at variance with the facts.

Deputy Sheriff Benbrook and his
three companions were sworn officers,
(bearing a warrant for the arrest of
two Indians regularly indicted hy the
grand jury of Gila county, on the
charge of hurgiiary, and their right, to
enter the reservation and make the
arrest can not be : questioned. They
went to Cibicu peaceably, and explain-
ed the object of their visit through an
interpreter, and, even after the Indians
opposed the arrest of nhe guilty parties
the officers attempted to withdraw
quietly, without their prisoners, but
were prevented by the overt acts of the
Indians. Deputy Voris shot the In-
dian in self defense, when the latter
was in the act of wresting his gun
Ifrom him. and not until! one of the
band fired upon the posse. It was then
only a question of

' with the officers, and their escape
from a hand of forty or fifty murder-
ous Apaches was miraculous.

The evidence againt the two Indians
Sot whom the officers held the warrants
is positive, and the hurglary ds not de-
nied. They were caught in the act.
with their arms full of plunder. They
had left their guns with their horses,
and were surprised by Frank Ketcher-sid- e

in his cabin, who, with er

in hand, compelled them to dis-
gorge. Had he killed them then and
then he would have ibeen justified and
any jury would have exonerated him.

The residents of Pleasant vaSley and
vicinity have been wonderfully

with the Cibicu Indians, who
have 'preyed upon the settlers for
years, robbing ranches, in the absence
of the occupants, and killing citizens'
cattle whenever 'they wanted meat.
So flagrant have these depredations
grown that the husinesT of stockrais-in- g

in northern Gila county has been
practically ruined. To illustrate how
extensive the stealing of cattle by the
Cibicu Indians has become: When
Deputy Benbrook and posse were on
their way to Cihicu they struck the
fresh trail of fifteen or twenty head of
cattle which they followed into the In-
dians' camp, and the packer with
Lieutenant Fenton's command in-
formed Framk Ketehersfde that when
they arrived at the Indian's camp he
saw cattle there of the "flying V"
'brand, going to show that the Indians
have driven the cattle from the vicini-
ty of the Vosburg ranch.

The recent trouble on Cibicu will not
be amiss if it serves to (bring to an is-
sue the arrant lawlessness of the
White Mountain Apaches.

The Kind of Cows to Keep.
A few years of grading up by means

of using1 a thoroughbred male will give
any farmer a herd of cows which will
be a great improvement upon those of
their mothers and grandmothers. It is
well to test cows and know just what
they are clcmf. TI:e ehcrn is perhaps
the most satialactory way of doing this.
Keep a cow's milk separata for one or
more days, being careful to get out all
the cream. When it is sour, churn it.
The scales will tell, both with milk
and butter, whether, a cow is kept at a
profit or not. Remember that it costs
at lest SSJ to keep a cow for a year.
If she oos not return this in milk and
butter she is kept at a loss. If all such
cows were discovered and slaughtered,
the nanibei-- of cows at the present
time would be .considerably reduced,
and at a (Treat benefit to their owners.
Hardly one man in twenty knows
whether he is keeping his cows at a
profit or a loss. They think it is too
much tothjr to find out. They do not
realise the importance of the subject.
It means dollars and cents, but they do
not realize it, and go on wondering
where the profit goes.
