CANADIAN GOODS IN BOND.

Regulations to be Made by the Treas-
ury Department.

Washington, Feb. 1. The treasury
department will soon issue the regu-
lations governing the transportation
of Canadian goods for the Klondyke
through American territory. These
regulations will be as liberal to Ca-

nadians as the regulations of Canada
are to the men of this country wto
pass throught Canadian territory.

The regulations will prescribe two
ways of taking goods in bond through
American territory. One will be the
payment C'f duties on the goods a: the
port of entrance, either at Dyea. or
Skaguay. Upon the payment of the
duties a certificate will be given. If
the goods pass inspection at the placp
of exit, near Lake. Linderman, the
certificate can be returned to the port
of entrance and the money wiil be
refunded. Another way will be the.
furnishing of a bond. The, goods will
then be accompanied by a manifest.
If they are untouched whfn examined
at the place of entrance ini.o Cana-
dian territory the bond will be can-

celed. It iB" said that itieveral surety
companies are now forming at con-
venient plaqes.

The treasury officials have not been
officially informed that there is exten-
sive or formidable protest from Ca-

nadian s over the present arrange-
ments for tha transportation of goods.
The chamber of commerce at Van-
couver .is agitated on the subject. As
the matter stands now, a deputy col-
lector accompanies thv? goods of Ca-
nadians through American territory
and cnarges' them $6 ai day for his
services. Canadians object to this as
exorbitant and want it slopped. A
cry is going, up from Vancouver to
close the passes of Canadian territory
to Americans.

It is thought that the treasury reg-
ulations on the subject of bonds, for
goods going through American terri-
tory will be as lenient as possible.
The collector at Dyea will 'be allowed
to use considerable discretion in the
matter of the kind of bonds he may
take.

WAGONS COMPETE WITH RAILS.

Greeley Merchants Hauling Their
Purchases From Denver.

LOSS OF LIFE AND MONEY

The Severest Storm Within a
Quartarof a Cantury.

It Will Tak Wtaki to Repair th
Damage Done to Telegraph and
Telephone Wires. Baston In
Darkness and Business Stopper.

Boston, Feb. 1. A northeast snow
storm which sat in yesterday and
raged this afternoon, was the miost se-

vere experienced in- - twen':y-fiv- e years
and caused a loss of several lives, be-

AN ADVENTUROUS CAREER.

Death o Joseph Heco, Translator of
the Kan'agawa Consulate.

Washington, Feb. 1. The state de-

partment has been informed: through
Consul-Gemer- al Gower at Kanagarwa,
Japan, of .the death at that place of
the interpreter to the consulate, a
man who has held the position since
1859. His- name was Joseph Heco,
and although a Japanese by birth, he
was a naturalized citizen: of the
United 'States and had had an adven-
turous career. He is credited with
the publication of the first newspaper
ini Japan. Heco when, a boy in the
latten pant of the fifties, while return-
ing in a. junk to Yokohama from a
visit to Tokio, was .blown away to sea.
The junk drtfted along across tie Pa-
cific tor over fifty days, when the
Japanese were taken off by the bark
Auckland and brought to San Fran-
cisco. There Heco was taken in
charge by the collector of the port andi
was afterward made the protege of a
Baltimorean named Sanders, who
placed him in school. A subsequent
patron was Senator G,win cf Califor-
nia. Heco wast naturalized in the Bal-'timo- re

district court, and afterward
became clerk to the captain of the U.
S. S. Fenimore Cooper. In 1859, when
the United States consulate general
was opened at Kanagawa, Heca be-

came the first interpreter and held
the place to the time of his death.

consideration of the treaty until the
first of March. The motlion was n;t
discussed at length and was- - voted
down viva. vocb. Sena.tlor Piatt of
Connecticut opened the debate with a
carefully arranged argument in favcr
of annexation. He spoke for over
an hour and a ha,lf and dwelt particu-
larly upon the importance of the

Senator Pettigrew devoted himse'.f

to replying 'to the Connecticut sena-
tor's remarks concerning the present
government of the islands. He made
a careful analysis of the constitution
