per claims has begun.
A deed from James N. Bright to

John F. Holden for a half interest in
the Last Chance mine, Martinez dis-

trict, was Tuesday filed for record at
Prescott.

More supplies and lumber were sent
out to the Golden States company
property in the Dragoons Tuesday.
Some of the machinery is beginning to
arrive for the smelter, and construc-
tion is being pustied ahead to immedi-
ate completion.

Messrs. Knight and Goodfellow of
the Gold Cliff company in Pearce dis-

trict came out from Tombstone with
P. B. Warnekros last week to examine
some property owned by Mr. Warne-
kros, adjoining the Gold Cliff mine.

Work on the Loudon-Galle- n mine
in the Whetstones in Cochise county
is being pushed ahead by the parties
who have the property under bond.
Three eight hour shifts are at work
and good headway being made with
the work.

is not in bodies. The average is from
200 to 400 ounces, though much will
fall far below 100 ounces. There is no
question but that the fifty stamps of
the White Hills Milling and Mining
Co., and as many more would be
pounding, were water plenty. It
is more than likely the White Hills
Milling and Mining Co., will put up
more stamps this year."

Said Mr. O'Malley: "Gold Basin
contiguous to tne White Hills is a
good gold district, and capital alone
wl1 demonstrate this. Chloride dis- -
trict needs capitol to bring it out and
Denver parties who have bonded
Judge Murphey's Pay Roll and other
claims, are expected to revolutionize
mining in that section. Water is
more available at Chloride. T. B.
Comstock who is managing the Elk-
hart there has a good thing in that
property. I could have had it for
about $3,000, but at the time I did not
see anything good in it. Comstock
had good judgment it seems. The Tub
Ayres property known as the Eureka,
in the Cerbat district has made for
Ayers $60,000. There is some tangle
with reference to the options held by
parties and with this removed it is
pretty certain Lane, whom Tosier
represents, will come to the front
again and push operations.

Speaking of Mohave county as a
producer Mr. O'Malley said that she
would be the equal of Yavapai county
today had the men interested in her
welfare pushed her claims stronger.
Prices obtained in Yavapai county for
properties of equal value commanded
better figures, and do today, than those
in Mohave. This year will show her
in a better light, as investors are tak-
ing more interest in that section.
With the water problem solved, capi-
tal invited and railway service as-

sured there is no question of Mohave's
future. North of the Sacramento val-
ley are the Union Pass and Shirt Tail
camps, and the Weaver district, all of
which are steady producers. There is
much south of Kingman but the hauls
cut a figure. Conditions in this par-
ticular must be improved to make
mining profitable."

By the way, W. H. Lake who owns
the old Sampler at Kingman, mining
properties opposite and north of White
Hills, and Kingman real estate of va
lue, has moved to Tennessee. Ewing
and Hemirod have renewed their lease
of the old Sampler and Mr. Watkins
the druggist, I presume, will take care
of Mr. Lake's interests as heretofore.

Judge L. O. Cowan, who also owned
mining claims and Kingman real estate
has changed his address to Mexico
where he is interested in mining.
People will change, and Mohave's pop
ulation is much like others, though
there are lots of old timers in the
county. When the Republican's trav-
eler goes over to Mohave again he
will have a batch of mining news to
write about."

Concluding, Mr. O'Malley intimated
that he would try Klondyke, and if
that didn't pan out he might return to
Mohave county again. He will go
west tonight, via the Maricopa route
and the Southern.

MR. M'LEISCH'S BONANZA.

He Made a Fortune Out of the Old
Vulture Dump Tailings.

Malcolm McLeisch, who bought the
dump of tailings at Smith Mills sev-

eral years ago, has finished cyaniding
them and has gone to old Mexico to
look for another dump. Mr. McLeisch
has been operating at Smith's Mills
for the past three years, and has clean-
ed up a great deal of gold. He had the
richest tailings of the old Vulture
and it is said that he purchased the
big dump for something like $200. The
tailings produced from five to eight
dollars a ton. It will be a long time
before Mr. McLeisch finds another
bonanza like the Vulture dump.

TREATED WITH SUCCESS.

Tailing Dump at the Little Jessie Mine
is Giving Up Its Gold.

Hon. John S. Jones is in from the
Little Jessie, Chapparal gulch, says
the Prescott Courier, and jubilates
over the fact that Bishop Brooks of
Salt Lake City is making a great suc
cess in the treatment of tailings from
Little Jessie ore by the cyanide pro-
cess. From thirty-fiv- e to forty tons
of tailings per day are being treated,
with a result of from $8 to $10 per
ton gold. There are now enough
tailings on the ground to keep a plant
of the present capacity running for
one year. Some of the tailings yield

county. One of them weighed an
ounce and the others were almost as
large.

"The nuggets found in Arizona are
more valuable than those of the Klon-dyke- ,"

said Dr. Ford to a Republican
reporter. "There may not be quite
as many foud here as Klondyke is
producing just now, but there has been
a steady production of placer gold in
the territory for the past thirty-fiv- e

years. The nuggets that were brought j

in yesterday were worth $19 an ounce,
and most all the placer gold found in
Arizona is worth between $18 and $19.
This territory produces the finest pla-
cer gold of any country in the world,"
concluded the doctor.

Ernest Ford showed the Republican
reporter a small bar of placer gold
weighing nearly $100 he bought from
a prospector yesterday who is operat-
ing in the Hum Bug district. Some
parties working in that district are
sluicing in a small way and they are
getting considerable gold. Others are
working with dry washers there with
some success.

There are good placers scattered
over the northern portion of the terri-
tory as far north as the San Domingo
district. At Lynx creek they are
working on a larger scale than any-

where else in the territory and a large
amount of gold is produced by the pla-

cers there. All along Lynx creek
prospectors have been working for
years, and they have made good wages.
There are good placers up in the
tie Creek district, and in the Big Bug
district there is always more or less
activity in placer mining. At the
head of Peeples valley near the Model
mine a number of men are working
every month in the year and they clean
up a great deal of gold during the
year. And San Domingo district is
rich in placers and produces thou-
sands of dollars every year. Over on
the Colorado river the dry washer is
at work every day in the year and the
prospectors there make as high as $2
and $3 a day. The Rich Hill country
which has produced over a million dol-
lars since it was discovered in 1862
is still a good producer of placer gold.
There are miles and miles of placer
ground surrounding the big mountain
which has given fortunes to many
men. One man at Antelope buys $500
worth of placer gold every month from
the prospectors in the Rich Hill dis-
trict.

While men are rushing off to new
gold fields the prospectors in Arizona
are working along quietly and making
good wages in the placer regions.

WHITE HILLS TO KLONDYKE.

A Former Owner of White Hills
Properties Enroute to Klondyke.

Chas. O'Malley, a former resident of
Yavapai county and more recently
owner of claims in the White Hiils,
Mohave county, was in the city yes-
terday enroute to the Klondyke coun-
try. He has been visiting friends in
Yavapai county and was hob nobbing
with or Morris Goldwater of
Prescott, and others yesterday. Mr.
O'Malley sold out his claims in the sil-

ver district in northern Mohave to the
White Hills Mining and Milling com-
pany a year ago, that company ac
quiring 72 claims including those
operated by the company which were
operated under the management or Mr.
Root, of Denver. Previous to his sale
Mr. O'Malley took out lots of ore that
run up in thousands of ounces to the
ton and like others sent it to Kingman
samplers and there received returns.
Speaking of the old company Mr.
O'Malley said they had shippsd great
quantities of ore to Pueblo, of a high
grade, that only themselves knew of,
as to returns except of course, the
smelting companies that handled the
ores,

He said that leasing was even more
profitable than mining on ones own
property and a number of chloriders
were still in the hills working on this
plan,

The present company was more suc
cessful as to results than the com
pany which previously held the large
mines.. "They made some very big
blunders in their beginning," contin-
ued Mr. O'Malley, "and one was the
payment of ten dollars a ton on the
wagon haul from Kingman on thous-
ands of tons of wooden water pipe
brought from Colorado, to say noth- -
