Where no specified designation is made
in the foregoing list of the place within
the precinct where the election is to be
held, the judge apointed to hold the elec-
tion will designate the place and give
notice thereof to the Republican electors
of the precinct by posting a notice there-
of in three (3) public places in the pre-
cinct, at least ten days before the pri-
mary election.

The primaries above provided for Shall
be held on Saturday, September 3rd,
1S98, and the polls shall be opened and
kept open as follows: At Phoenix,
Tempe and Mesa, from 12 o'clock m. un-
til 7 o'clock p. m., and at all other pre-
cincts from 3 o'clock p. m. to 5 o'clock
p. m.

The test of the right to vote when
challenged will be an affirmative answer
to the questions, "Are you a Republi-
can?" and "Do you reside in the precinct
in which you offer to vote?" .

The inspectors shall preside at such
primaries, and see that all Republicans
are afforded a fair opportunity to express
their choice by ballot at said primaries
for the delegates to said convention, to
which their precinct is entitled.

The credentials entitling delegates to
seats in the said convention shall be cer-
tificates of election signed by the inspec-
tors and countersigned by the judge of
the precinct represented by such delegate
or delegates under tiii3 call.
