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he is'ould leave all the boys with kind
feelings.

Just then we heard one of the guards
cut in the darkness call a halt and in
a second more the report cf a gun was
heard.

The senti
nel said he had shot at a black object
crawling in the brush and when search
was made a wounded Indian was found
who. upon 'being carried to the camp-fir- e,

proved to be a weiman. As she
was laid down by the campfire the Kid
raised himself on his elbow and spoke
in his language to her, and then he
commenced the lew, plaintive death
wail.

The woman's wound was examined
by the surgeon, who pronounced it to
be a mortal one, and in lass than half
an hour she was dead.

From what the scout could! under-
stand the Kid was singing the death
song cf his mother, who had been
killed while trying to assist in his es-
cape.

In two days more the troop reached

devilish leeks that the Kid possessed.
This man was Private Hogen, the
guard who shot the Kid's me'ther. No
favors were ever received by the Kid
from Hogen and it became a by-wo- rd

among the troopers that "the Kid had
hell in his heart for Hogen." As tha
months passed by the Kid! seemed to
become more reconciled to caanp life.
and when 'his leg became sound again
and he shewed no to run
away to his people, when he had tha
opportunity to do so, and had of hison acocTd denned a shirt in addition
to bis breech clout and tcaint as pare
or his wearing apparel, we made up
our minds that the Kid knew when he
had a soft snap and intended to slay
with us. Wit'h plenty to eat and noth
ing to do in the rway cf work the life
suited the Kid. For amusement the
Kid hunted With his bow and arrows
in the hills near by and hd-- expertne-s-
kept the mess keitle filled with small
game. In fact the Kid spent about all
his time using his bow and arrows and
for hours he would shoot at the head
c!f anr imaginary man armed with a
gun, which he had raughly drawn cn a
board.

'The rapidity with which an Indian
can shoot arrows from a war 'bow is
astonishirr to one who for the first
time sees a warrior doing his best in
shotting fast. Taking two arrows in
the left hand, which holds' the bow.
and cce on the string, and holding
ih'iee by thair shafts dn his mouth he
will shoot the six arrows quicker than
an expert can shoot the same number
of shots freim a Winchester.

The Kidi, by continual practice, be--
time an expert aad tha satisfaciioa

which it gave hi'm to be ai'ole to put
very arrow, white a hundred, feet
way, a full inch into the board where

tha head cf the figure was represented
was plainly seen. When asked who
tae figure on the 'board was meant for.
he would say "Apache." The Apaches.
,ere the hereditary foes of the Nava

jos, 'but when aisked why he made tha
Apache with a gun instead of with a

ow and arrows wtith which they
fought, he was silent.

Occasionally the Kid would return
to his original costume by discarding
the shirt, which the soldiers had con
sidered a great advance toward civili-
zation. Then fcr days he would ap-.pe- ar

only in 'breech clout and paint
and for hours shoot his arrows into
tha head cf the figure cn the board
with such appa rent malignity that
one could hardly balp believing the
Kid imagineci ha was killing a real
enemy. Nearly every week found cur
company out after the Navajos, at such
times the Kid remaining at- - the fort.
If we did not always find the Indians
we usually found their hastily desert-
ed villages or caches cf supplies t.vhi-c-

wo destroyed. Their peach trees ware
cut dawn and their gardens cf corn ci
and pumpkin's were devastated. So is
closely were the Indians present at all
times for food and rest after their vil-
lages were cleistroyed that in 1867-6- 8

they sued for peace.
Now came the time when several cf

A SON'S REVENGE

(By C. J. Dyer.)

During tbs year 1S65 the Navajo In
dians of northern Arizona for some
real or fancied grievance put on their
war paint and carried on a series of
raids- against a'.l whites they could
reach, and such were their numbers
and activity they created the greatest
alarm for a 'hundred miles on all sides
of tieir anlMenL stronghold.

Tie Navajctf ware rich, owning thou-
sands of ponies, living in villages and
planting corn and gardens and raising
fruits of various kinds. They had
thousands of peach tree3. These peo
ple numbered from twelve tiy fifteen
thousand, amcng whom were three
thousand warriors mostly armed wath
bciAB and arrows. 'Trcelca ware sent
to the a.vaj3 country to subdue them.
Headquarters wer.e mai at old Fort
beMn and from this poin't the troops
would make raids, which lasted for
weeks, ints the Navajo stror-gholds-

Nearly every day the soldiers had
skirmishes with th-- Indians, who
fought from behind rocks or from al-

most inaccessible cliffs. One day after
a skirmish wi'th the Indians in which
the soldiers had driven them from one
of their rocky retreats they found an
Indian bey hid in the recks. He had
been shot through the leg. The boy,
who was only about 12 years old, was
in war paint, and although the shot
had broken his leg and he wa3 suffer-
ing great pain his face did not show
that he wa3 concerned with his wound
or anything going on around him.

TwjCi o the soldiers carried him out
of the rcieiks to a level piece cf ground
flrnd a surgeon dressed the wound with
the test means he had at hadd and,h&, aa tho tiwvn .Q t to
back to the fort, having accomplished
the ipiurpose cf tha expedition in de.

several Indian villages, tho
question was raised as to what should
be done with the Navajo Kid, as one
of the soldiers had christened him, but
this question wz3 soon settled,, for it
was thought the Kid might be the sen
of some important chief among the
Navajos and by taking him to the
fort he could 'be held a3 a hostage for
bringing tha Indians to Harms soor.ea--.

So several blankets ;were put on one cf
the pack fimmals, and the young In-
dian was placed on them. Writh all
the stoicism of Ms race and apparently
indifferent as to his fate, the Kid's
animal was led ahead and the soldiers
followed. Curing the afternoon, after
a. ride of eighteen miles, the troop
reached the fir3t water since leaving
camp in ttfa morning, and here it
stopped for the night. The Kid was
.'aidi on some blankets and made as
comfortable as possible. One of the
scouts who could talk the Navajo lan-
guage tried to get him to talk but
when questioned his black eyes eniy
looked stolidly at the sky as ha lay
on his ba!;.k and said nothing.

That night the usual precautions
were taken to prevent being surprised
by a night attack of the Indians:
guards were posted out with histruc- -
tdons to keep a cJoie watch and to fire
upon any suspicious object which did
not stop at the usual call. To
amy little scheme of the Kid to escape,
although he appeared helpless, one of
me scouts Mas detailed to sit near him
and keep watch cn him during tha
night.

The night was dark and on different
peaks of the mountains could be seen
the Indian signal fires, but with the
exception cf the occasional hootiing of
an owl or the crying of a band of
coyo'ces ail was still. Twelve o'clock
had pasced when tho scout who was
watching the Kid reached over and
tokening me, asked in a low tc-rr-

It appears from the evidence that a
errant was claimed by Mexicans of 20,- -
000 acres cf agricultural and grazing
lands, the boundaries of which did not
reach, the rich mineral "districts wrucn
have since (been opened tSpt Prospect-
ors located claims throughout these
rich districts and carefully avoided the
monuments which marked the conces-
sion 'which the Mexicans claimed. 'Af-

ter years of development seme exce-
llent mines have been made there, but
it appears that the locators of claims
did not calculate the boundaries of the
grant right. Instead cf a measly 20,-0- 00

acres the grant has grown into
gigantic proportions and includes all
of the rich mining districts mentioned
above. Senator Cameron and Colin
Cameron are interested in the great
concession, which they claim was
granted by th.2 government. The gov-
ernment concedes that a concession
was granted and .the question which is
to be decided is that cf its Ddundary.
Th fact that the government issued
patents t'o mining claims as early as
J 875 to claim owners in these districts
shows that it regarded the concession
jus purely agricultural and the mineral
tactions were not included.

This grant us known as the San Ra-

fael de la Zanja. If the government
loses in this case a 'b"ow will be-- dealt
the mining interests of southern Ari-
zona which it will not recover from in
aiany years. Investors who have late
ly cast their fortunes in those districts
will lose faith in the stability of this
section of the territory- - The mines
whose titles are involved in this case
and their approximate values follow:

World's Fair, $500,000; Duquesne
group of seven claims, $1,000,000;
Pride of the West (lately purchased by
the Westinghouse people), $125,000;

The total valuation of the mining
ing properties mentioned above is $2,- -
220,000. These values are inclined toIbe lower than a visitor to the districts
and one who is familiar with the mines
would place upon them. The enor-
mous wealth represented is but a por-
tion of what these districts contain in
fin undeveloped condition. Many of
.the mines have mills and the most of
them are equipped in some manner for
mining. The Alta group alone has
fire thousand feet of irork in shafts,
funnels and drifts, and the Pride of the
West is extensively developed and
equipped. The Duquesne 'properties
.have tho most complete service equip-
ment of any mine of its importance in
the southwest. Sates have been made
in these districts cf late and t is forg-
ing to the front. While there is nat-
urally an intense interest in the case,
mining men believe that the govern-
ment will prove that the boundaries of

When a young woman becomes an
officer in tha Salvation Army she sur-
renders, to an extent, her free choice
in tha matter cf a husbend to the good
cf the cause she has pledged herself
to serve. It takes some time and
trouble and expense to .become an offi-

cer in the army, and they must not be
less than 17 years old, and they should
not be over 3J, but this is modified fre-
quently.

The cadet must serve four months
in the training school, and. may, not,
after all, pas3 tha requisite examina-
tion. These four mcmcis ara not
spent in an easy, lolling away in the
barracks with a makeshift of study.
There are not alone lectures to ba at
tended, but the '"lassie" is supposed to
earn her living, that is, earn the actual
cost cf bar focU by selling Var Crys.

Cjveranee. If at tha end, or before Ilia

end of her probation she retires or is
retired by her superiors, all tha time
spent in the school tas been wasted:-
When she graduates and is made a
lieutenant, she premises to give her
services to the army for at least three
years, ta be zealous in tha cauza and
obedient to her superiors.
