He Talks on the Political Situation
in Ohio.

Washington, Sept. 10. Representa-
tive Weaver of Ohio is in the city and
will remain several days. .Mr. Weaver
talked interestingly upon the political
situation in Ohio. He said:

"The republicans of Ohio were not
surprised at Mr. McLean's nomina-
tion.

State Executives Interest in
Dewey Reception.

Letters of Regret from Those Who
Cannot Attend
Letters from Roosevelt and Gov.
ernor Mount of Indiana.

Washington, Sept. 10. While New
York will have a really stupendous dis
play in honor of Admiral Dewey upon
his arrival there, the indications ar
daily growing stronger of the interest
being taken throughout the country in
the national character of his reception
at Washington. The presentation by
President McKinley of the sword voted
to Admiral Dewey by the congress of
the United States will be an event
of .great significance, and- especially so
in a historic sense, and people will
come from every section of the Union
to be present on the occasion. No
matter- - how great an ovation the hero
cf Manila may be given elsewhere, all
tributes to him will pale into insig
nificance in comparison to that which
wili be paid him at the east front of
the capitol. because the sword will
epitomize, as naught else can, the con-

centrated .compliment cf the nation at
large to the man it honors and esteems
so highly.

It will be very gratifying to the
pride of an Americaa to be able to
say, "I saw Dewey get his sword,," and
this incentive will doubtless impel
scores of thousands of patriots to se-

cure the right to say so.
The replies to the invitations sent

out to the governors of the various
states and territories as far as re
ceived show how deeply the executives
of the commonwealths comprising the
Union appreciate the significance of
the reception at the nation's capital to
Admiral Dewey.

Up to and including today seventeen
replies to these invitations have been
received. Governors Wolcott of Mas
sachusetts, Atkinson of West Virginia,
Tyler of Virginia, and Rollins of New
Hampshire have accepted.

Governors Bushnell cf Ohio, McM:l
lau of Tennesse, Pingree of Michigan
and Lee cf South Dakota will come if
they possibly can.

Governors Jumel of Delaware, Stone
of Pennsylvania, Johnston of Ala
bama, Bradley cf Kentucky, Jones of
Arkansas, Mount of Indiana, Poynter
of Nebraska and1 Roosevelt of New
York have been compelled to regret-
fully decline.

In a letter to Vice-Chairm- an Cox:
dated at Oyster Bay September 6

Governor Theodore Roosevelt writes
as follows:

"I thank you heartily for yours of
the 30th ultimo, and- earnestly wish I
could accept, but I fear it is absolutely
impossible. Of course, as you know,
I shall be absorbed in the work of the
Dewey reception here, and the two or
three days following it I shall have to
be attending to my work as governor.
I should greatly like to come on if 1

could."
Governor James A. Mount of In-

diana writes Mr. Cox as follows:
"I am in receipt of your courteous

communication of the 30th instant, in-

viting me to participate in the cere-
monies incident to the 'welcoming of
Admiral Dewey to the national cap-

ital, and, in reply thereto, I hava the
honor to inform you tiat, much to
my regret, it will be impossible for me
to attend, for the reason that on the
date named (October 2) I am due to
start with my staff for Dallas, Tex.,
acting by authority of a joint resolu-
tion of the sixty-fir- st general as-

sembly of Indiana to return to that
state a battle flag captured by Indiana
troops during the war of the rebel-

lion. This being the first instance cf
its kind, the occasion promises to be
not only a great one, but a memorable
one. The citizens of the lone star
state have made elaborate prepara-
tions for the event; hence, I feel that
it is my bou.nden duty to discharge
this obligation, however much I might
bo pleased to 'contribute my humble
share to the honoring of the return of
the matchless hero of Manila."

HOT PURSUIT OF THE REBELS

Will Be Maintained Whenever they
Are Driven From Their Trenches
in All Future Engagements.
Henceforth Peace Negotiations
Will' Be Conducted Only by In.
fantrv Artillery and Cavalry.

Washington, Sept. 10. Now that the
Philippines commission has been dis-

posed of there will be no break In the
campaign in the islands until 'Aguin-ald- o

and his followers are rwhipped
beyond the possibility of resurrecting
the rebellion.

When the Filipinos find thay have to
deal with the military alone, and are
to secure no respite until they sur-
render unconditionally, they are likely
to lose hope. This, at any rate, is tho
Arm belief of the administration.- - The
army, under - instructions from the
president, will allow the rebels . no
rest once tha; fall campaign has been
inaugurated in earnest. When, they
are. forced to give up their . trenches
through inability to stand the fire
of the American artillery, they are
not to be allowed, as heretofore, to re-

treat without pursuit and construct
new trenches at their leisure. After
the artillery and infantry have dis-

lodged them arrf forced them to flee,
the cavalry 'will pursue, them relent-
lessly. To get away they will be.

forced to abandon food supplies and
arms, and they are bound to be re-

duced to a condition where there will
be nothing left for them but surrender.

President Schiirman of the commis-
sion is convinced that Aguinaldo's re-

bellion is becoming more and more
with the natives of Luzon.

By, the time. Aguinaldo's--force- s 'Shall
have, sustained!, a few aerto-ua routs trie
discontent now existing in many of the
provinces in consequence of the hard-
ships forced upon the inhabitants by
the state of war will. President Schur-ma- n

thinks, have become general
throughout the island, and Aguinaldo
will find himself in desperate straits-Preside- nt

Schurman. ibelieves that
Aguinaldo, even now, realizes tho
hopelessness cf his cause, and is de-

terred from surrender only through
fear that he will be severely dealt with
when taken.

All reports of the plans which tho
president has decided upon for gov
erning the Philippines when American
authority is established are without
authority. The .president has given
little thought to the future govern
ment of the Philippines. What he is
concerned about is the crushing of the
rebellion. The future government of
the islands is a matter for congress to
decide. It Is even, doubtful if tha
president, if the rebellion is crushed
before the assembling of congress, will
make any specific recommendations to
congress as to the character cf gov
ernment he thinks the Filipinos ought
ti have. 'He probably will content
himself with laying .before congress
full information upon, the conditions
existing in the Philippines, and leave
to the law making branch the task of
providing a government for tho is--
lanidis, by lany opinions
of his own on the subject. He fol
lowed this course in the case of Ha-

waii, and he is not likely to change it
in the case of the Philippines. He de-

sires to avoid the slightest basis for
the foolish talk which has been in-
dulged in about his assumption of dic-

tatorial authority. The president is
not afraid to trust congress. He has
perfect confidence that congress, when
possessed of full information, will act
with wisdom. The president has de-

clared his belief that the Philippines
are as much a part of the United States
as Louisiana cr Texas, which became
part of the United States in a similar
manner to that in which the Philip-
pines weTe added to our iterritory.
That.congress will decide to contract
the country's domain he does not
credit. But if congress should so de-

cide he will interpose no obstacle, but
will carry out the expressed will of
congress in that, as he has in all mat-
ters growing out of the war with
Spain for Cuban freedom.

The president and his cabinet have
been particularly pleased with Presi-
dent Schurman's accounts of the pros-
pects of Philippine development under
American administration.

CUBAN CUSTOMS SERVICE

Cost of Collection Less Than in the
United States.

Washington, Sept. 10. The war de
partment has prepared a statement
based on; actual figures in possession
of 'the secretary cf war showing that
the cost of collection: throughout the
entire customs service ia Cuba for the
first six months of 1899 is less than
1.32 per cent than the cost of" collec-
tion at the ports of the Uuited States.
The percentage of cost of collection a.t
all ports of the United States is 4.62.

According to the figures shown, the
percentage of cost of collection cf all
of the custom houses in the island of
Cuba- for the period named is 3.30 par
cent, while the C06t of . collection for
the .single port of Havana is only 2.37
per cent.. It is asserted that the per
centage at the port tof Havana is lower
than the percentage of cost of collec-
tion- at any single port of entry in the
United States. This is demonstrated-
by the report of the supervising spec
ial agent of the treasury of the United
States for the "fiscal year ending June
30, 1899.

This Teport shows that the cost of
collection at the port of New York is
2.80 per cent, at the port of Philadel
phia 3.80 per cent, at the port of San
Francisco 7.20 per cent, at the port of
New Orleans 13.50 ps.r cent and a. the
port- of "Baltimore '13.90 per cent.
"If the .first six months of the pres

ent year be a safe criterion by which
to judge collections, the annual Collec-
tions of customs at the great commer-
cial ports cf New York,, Philadelphia
and Boston only, in the order named,
will exceed1 those of Havana. As a
matter of fact, the collections of the
piort of Boston only txceed those of the
port of Havana by something less
than ?J00,0CK.

It is just to state in this connection
that the percentages given above are
exceedingly creditable to the customs
service of Cuba. The more so because
the percentages named are based ud--
on the business of a period when there
was a lack of organization, due to the
recent inception (cf the customs ser-
vice in Cuba, and in which the com-
merce of the island was in an unset
tled condition. For the reason just
cited and for the additional reason
that many of the customs officers wers
entirely unfamiliar with their new
duties, and that there were incurred
extraordinary expenses dus to the
completely dismantled' condition in
which the service was left by the pre
vious administration, the statement
above made is most surprising and
satisfactory.

AMERICANS BUY IN MEXICO

Three Million Acres of Land Trans
ferred to Yankees.

Chicago, Sept 10. Three million
acres of land in the states of Neuvo
Loon and Tamaulipas, Mexico, were
transferred here yesterday by L. L.
Summerlin of San 'Antonio and New
York capitalists. Mr. Summerlin,
speaking of the deal, said:

"This property is one of the richest
on the continent. There is a heavy
deposit of asphalt, probably the larg
est in America, with ipetrcleum and
many valuable timbers, such as ma-

hogany, risewood," 'black ebony and
cedar. It is situated in the northern
part of Mexico and borders on the gulf.
It is the intention to build up a com
mercial and industrial center at some
point on it. Seventy-fiv- e thousand
head of cattle and 20,000 head cf
horses and mules go with the land.
Much of this property is already un-

der cultivation, raising" sugar cane,
corn, cotton and coffee.

"Refrigerated meats will be shipped
to Cuba and Porto Rico, extensive
slaughter pens will be erected, and. we
will control our own steamship lines.
In addition to this large tanneries will
be built. The company can obtain
large supplies of caustic dye wood,
which is also used for tanning, from
this property."

For a few days he said he would
not be at liberty to give the names of
the persons making the purchase.

People South of Arkansas City Fight
the Flames.
