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THE POSTOFFICE

The Situation Concerning It as Out-

lined by the postmaster.

rtespecting a publication yesterday
intimating thai the postoffiee would
close on Sundays. Postmaster McClln-toc- k

wsis asked to express himself and
did so in the following words:

"I have fullest sympathy in an-thi-

that will serve to lighten the
labors of the postoffiee employes or
that will give them a full day of rest in
the seven days of the week. Just at
present, however, the Phoenix office is
even undermanned. Sunday closing
night be practical to the extent of one

rest day a week, if the force wer
larger. This matter has been taken up
with the postoffico department and
upon its decision the issue must rest
Last Sunday and Washington's birth-
day brought out about 2,000 callers
each day at the fifteen carriers' win-
dows and about 600 at the general de-
livery. The 2,000 mere mainly repre
senting homes and probably called for
mail for four times their number, rep-
resenting a large proportion of our al-
leged 11,000 Inhabitants, n would ap-
pear evident, therefore that a health
demand for mail exists on Sundays
just at present.

"Tile law in the matter is found on
page 11" of the postal regulations. It
recites that 'Where mail arrives on
Sundays postoffices must be kept open
fpr an hour or more for the delivery
thereof, if the public convenience re-
quires it. While postoffices are
open on Sundays, delivery must be
made to all who apply, as well as to
box holders. Tho carriers'
windows at free delivery offices must
be opened on Sundays and holidays
during the regular office hours for the
delivery of mail matter.

"If the postoffice can be closed on
Sundays without impairment of the ef-
ficiency of the service and if it can
be shown that 'public convenience' does
not require delivcrv of mail to the pub
lic on the Sabbath, I would be pleased
to assist In this movement. With the
present force, however, it would soon
be evident that its mail would not be
handled as well as it is at present. Un-
der any circumstances half of the dozen
clerks would be compelled to work on
the incoming and outgoing mails, us
at present."
