HOW TA FT IS DIFFERENT.
President Taft's refusal to take ad-

vantage of the usual petty tricks of
the professional politician, the big-heart- ed

indulgence with which he
treats those who deliberately misrep-
resent him. his willingness to suffer
himself rather than to use the power
of his office against an individual to
rest under a false light rather than to
strike back in the heat of passion and
thus risk the chance of committing an
act of injustice have won for the
president the name of being a ipoor
politician. Perhaps the president's
critics in this respect are right, writes
Artv Ess in Leslie's. Perhaps politics
is no place for a man of his tempera-
ment a man who seeks to do justice
to each and every man and who does
not know how to play the game of

and at the expense
of his efllows. In politics it often Is
necessary to be unfair, unjust, and to
bring into being the ruthless rule of
the survi al of the fittest.

Mr. Taft is just a little different
from any president we have ever had.
lie was not brought up in the school
of politics. Strictly speaking, he never
had even a kindergarten course. Up
to the time of his election to the pres-
idency he had never run for office. So
he brought to the White House none of
the mastery of political tricks. In-

stead, he came into the chair of the
chief magistrate imbued with the spirit
of the judge and of the executive offi-

cer of the government, in which the
doing of even-hand- ed justice was the
only criterion to go by. Whether or
not this is the sort of man the Ameri-
can people want for their president
soon will be determined. There are
many people In Washington who be-

lieve that it takes the professional pol-

itician to win favor with the masse?,
that the country at tHs particular

Jtlme is crying for the dogma of the
demagogue and is aching to rouow me
political physician who is most loud in
the exploitation of his particular pan-
