linal report of things and inform the
government what has InHronie of its
property, pay off all debts etc. Tech-
nically eop.struiil the secretary, and for
that matter the governor probably,
would not haw to surrenJer their of-

fices until the proclamation of the
(.resident was in their pimsesxion. as a
telegram i. not the best authority in
the world, when it is so easy for almost
anybody to lake one. Nevertheless no
one has any desire to delay the pro-
ceedings or to doubt the authenticity
ol telegrams an-.- l all arrangements are
made for the transfer of authority to-

day to the new state officers.
The secretary yesterday received

eleventh !k ur instructions that made
him sit up and take notice. Tlie de-

partment rt quested by wire, that he
transmit a coiry of all the official

of the governor, and for
authority referred him to a letter ad-

dressed by the department to the seC-rrta- ry

January S, 1001. Digging up
