Wonderful Mining Developments in
Arizona

Anyone observing mining develop-
ments in Arizona for the last five
years cannot help but be observant of
the fact that all the large and recently
active properties and those that are
coming into active operation in the
near future are all old properties that
were known or worked years ago. or
those that were not actively worked,
there was some reason. Take, for in-

stance, the Ray, Miami, Inspiration
and Bagdad and Ajo. These were
all known, but they were of little
importance until the established pos-

sibilities and methods of treating
low-grad- e or disseminated copper ores.
Today they are immense properties,
some of them in active operation and
producing very large tonnages daily,
the Kay, for example, removing 8000
tons of ore per day from its mine to
the reduction plant. Some of the
others will take, a few years before
becoming producers. The going and
active big companies are continuously
acquiring additional properties, all of
them old ones which were worked
years ago. For instance, the C. & A.
acquired holdings in Pioneer district
and the Ajo; the Copper Queen at
Tombstone, and has several other
well known old properties under con-

sideration. That rich mine, the
Magma, was an old one, and laid
idle for years. Wherever we look, old
mineB are being opened up and are
becoming new producers. In every
tiistrict we find this an actual fact,
In the east and west of Arizona, Bis-be- e

district. Globe, Gleeson, Pima and
Pinal counties, Yuma and- - Yavapai.
In the latter county probably those
properties most in evidence is the
Commercial company, in Copper Basin.

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Hillside is under option to a big active
mining company. There are several
others that could be specifically men-
tioned.

There is an old mine near Safford
being started up again. In Mohav
county several old properties are again
producers, several others under op-
tion and development and some of
them are sure to be added to the
producing list.

In Yuma county, the old Fortuna
mine, in the southern part of the
county, is again producing gold bul-
lion. The Planet mine on Bill Wil-
liams Fork, in the northern part of the
county, is again stoping and ship-
ping copper ores. This old property
was worked in the early sixties. In
Maricopa county, the most notable
incident of rejuvenation is the old
Vulture mine that produced many
millions over thirty years ago and
was idle for years. Such instances as
these can be numerously enumerated
all over Arizona, Of course, there are
several reasons for the success of
these old properties, probably the
foremost being the advanced knowl-
edge and technical skill exercised in
mining. But in addition to these are
many other factors. For instance, the
improved transportation conditions.
There is no part of Arizona today
very far from railroad facilities, and
these are being extended yearly.
There is also the improved processes
for the reduction of ores and the ex-

traction of their contents. However,
the important fact remains, as pre-
viously stated, that all of them are
old properties. There are many
others dotted all over the state of
Arizona that are under option, or de-

velopment ( many of them could be
specifically named), or are about to
become producers. Now,' if the im-

portance of these properties is any
criterion for comparison, or a stand-

ard for what can be expected of them,
then it portends a great future for
Arizona; in fact, a future of such
permanent possibilities that it is diffi-

cult to estimate, and there is not a
single reason why as much, if not
more, cannot be expected of them.
This does not apply to copper pro-

duction alone, but that of gold and
silver, zinc, and the rarer metals of
vanadium and tungsten. Not only
will there be this increase from the
new producers, but the old mines are
perfecting their methods in every way,
that it will add substantially to the
sum total.

Now, it might be intimated, in re-

verse to this, that some of the old

mines are playing out; but there are
only one or two instances where this
factor can apply. All the properties
have long life, big and continued pro-

duction ahead of them, and unless
some extraordinary crisis arises to re-

tard or prevent this active and pro-

longed activity, Arizona will be a
wonder and an to the
whole world. The majority of the
people in our own state today fail
to comprehend or realize the tremend-
ous pretentions of our state as a
mineral producer. We lead the Unit-

ed States in copper production, and
before long we will be somewhere
near leading the world in metal pro-

duction.

The job of removing the ores
would not be a very hazardous or ex
pensive one, and it would certainly be
a most instructive exhibit for visitors
to look at. Such an exhibit could not
help but be beneficial to the whole
of the state. But up to the present
Phoenix is unprepared to devote any
place for the exhibit of her greatest
of all resources, the mineral wealth
of the state. Strangers visiting our
city, and wishing to see a representa-
tive exhibit of our great variety of
ores, must go away disappointed, un
less they visit here that week the
fair grounds are open. No pretense
whatever is made to show what we
have at any place in town. Seeing
and feeling this want, Mr. J. S. Neall,
at his assay office, 307 North First
street, is making an excellent effort
to comply with this long-fe- lt want.
He has had made a special cabinet
for the exhibition of Arizona's copper
ores, and has already assembled an
exhibit which is exceedingly repre-

sentative and creditable. This ex
hibit can be seen and is open to the
public every day. The attention of
mine owners is called to this very
meritorious endeavor of Mr. Neall to
show what we produce in ores from
every county in the state, and it Is
earnestly hoped that his efforts will
meet with the assistance they deHerve.
And the good work can be especially
helped by owners of properties fur-
nishing him with specimens of ores
for display. Such specimens need not
be larger than 6 to 8 inches, and a
piece of this size will only cost a
trifle to forward by parcel post. It
la to be hoped that this suggestion
will meet with a ready response from
those owning properties and desiring
to let others see what we produce in
our state.

Another Property to Commence Re
duction of Ores in Close Proximity
to Phoenix,
Three claims of the Harris Copper

company and another three owned by
S. J. Tribolet of this city have been
bonded to a company which has al
ready made substantial payments ou
the properties and commenced work
for the installation of machinery, part
of the plant having arrived in Phoe
nix and is at present being hauled
out to the property.

Yavapai county, being more alive
to its mining interests than ever be-

fore, has collected $5000 and is ex-
pending that sum on construction of
a wagon road from the property to
Turkey Creek, twenty miles distant.
At present, fifteen men are employed
and are busy reducing the grade of
old Arrastra Hill. This particular
point of the road was always the
bane to stage drivers and teamsters
when it was the main stage and sup
ply communication between Phoenix
and Prescott, before the incoming of
the railroad. The grade of this hill
will be entirely altered and lessened,
making the hauling of the mines' pro-
duction to Turkey much easier.

The cement foundations for the
power engine and the

power boiler have already been laid.
The ores from the properties are all

chalcopyrites, tarrying a small value
in gold and silver, but generally high
in copper contents. Some of the ore
is very solid and heavy and is direct
smelting. The fines created by min
ing this and the stringers and dis
seminated ground will be concentrat-
ed over Ieister concentrating tables.
Sufficient of these tables will be in
stalled to treat fifty tons per day
If Tightly managed, there is no ques
tion of a successful future for this
property. The principals interested in
this undertaking are at present upon
the ground.

More Good News for Yavapai
The Commercial company in Cop

per Basin is reported to have encount
ered in its development work a body
of carbonate ore fifty feet in width
The ore Is in the nature of carbon
ate, red oxide and azurite, and for
twelve feet is said to carry 10 per
cent, in copper content. This is, in
deed, a very Important and satisfac
tory discovery, and gives every evl
dence that the great mineral-bearin- g

vein of the district has been uncov
ered.

Some time ago we said that old
Yavapai would some day be known
and classed aa a great copper pro
ducer, and, according to recent de-

velopments within her borders, this
prophesy is being rapidly fulfilled.

months of 1913. Current costs have
been reduced to the lowest level in
the company's history, or to 8.6 cents
a pound.

The Ray mill handled slightly more
than an average of 8000 tons of ore
dally up to June 30. The total ton
nage milled in the half year was
1,4.5,000 tons, comparing with 1,125,- -
000 tons in the corresponding half of
1913.

Production from two shafts approx
imated 36,780,000 pounds of copper,
against 25,772,000 pounds from the
smaller tonnage of last year.

Headings averaged about 1.80 per
cent, in the first half of the year
against a six months' average of 1.72
per cent, to June 30, 1913. Extraction
also ran better as showin by a re-
covery of 68 per cent, comparing
with 66.50 per cent, in the first half
of last year. The recovery in May
and June was higher than the aver-
age for the entire period, having im-
proved to 63 ier cent.

Inspiration
Inspiration Consolidated stockhold-

ers took only $1,697,600, or 35 per
cent., of the offering of $4,500,000 6

per cent, convertible bonds, leaving
$2,802,400 in the hands of the un-

derwriting syndicate.
The funds raised by the new bonds

are to be used to increase the size
of tho mill from 7500 tons daily ca-

pacity to 10,000 tons, to construct a
power plant costing $1,500,000 and for
working capital. The company plans
to start production late this year.

definitely.

$150,000 or $200,000 in development
work on the Reymert, and it is alto-

gether probable that this scheme is
to be carried out under the new order.
