Final

Steps for Opening Foreign
Craft Registry Are Taken

[ARSOCIATED FRESS DISFATCHY
WASHINGTON, Sapt. 4 —The
‘stoep for opening the registry
of foreign built merchant crafts was
taken ut the White House tonight
when the president signed un  ex-
eoutive order suspending from opera-
tion the sections of the novigation
laws, ar autherized by the new re-
gistry  bill,

These réquire American waleh of-
ficers on American ships and  that
inspection apd measurement  for re-
gistry  shall  be made by  United
States officialsl’ At the marine in-
suranes burean, which was open for
bu=iness, 6 was expected that ap-
plications for a change of register
and for war risk protection would
followy quickly on signing the sus-
pension  order.

By the president’s order the sec-
tion of tho pavigation laws réquir-
Ing Inspection and messurement by
United Stales officials is susgpended
for two yvears.' The section referring
to watch officers is changed to per-
mit foreign officers now serving on
ships seeking American registry, to
hold thelr positions for seven Vears,
while foreign watch  officers  here-
after emploved on such ships may
sgorve for LWo Years.
