"One woman." she said, "who lost
her three children by throwing them
overboard, went stark mad. In the
steerage was a troop of Japanese
acrobats. One of them, a woman with
an infant child, was seen almost ex-
hausted, trying to ding to the sides
of the ship. She was surrounded by
many others. A rope was thrown into
her hanrii-- , but looking up she ex-

claimed in Knglish:

said Mrs. Kgan. "The four lifeboats
of the Rarulots were resting in their
chocks, while sw inging alongside were
the two boats in which the men from
the Sailor Prince had made their es-

cape.
"Led by the crew and the fire room

force, the passengers rushed for the
boats, women unable to get to the
boats, threw their children into the
sea. and jumped after them. Fright-
ened sailors cut the rupees holding the
small boats and when the latter
crashed into the water, three of the
six were swamped and emptied their
human loads.

"I was tit the rail when the sub-

marine appeared and I started back
toward the stairs leading below with
the idea of helping to cpiell the panic.
I was caught in the rush and literally
forced over the side into the sea. I

had a hard time to keep above the
water, my difficulties being aggra-
vated by the struggles of others try-

ing to catch hold of me.
It seemed that 1 had no soner

struck the water than the submarine
appeared under the bows of our ship,
i in her deck 1 saw a number of men,
with an officer whom I took to be an
Austrian. Tiie sumbersible had her
collapsible lifebelt and the submarine
crew were pulling people out of the
water onto her deck. The officer
was holding up his hands shouting to
the people in the water to be calm. I

heard him say in perfect Knglish:
"For Cod's sake go back to your ship.
We are not murdersrs!'

"I'y this time I had worked my way
some distance from the ship and see-

ing one of the lifeboats near, 1 held
up my hands and called for help. The
people in the boat responded and.
after a second attempt suoeeedel in
throwing a line to me, when I was all
but exhausted.

"The first of the panic over, we
rowed back to the Harulos and were
taken aboard, women and children,
many in a half drowned state, were
crowding the deck of the submarine,
which remained alongside. When all
the rescued were returned to the Ha-

rulos. a toll showed that 25 were miss-
ing fourteen children, seven women
and four men.

The Harulos. Mrs. Kgan said, carried
only four lifeboats, each with a ca-

pacity of thirty people. The picking
up of the crew of the Sailor Prince
created a feeling of excitement which
wais at fever heat when suddenly a
submarine came to the surface about
two miles distant and fired a sh.it
over the Barulos, evidently as a sig-

nal for her to stop.

PARIS, Nov. 2S.-all- ieni General Joseph

"What are the reasons for my
confidence in victory?" re-

peated the minister of war. "They
are those of every Frenchman. Oni
enemies have been powerless to at-

tain the essential object of every
war the destruction of the adver-
sary's forces. In September. fU4.
when we ai rested and repulsed the
German offensive, the game was lost
by the enemy."

"How do you deduce that the Teu-
tonic empires failed from that mo-
ment? asked the correspondent.

'Because that victory gave the al-

lies the essential factor of time," re-

plied General Gallieni, "that has en-

abled us to organize the effective op- -

erations of our reseiurces resources:
that are very superior in manufac-
ture and money to thuse of the enemy
and nearly unlimited in material,
thanks to our mastery factories.

General Gallieni tonight outlined
the position of the Teutonic armies
as he views it.

"Carght in a vise," he said, the
central powers are struggling- lv

to free themselves from its
grip. The attack upon our front
along the Yser. the offensive against
"le Russians and the campaign in
the P.alkans have been the convul-
sions of a beast at bay."

Alluding to the character of the
German efforts in these campaigns.
General Gallieni said:

"I realize all their energy and
vigor, but their importance is sec-
ondary. Kvf-- their recent successes,
made possible by the treason of Bul-
garia, cannot modify the stragetic
situation which has been unalterable
for manv months. The Frenca, Brit- -
ish.
