IOINT COMMISSION
DISSOLVES; MEXICANS
FEEL THEY HAVE WON

White Sl Slave Law
Applies to Every
Variety of Vice

[Republican A. P. Leasec Wire]

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15~The
federal white slave law was con-
strued by the supreme court teday
to prohibit interstate transporia-
tion of women for any immaoral
purpose, including private escap-
ades as well as commercialized
vige.

In three test cases the court in
a divided opinion aftirmed convic-
tions of F. Drew Caminetti and

Maury |. Diggs, of Sacramento,
Cal, and L. T. Hays, of Alva,
Okla. The imprisonment sentences

and fines will become effective
within thirty days.

The court dwndtd five to three
in broadly intarpreting the law en-
acted in 1910 Chief Justice White
and Justices McKenna and Clark,
in a minority opinion, held that
conaress intonded to have the law
apply only to actaml “trathic” in
women and not to personal immor-

alities. Justice McReynaolds, who
was atterney gengial vuring pros-
ccution of Caminetti and Diggs,

took no part in the cases

The majority opinion, given by
Justice Day, held that while con-
gress may have intended the law
to prohibit only traffic in wamen
for pecuniary gain, ity plam terms
include interdiction of their trans-
portation “for any other immoral
purpose.” If it wan not so intend-
ed, the majoprity report sad, it was
congress’ Tunction, mot the courts’,
ta amend the law.

Wider scope in enforcing the law
now is open to the department of
justice, which contended for the
broader interpretation. The ruling
affocts many pending cases, includ-
ing that of Jack Johnson, the negro
pugilist, who is a fugitive from
Justice.

Whaether the law makes “accom-
phieces” of wemen invalved 1n per-
sonal escapades waa not definitely
decided by the court, but their tes-
timony against men indicted was
held as permissible.

In the test cases. Caminett) was
sentenced to eightten months' im-
prisonment and fined $1,500; Diggs
to two years and - $2.000 fine and
Hays to e:ghteen menths' im-
prisonment.
